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Xacu Kirmaninin falsafi-didaktik goriislari

Xilasa

Dahi Azarbaycan sairi Nizami Gancavinin “Xomsa” anonasi Uizro movzu, ideya, struktur va tslub
problemlorinin aragdirilmasi genis elmi miiqayisalora yol agan mirakkab bir masaladir. Onu da geyd
etmok lazimdir ki orta osrlor adobiyyatinda “Xomsa” onsnasinin inkisafini har bir dévrin yeni
toloblari vo ayri-ayr1 xalglarin madaniyyatinin inkisafi kontekstindo aragdirilmasi vacibdir. Nizami
ardicillariin 6zlarinin ds etiraf etdiyi kimi, “Nizaminin ¢okdiyi saddi asib kegmak™ ¢atin bir masala
idi. Bu sababdan, yenilik etmok, movzu vo struktura orijinalliglar1 daxil etmak i¢lin bir ¢ox nahang
istedad sahiblorino miihiim ¢alismalar lazim galmisdir.

Nizami Goancavinin “Maxzaniil-asrar” (“Sirlar Xozinasi”’) poemasina cavab olaraq yazilmiz Xacu
Kirmaninin “Révzatul-onvar”(“Nurlar baggas1”) asari 6z ohomiyyati ilo diggsti colb edir. Nizami
torofindon qoyulmus bir sira miithiim humanist folsofi-oxlagi ideyalar XIV asrdo Xacu Kirmani
torofindon yenidon odobiyyatin aktual maosalasine cevrilorok sufi-modernist formada ifado
olunmusdur.

Philosophical-Didactic Views of Khaju Kirmani

Abstract

The study of the theme, idea, structure and style problems of the “Khamsa” tradition of the great
Azerbaijani poet Nizami Ganjavi is a complex issue that opens the way for wide scientific
comparisons. It should also be noted that the development of the “Khamsa” tradition in medieval
literature is important to study in the context of the new requirements of each era and the development
of the culture of individual peoples. As Nizami’s followers themselves admitted, “overcoming the
barrier set by Nizami” was a difficult task. Therefore, many great talents had to make significant
efforts to innovate and incorporate originality into the theme and structure.

The work of Khaju Kirmani “Rovzatul-envar”, written in response to Nizami Ganjavi’s poem
“Makhzanul-asrar”, attracts attention with its importance. A number of important humanistic
philosophical and moral ideas put forward by Nizami were re-expressed in a Sufi-modernist form by
Khaju Kirmani in the 14th century, becoming a topical issue in literature.

Giris
Dahi Azorbaycan sairi Nizami Gancovi Sorq misolman renessansinin asas xususiyyatlorini -
humanizmi, insanin aliliyi haqqinda ideyalar1 sanatds asas yaradiciliq prinsipins ¢evirdi. O, “Xomss”

vasitosilo muxtolif moduslar vo qatlar daxilinds Sorq xalglarinin badii-nozari fikrini yenidan
canlandirdi. Nizaminin “Xomsa” movzulart bagar modaniyyatinds yeni adabi moarhals va istigamatin
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baslangici oldu. Akademik Homid Arasli halo XX asrin 40-c1 illarinds sairin zangin badii irsinin
bagarin madoaniyyat tarixinds oynadigr miistasna shamiyyati gostorarak yazirdi: “Dahi Azarbaycan
sairi Nizami Goncavi halo 800 il bundan avval azadligi, baraborliyi, azad omayi toblig edib
basariyyatin seadat vo xosbaxtliyini arzu edan bir sanatkar olmusdur. Nizami xalqlarin saadatini,
istiglaliyyatini, onlarin har ciir zilm va istismardan azad olmasini istayib vo biitiin 6mriinii bu ugurda
sorf etmisdir. Nizami omakei insanin hiiququ ugrunda miibarizo aparmisdir. Nizami 6z xalqini biitiin
diinyada s6hratlondirmis vo biitiin xalglarin barabar hiiquglu madani hayatini arzulamisdir” (Arasli,
1998, s. 118).

Nizami Goncavinin “Xomsa” ananalarini izloyarok onun poemalarina cavab yazmig XIV asrin
boylk mutafakkiri Xacu Kirmani 6z sufiyans yasayis torzi vo goloms aldigi didaktik-foalsofi asarlorilo
Sargin poeziya salnamasinds 6zlinomaxsus azomatli yer tutur. Onun poemalarinda sufi miirsidlori vo
Ovliyalarin soxsiyyatini ali basori nimunasi olarag boyik mohobbatlo vosf edilir. Sair morifat
sahiblorinin nacib xUsusiyyatlorini, ilahi esq vo ali insanliq yolunda miicadilalorini yuksok
sonatkarligla goloma alir. Orta asrlorin islami sufi filosoflari, 6vliya va seyxlar Kimdir va comiyyatda
hans1 movqe tuturlar? Onlarin stiinliiklari nadan ibarstdir? Xacu “bu lacivard gdylorin altinda heg
bir miilkii olmayan, lakin sahana bir monavi- oxlagi zenginliklo yasayan, sévq va z6vq ohli; ilahi
eyvanda sahliq tact qurmus, nofsini 6ldiirmiis azad” insanlarin soxsiyyati, Xxarakteri vo ictimai
foaliyyatlori hagqinda orta oasrlor dovriine xas zongin sufi-falsofi mozmun vo badii Uslubla
ensiklopedik malumat verir.

Tadgiqgat

Muiqgayisali aragsdirmalar naticasindos molum olur ki, Xacu yaradiciligina orijinalliq xasdir. Bu
orijinalliq dovriin falsofi tofokklrinln simvolik ifadasi olmagla, sonotkarin 6ziinomoxsus parlaq
istedadinin  niimunasidir. Sorq adobiyyatinda “Xomsa” davamgilart mdévzusu lizro shamiyyatli
todgiqatlar aparan sorqsiinas alim Mehdi Kazimovun haqli olaraq qeyd etdiyi kimi, “Xacunun
“Xamsa”sinda yalniz nazironin bir sorti — vazn az-¢ox sokildo qorunub saxlanmigdir. O, yalniz
“Rovzatll-onvar” (“Nur baglar”) poemasinda Nizamini toqlid edir ki, bu da 6zlni osorin ad1 vo
kompozisiyanin saxlanmasinda biiruzs verir” (Kazimov, 2012, s. 311).

Xacu Kirmaninin falsofi goriislorinds sufi filosoflarinin oxlaqi goriislori mithiim yer tutur. Sair
0zu do sufiyans 6mur surmiisdiir. Tadqiqatgt alim Bilgeys Quluyeva yazir: “Miirsidiyys ordenins vo
onun qurucusu olan Seyxa XxUsusi hérmatina géro Xacu Miirsidi nisbasini almisdir” (Quliyeva, 2010,
s. 38).

Sair sufi soxsiyyatlorinin monavi kamilliklorini, fodakarliglarini, insanin xosboxtliyi ugrunda
mucadilolorini gostormis, islami sufizmin humanist ideyalarini 6ziinomoxsus orijinal mozmun vo
bodii Uslubla toblig etmisdir:

Osords 2-ci magalsto aid - Seyyid tayfasindan olan Hozroti Cuneyd va Sibli rohmullahi- aleyhim
Vo ribubiyys sirrinin agigqlanmasinin qarsisinin alinmasi vo onun cavabi - adli hekays daxil
edilmisdir. Hekaya iki mashur sufi filosofunun tévhid haqqinda fikirlarini hasr olunmusdur.
Hekayanin asas mazmunu tovhid falsafasinin izahina vo toriget sahiblorinin tévhid hagqinda
goriisloring hosr olunmusdur. Malumdur ki, tovhidin asaslar1 — riibubiyys (Allah1 yaradan, ruzi veran,
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dirildon, oldiron, yaratdiginin dualarini esidon, ona yardim edon Vo sair vahid olaraq tanimagq),
uluhiyyas - iso yalniz Allaha ibadat etmok va Allahin ad va sifatlorini tanimaq kimi miithiim sortlarlo
baghdir.

Hekayods bohs olunan Seyx Ciineyd Bagdadi haqqinda monbalords molumatlar vardir. ilkin
tosovviif filosoflarinin mashur niimayandslarindon olan Ciineydin atasi1 aslon Nohavandlidir, sonra
Bagdada kogiib golmis vo burada moskunlagsmisdir. Ctineydin 909-cu ilds 6ldiyl malumdur.

Monbalors asasen, Ciineyd Bagdadi sufizmdo Allahin birliyi haqqinda tévhid falsofi anlayigini
yeni konsepsiyasini izah etmis, onu daha da zonginlosdirmis vo 6zlindon sonraki sufizma muhim tasir
gOstormisdir. Ciineydin “konsepsiyasi birliys, vohdats, agil vo ilk oasasa soykanir.Kolamgilarin
Qurana osaslanan birlik anlamalar1 da bu hissays daxil olur.“Koalam” kolmasi Uzarinds diisiinan
Ciineyd, “haddi - hodisdon ayird1” va tévhids isars etdi. Ciineyd “tévhid” dedi. O (Allah) dogus
etmoadan, arbitraj etmadoan, tayin etmadon, formalasdirilmadan vo banzayisi olmadan birdir (tokdir):
dogmadi, dogulmadi, ekvivalenti yoxdur vo s.” (Ciineyd, 1993, s. 120).

Hekayanin ikinci gahromani ©bubakr Siblidir. O, 861-ci ildo Samira goharinin Sibli qasabasinda
tlrk ailosinds anadan olmusdur. Gonc yaglarindan Abbasilor sarayina yaxin olaraq valilik riitbasi
almis Sibli 6z dovriiniin sufilorindan Xeyr -al Nassacin séhbatlorini dinlomis vo sufizmoa yénalmisdir.
Molumatlara asasan, Xeyr -al Nassac onu Ciineyd Bagdadinin yanina dors almaga gondarmisdir.
Sibliya gora, “Tovhid Allaha garst duyulan daimi bir esqdir. Ona miitlaq bir bagliliq va sonsuz bir
tovokkiildiir. Sibliya gora, elm vo omal bitinllyd vo amoalds ixlasli olmagq asas sortdir. Ctnki omalin
dili, elmin dilindan daha tesiredicidir. Nobilara agilan kosf valilora agilan kosfdon ¢ox boyiikdiir”
(Sibli, 2010, s. 125).

Xacu Kirmanin goloms aldig1 hekayas vasitasi ilo bu iki boyiik sufi filosofun goriislorindon tovhid
haqqinda inca bir detali golomo almisdir. Hekayanin qisa mozmunu belodir: “Hazrat Clineyd ki,
tovhid qusunun ovgusu idi, bir giin Sibliya bels sdyladi: “Sirr miicriisiiniin agzin1 agma, onu minbarin
bagindan acib sdyloya bilmozson. Biz ki, bu pardonin nogmoqosaniyiq, koniil sazini pardado
gizlotmisik. Dostun isaratlorinin sorhindon keg ki, bunlarin hamist Onun gizli romz va isaraloridir.
Onun gissasini tagrira (izah etmoyo) hacat yoxdur. Allahin ayalarini tofsir etmays kimsa gabil deyil.
Monanin sirri bayan ilo bilinmaz vo Hagigotin gizli elmi nisan ilo tapilmaz. Hidayat sorhini tasalliiflo
oxuma. ilahi dorsini tokallifla siirma. Bu qusun nogmesi dastan deyildir. Bu giliin gongasi
giiliistandan ayridir.Vohdat cadvalinin xattini ¢cokmok olmaz. Moana badssi sagarls icilmoz. Tévhid
sahinin qalas1 yoxdur, Tahqiqg bilbulinin sofiri yoxdur. Yol (torigat) ohlinin gadomi bagqadir, can
Koabasinin evi bagqa” (Xacu, 1991, s. 22).

Sibli isa cavabinda dedi: “Bu sazda nava edan pards manam va pardocalan da monam. Deyan do
Monam Vva soziimii esidon do manem. Goriinan manam, ziimi géran do manom. iki cahanda mondan
savay1 bir kas varmi1? Ad mindir va (lakin) misomma (adlandirilan) birdir! Diirr danasi hadsizdir vo
(lakin) dorya birdir!” (Xacu, 1991, s. 24-25).

Gorunduyd kimi, hekaya islami sufizmin ilahi vahdat ideyasini oks etdirir. Xacu Kirmani tévhid
haqqinda goriislarini basarin yiliksok monavi dayari olaraq tablig edir. O da salofi Nizami kimi, islami
humanizmin ilahi vahdoat - insana sevgi vo marhamat, adalst prinsiplorini qoruyub saxlayaraq, onu
moharatlo davam etdirir. Insan bu qaranliq diinyada parlayan nurdur, varligin obadi dirilik suyudur.

Xacu Kirmani elm va marifat sahibi olan insanlarin iistiinliiklori hagqinda orta asr adobiyyatinda
movcud olan falsofi-nozori goriislori daha da zonginlasdirarak, cismani vo ruhani kamilliyin
osaslarma dair 6z fikirlorini badii sokilds ifads edir vo bu mogsadls “Révzatiil-onvar” mosnavisinda
Allah nurundan yaranib, onun soxavot Vo Koromino mohtac olan insanlarin, irfani diisiinco
sahiblarinin, sufizm folsafasini toblig edon torigatgilorin goriislorina genis yer verir.

3-ci moaqgalat - “Boasorin kamali- moratibi (doracasi) vo insan névinin sair heyvanat iginda
foziloti” adlanir. Buraya - Soltan-al arifin Boyazid Bistami qudstllahi- ruh va vahdat elminin bayam
- adl1 hekays daxil edilmigdir.

Mogalot Nizami osorinds “Insanin basqa heyvanlar icindo foziloti” adlanan 7-ci mogalato
uygundur. Malumdur ki, Nizami Gancavi biitiin yaradiciligi boyu insanin ali varliq olaraq ilahinin
morifat Xozinosindon yaradilmasi vo onun basqa canlilardan istiinliiklori haqqinda 6z gorislorini
toblig etmis, insan haqqinda mévcud olan falsafi-elmi biliklori zonginlosdirmisdir.
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Xacu Kirmani da tagdim olunan 3-ct moagalotds ustadi Nizami Gancovinin ideyalarini forgli sujet
Vo sufi anlaminda davam etdirmisdir. Sair insanin kainatda banzarsiz vs ali varliq olaraq yaradildigini
asagidaki torzdo toranniim edir:

Didaktik — falsofi pargalarda tasirlonmalor xtsusilo 6ziinl gostarir. Bununla bels, sairin orijinal
tozadlar1 da diggati calb edir. “Siibh tizli kimi ¢6hrasi nurlu” yaranmis insan manavi nagislik tiziinden
bu gozalliyi tosssiif ki, daimi yasada bilmir, ¢iinki onun goalbi morifot nuru ils isiglanmamigdir. Uz
sam kimi isiqlanir, lakin halo suibhdon asar-alamat yoxdur. Artiq giindiizdiir, lakin son bu giindiiziin
axsami, yoni axirotin haqqinda diisiinmadiyin i¢iin ziddiyyatlor igindosan.

Xacu Kirmani burada Bayazid Bistaminin sufizmds vohdat elmina dair nozari goriislarine va
insanin aliliyina, bu vohdatds insan faktorunun uca mévqgeyins istinad edir. Sair burada Sufi seyxinin
insanin boyiiklilyline dair iglotdiyi Allaha aid “Siibhani” (boyiikliik) epitetino obrazli sokilds isaro
edarok: “Esq olsun, esq olsun mana, monim azomatim boyiikdiir” (Xacu, 1991, s. 27) ifadasini isladir.
Molum oldugu kimi, Allaha moxsus olan bu kolamin insana samil edilmasi, vaxtilo Bayazid
Bistaminin tagib edilmasinag, 6z dogma soharindon qovulmasina sabab olmusdu.

Qeyd etmok vacibdir ki, asil ad1 Tayfur olan Boayazid Bistami (Obu Yoazid) 804-cii ildo Bistam
soharinds anadan olmusdur. Moanbalora asason, 875-878-ci illordo vofat etmisdir. Qabri Bistam
soharindadir. Boyazid Bistami sufizm tarixino Rabionin Allaha 6zinin fodakarcasina moahabbatinin
davami olaraq - Fana fillAllah - (Allahda yox olma, fana-yoxlug) marhoalasina qovusmus bir filosof
kimi daxil olmusdur. “Mast sufi” lagabilo moshur olan Boyazid Bistami oksor monbalordo
xatirlanmigdir. Sufinin ilahi hogigot axtariglarinda “bixodi” (yoxluq) ruhun qiidsiyyst tapmasinda,
insanin Allaha yaxinlasmasinda miihiim sortdir: - 48 2253 j_s_u§/0% o/, (Tanr yolunu tut vo 6ziindan
kec) sdylayan sair 6z asarlorinds bagari kamillik vo marifat yollarini géstormis, hamginin 6z 6mriini
bu yolda sorf etmisdir.

Hekayoads sairin asagidaki tosviri diggoti calb edir: “Boyazid ilahi sorabdan most olaraq 2_ic (e 2
— Yenoa varmi1?) deys noro gokirdi” (Xacu, 1991, s. 28). Bu monzoro tesadifi olaraq verilmir.
Moalumdur Ki, 2 ¢« Jda - Yeno varmu? - ifadoasi Qurani-Karimin Qaf surasinin 30-cu ayasindon
igtibasdir. Ays belodir: - O giin cohonnoma: -Doldunmu? - sorusariq. Cohannom iso cavab verar: Ja
2 e e-Yeno varmi? (Quran, 2005, s. 519). Gorlindiyii kimi, sair goriinon vo gorinmayon diinyani
qarsilagdirir. Miioyyon tarixi dovrds sufizm ideyalarinin islami tofokklrdon gaynaqlandigimi vo
insanin dogru yola yonaldilmasi yolunda Qurandan alinma romzlarin istifado olundugunu gostorir.

Daha sonra hekayads naql olunur ki, “Seyx Bayazid Bistami kdnul bazminds ssbuhlug edirdi.
Can camindan mey icirdi. Mastlik meyxanasinin sakini olmusdu vo varliq alomindan bixabar idi.
Sultanliginin sohrati yayilmisdi, Stibhaninin surasi dillor azbari olmusdu. Bir nofor ondan tokalliflo
sual etdi ki, “Ey layizal (abadilik) meyindon mast olan! Gecani neca sabaha gatirirson? Sabahin (yani
o diinyanin-Z.A.) yaqinliyini Xoyalina gatirirson?”.

Boyazid dedi: “Axsam vo sabahdan dom vurma ki, bizo no geco, no giindiiz? Sabahin yaqinliyi
onun gecasidir. Quds evinds na ayiq, na mast? Bu yolun magsadi monzildon uzaqdir, bu doryanin
gomisi sahildon uzaqdir! Hagigat gecasinin sabahi yoxdur. Vohdat slibhiiniin xayali yoxdur” (Xacu,
1991, s. 28).

Nizami yaradiciliginda 6n plana ¢okilmis humanist prinsiplor-adalst, dogrulug, manavi kamillik
Xacu Kirmani asarlorinds dovriiniin simvolikasinin genis totbigilo yenidon canlandirilir, sufi romzlori
ilo dolu orta asrlor poeziyasinin asas mévzusuna gevrilir. Varliq tacinin goévhari - insan haqqinda
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Nizami tolimi 6z yeniliyini, ifado torzini vo orijinal xususiyyatlorlorini saxlamaqdadir. Xacunun
asagidaki misralarina digqot yetirok:

Xacu Kirmani moansub oldugu tarigat romzlari vo 6ziiniin sufi diinyagoriisiinden asili olaraq,
tosovvif tarixinds ilkin ¢esmoloro daha ¢ox yer vermis vo bosori problemlarin hollini orta ¢ag
sufizmindoki gabariq meyllora uygunlagdirmisdir.

Bununla bels, Xacu Kirmani Nizaminin fundamental ideyalarini qoruyub saxlayir, salofino xas
olan mohoabbatls ilahi nurdan yaranan insana - Son bu bag¢ada (diinyada) dayanmayinca, giiliin
Uzuinds su va rang yox idi - deyarok insanin bdyiiklitytinii vo kamilliyini vasf edir.

4-cl magalat — “Tonbeh (coza) va tohdid (hads) vo insanlara tozim go6zu ilo baxmaq haqqinda”
(Xacu, 1991, s. 29) adlanir. Magalotdo sair didaktik nasihatlorlo insani xeyir omallors ¢agirir, yoxsula,
goribs xor baxanlar1 tonbeh edir, islami etigadlarda ifrata varan, zahiri dindarligla lovgalanan, din
gardasina, diinyaya, biitin alomo hogarat gozi ilo baxanlari qinayir, hamgcinin dovrin sufi
filosoflarina izzatlo yanasmagi tovsiys edirdi:

Bu mogalats “Hoson Basri va qldstllah Hobib ©comi” haqqinda hekaya daxil edilmisdir. Digqot
etdikdo, hekayonin mozmunu Qurani-Karimdo olan bir gisso motivindon gaynaqlanir. Qurani-
Karimin Abass (80) surasinin 1-12-ci ayalorinds deyilir:

1.Qas-qabagin1 tokdii vo Uzunl dondoardi. 2.Bir kor kimss yanina goalon zaman. 3.San na bilirsan,
balka 0, tomizlonacokdir? 4.Vs ya nasihat alacag, nesihat ona fayda veracokdir? 5.0ziinii ehtiyacsiz
bilon kimsoyo (goldikds isa) 6.Son ona (k6maya) yetisirson. 7.0 tomizlonmoazsa da, son masul
deyilson. 8. Amma 06zlinl sans ¢atdiran soxs, 9.Allahdan qorxan halda, 10.San ondan (iz gevirirsan!
11.Belo deyil! Bu (ayalor) 0yld-nasihotdir. 12.Hor kas istass, ondan nasihat alar” (Quran, 1991, s.

Hoson Basri vo Hobib Ocamiya hosr olunmus bu hekayado do nogl olunur ki, namaz vaxti
moasciddo Hobib ©comi Hoason Basridon yuxarida dayanmisdi. ©1-hamd surasini oxuyurdu. Lakin
girasti yaxsi ifado edo bilmirdi. Hason Basri 6z-6zlino dedi: “Namaz belo necoa giiclii olar? Bu acomli
dili sikost etdi” (Xacu, 1991, s. 31).

Oradan uzaglasib, tonha bir yerdo namaz qildi. Homon geco yuxusunda Hozrat-i izzoddan
(Allahdan) ona bir xitab geldi: “Ey Hason, niyyatin dizliyu ibarslordon uzaqdir. Sanin fazilat oxun
var idi, heyf, oldon verdin! No lovgaliq gormiison 6z ibarslorinds? Baxmayaraq ki, Son namazi 6zgo
curs qilmayib, dini adatlorin qaydalarini diiz etmison, lakin 6z isaralorinds axtarig¢1 olmamisan. ©gor
Urok durtstdirss, dilin borclarini ddoyir. Dilin adi nodan (irayin yaminda golir? Urok-dogrulug,
dirtstlik Gzlndon yaxsidir”.

Mogals romantizmin estetikasinda soxsiyyat problemins hasr olunub vs onu maarifgilik baxisina
qars1 qoyma kontekstindo arasdirir. Maarif¢ilik dovriinda soxsiyyat sosial muhitin mahsulu kimi basa
diistiliirdii, insan iso tobistCo yaxsi hesab edilirdi, monfi xususiyyatlor iso torbiys vo comiyyatin
naticoasi sayilirdi. Romantizm iso soxsiyyati mustoqil, manavi-oxlagi va psixoloji varliq kimi gabul
edir, 6z taleyini mioyyan etmok vo azad iradssini midafio etmok gabiliyystino malikdir, xarici
tosirlori rodd edir. Romantizm odobiyyatinda asas diqgeat soxsiyystin formalasmasina deyil, onun
daxili faciasina ydnslib. Romantizm yalniz XVIII-XIX asrlordo Avropada yaranan istiqamoat kimi
yox, ham do Orta asrlor va Yeni dovri ohato edon daha genis moadoni fenomen kimi nazordan kegirilir.

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The Problem of Personality in the Aesthetics of Romanticism

Abstract

The article is devoted to the problem of personality in the aesthetics of romanticism and examines
it in the context of opposition to the Enlightenment perspective. During the Enlightenment period,
personality was understood as a product of the social environment; man was considered naturally
good, while negative traits were viewed as the result of upbringing and society. Romanticism,
however, perceives personality as an independent spiritual, moral, and psychological entity, capable
of determining its own destiny and defending free will, rejecting external influences. In romantic
literature, the main focus is not on the formation of personality but on its inner tragedy. Romanticism
is regarded not only as a movement that emerged in Europe in the 18th—19th centuries but also as a
broader cultural phenomenon encompassing the Middle Ages and the Modern era. The article reveals
the key aesthetic and philosophical aspects of the concept of personality in the romantic tradition.

Maarifcilik dovriiniin insansiinaslhiginda osas fikir insanin xarakteri vo davraniginin sosial sortlorlo
formalagmasi ideyasi idi. Maarif¢ilor insanin tobistco xeyirxah olduguna vo onda olan butiin monfi
keyfiyyatlorin comiyyatin va torbiyanin tasiri ilo meydana goldiyina somimi sokilds inanirdilar. X VIII
asr maarifgilori sorin manbayini comiyyatin natamamliginda vo sosial munasibatlords gorirdilar.

Buna goro do onlar digqgatlorini comiyyatin tongidine vo insanin hortorofli maariflondirilmasina
yonaldirdilor.
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Romantiklor iso maarifcilordon forgli olarag gohromanlarin davranig vo xarakterini insan
saxsiyyatinin ilkin, manavi-ruhi va psixoloji qurulusu asasinda izah etmoys galisirdilar. Onlar insani
dayarli va substansial bir kateqoriya kimi gobul edirdilar; bu saxsiyyat 0z taleyini muayyan edo, azad
iradasini tasdigloya va belalikls, xarici va yad qlivvalordon asililigini inkar eda bilordi.

Romantiklorin yaradiciliginda asas yer soxsiyyato verilir, obyektiv gercoklik, o climlodon
comiyyat vo mihit iso onun diinyagériistiniin fonu kimi taqdim olunur. Romantik asarlords hadisalor
daha cox soxsi daxili faciays yOnolib. Bestujev-Marlinski “iki odobiyyatdan” bohs edorak yazirdi:
“Bu, xristianliga qodoarki vo xristianliqgdan sonraki adobiyyatdir. Birincini tale adabiyyati, ikincini isa
irado odobiyyat1 adlandirardim... birincisi — qurbanla calladin goriisdiiyii yer, ikincisi — ehtiraslarla
iradonin doyiis meydani...” (Bestuzhev—Marlinskiy, 1958, s. 564).

Tadqiqat

Beloliklo, romantizm — “irads poeziyasidir”, lakin bu, ilahi deyil, mohz insan iradssidir. Insan
ruhunun azadligi vo onun soxsi iradasinin sarhodlari masalosi romantiklorin yaradiciliginda osas
movzulardan biri olmusdur. Bayron, Vinyi, Slegel, Selli, Siller kimi romantik sairlor 0z
gohromanlarinda hallolunmaz ziddiyyatlorlo mibarizo aparan, monavi axtariglar i¢inds olan soxsin
faciosini oks etdirmislor.

Comiyyatlo tomasdan uzag olan gohromanin daxili alomi onu bagqalarindan iistiin tutur vo burada
soxsiyyatin prioritetliyi 6n plana ¢ixir. Romantik gahromanlar 6ziinli tasdiq etmays, irads azadligina
nail olmaga calisirlar. Bu azadliq miibarizasi ¢ox zaman dagidici naticalara gotirib ¢ixarir — hom
otrafdakilar, hom do gohromanin 6zii {igiin. Belo hallarda azad irade anarxik “6zbasinaliga”,
volyuntarizma cevrilir. “Ozbasmaligin” bayan edon soxsiyyet, comiyyatin gobul etdiyi normalarla
faciovi toqqusma yasayir (Alisanli, 2000).

Azad iradosini elan etmis romantik gohromanin taleyi timidverici deyil vo adaton faciali olur.
Lakin batin bu facioys baxmayaraq, gehroman cosarotlo azadligini bayan edir, 6z soxsiyyatini
formalagdirmaga c¢alisir. M.M.Umanskayanin yazdigr kimi, romantizm “.. agln miitloq
hakimiyyatino vo oxlagi imperativa garsi insan soxsiyyatinin sarbast meyllorini goydu, onu oxlaqi
qadagalardan va borc zancirlorindon azad etdi, qorxmadan insan ruhunun batin darinliklarini va
ucurumlarini, yiksalislorini vo enislorini 6l¢dii” (Solov'yev, 1989, s. 100).

Soxsi irads azadlig1 ideyas: I. Kantin falsofasinds, Fixtenin subyektiv idealizminds vo Fridrix
Slegelin dahilik nazariyyasinds asas movzu olmusdur. Bu carayanlarin hamisi suveren insan obrazini
morkaza ¢okon "segilmis soxsiyyat" ideyasini tablig edirdi. Avropa camiyyatinin monavi inkisafinda
bltov bir marhals "bayronizm™ ilo assosiasiya olunur. Romantizm ruh etibarilo tisyankar idi. Bayron
gohromani — titanik gsoxsiyyastdir. Lakin bu soxsiyyatin sonsuzluga can atmasi onu daxili ikilosmays,
naraziliga vo ruhsal iztirablara surukloyir. L.Y. Ginzburqun dogru miisahidosine gors, “bayronizm —
holo azadliq idealina inamini itirmomis, lakin homin idealin gergoklogacayina olan inamini artiq
itirmis romantik fardiyyat¢ilikdir” (Lermontov, 1984, s. 712).

Artiq ideallarin vo monavi dayarlorin hayata kegacayine inanmayan soxsiyyat bozon dagidici bir
qivvoys cevrilir. Sorhodsiz azadliga can atan insan, onun reallagsmazligi ilo toqqusur. V.S.
Solovyovun ifadssi ilo desak, bels insan “6ziinii daxildon azad bilir, hor bir xarici vo ondan asili
olmayan baglangicdan iistiin sayir, 6ziinii har seyin morkozi kimi tasdiglayir. Lakin aslinds, o, diinya
cevrasinds sonsuz daracads Kigik va yox olan bir ndgtadan basqa bir sey deyil” (Shevchenko, 1962,
s. 27).

Hoagigotan do, insan haddindan artiq boyiik bir missiyani1 va hiiquqlart 6z tizarina gotiirarak, na
tanrisal giico, no do miitloq haglara malikdir. Mohz bu, lisyankar romantik soxsiyyatin faciasidir. O,
0z azadlig1 ilo tok qalir. Bu iso onun Uglin an boyiik sinaqdir — 6z ixtiyari ilo yasamaq, 6z "man"i ilo
Uz-Uzo galmag. Belo motivlor Bayronun asarlorinds agiq sokilda gorindr. Onun gohromanlari tiglin
fordi vo anarxik azadliq hoam taledir, hom do ideal. “Cayld Haroldun hacc sofori” poemasinin
gohromani Haroldun oasas cohati onun fordiyyatciliyidir. Bu tsyankar ruhlu gshroman tonha vo
diinyadan narazidir. O, hoyatda monanin axtarisindadir (Maymin, 1976).

Bayronun “Korsar” poemasindaki qohroman da — giiclii ehtiraslar1 vo qirilmaz iradasi ilo —
tonha bir fardiyyat¢idir. Xeyir tiglin yaranmis olsa da, o, sara meyl edir:

O, xeyir li¢lin yaradilmisdi, lakin
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Sar onu 6zlino ¢akdi va pozdu... (Bayron, 1953, s. 121).

Konrad insanlar1 iradssizliklorine va zaif ruhlarina goérs asagilayir. O, 6ziinii basqalarindan tistiin
tutur. Lakin onun daxili uygunsuzlugu va ruhsal disbalansi gahromanin hayatini facisli edir.

Bayronun “Manfred” faciasinds bas gohroman 6z “mon”inds tocrid olunmus bir soxsiyyastdir. O,
guclidar, lakin badboxtdir. Manfred atasi ilo miigayisads insanlardan tocrid olunmus, 6z fardiliyinin
dorin siiuruna malikdir. Atas1 bu fordiliyin forginds deyildi, buna gors do 6ziinii hami ilo vahdoatds
hiss edirdi. Manfredin fordi Gstunliyl onu tonhaliga va tacride mahkum edir:

Moana heg yerdoa dinclik yoxdur,

No axtariram, na istayirom — bilmirom... (Bayron, 1974, s. 69).

Illorlo davam edon oziyyotlor vo istedadli zokast Manfredo yalniz insanlara deyil, tobiot
quvvalarina do hokm etmok giiclnl verir. Lakin bu na bilik, na do diinyaya meydan oxumaq ona
xosbaxtlik gatirmir. Qahraman insan hoyatina dair agrili bir hagigoti anlayir:

Biz hamimiz — zamanin vo qorxunun oyuncagiyiq,

Hoyat — qisa bir andir, amma yens do yasayiriq,

Toloys diismiis kimi alin yazisini lonatloyirik,

Amma 6limdan qorxuruq (Bayron, 1974, s. 61).

Qahraman dohsatlo anlayir ki, “hayat — comi bir andir”, va bu hoyat hom monasiz, hom do
dozllmazdir. Otrafindak: insanlar isa bu hagigsto géz yummag: segir, diisiinco avozine glindslik
sohlonkarliga stiinliik verirlor. Manfredin daxilinds “dohsotli xaos” hokm siiriir — is1q vo garanliq,
uca arzular va ehtiraslar, hor sey qarismigdir, vo bu qarisigliq heg bir hadafa vo nizam-intizama malik
deyil:

Yiiksak arzular va ehtiraslar,

Hor sey qarisiqdir, har sey basipozuq

Moagsadsiz, qaydasiz sokildo... (Bayron, 1974, s. 77).

Daxili ziddiyyatlordon ozab ¢okon Manfred 6lima dogru can atir. O, 6z ehtiraslarinin qurbani vo
sohididir. Manfred diinyadan vo Tanridan iiz dondarir. Oliim aninda bir rahib ondan tévba etmosini
istayir. Lakin tévba bu Gsyankar va azad ruhlu gahraman t¢tin gobuledilmazdir. O, azad yasayib va
azad sokildo — 0liima diiz baxaraq — 6lmoayi secir (Nizami Goancavi, 1993).

“Manfred”ds Bayron tokliys, tacrids va dlinyavi xosbaxtliys dair buttin imidlarin pug oldugunun
faciasini tosvir edir. Ax1 Bayron 6zii do “¢ox zaman bu diinyanin qanunlarina qarst ¢ixirdi, 6ziinii
tisyankar bir qul kimi aparirdi — daha guclii vo gaddar giivvalorin garsisinda, insanin manasiz va
zulmkar ozablarina garsi ¢ixirdi — bu insan ki, kainatin sonsuz ulduzlu somasinda itmis bir qum
donasindan basqa bir sey deyildi” (Ginzburg, 1940, s. 455). Bu, hom Manfredin, ham do Bayronun
Ozunun faciovi falsafasidir.

Soxsi irado azadligt movzusu Bayronun romantik yaradiciliginin zirvosi olan “Kain”
misteriyasinda daha da ohatoli sokilds togdim olunur. Kain — iisyanin simvoludur. O, sadacs gatil vo
qardas qatilinin monasiz obrazi deyil, yer liziinds ilk tisyan¢idir. Kain Tanrimin hokmranlhigina qarsi
¢ixir. O, ilahi iradodon stiin tutdugu soxsi azadligini vo iradasini tasdigloyir. Yaradanin xeyirxahlig
ideyasini inkar edir; Kain diinyada hokm siron sorin varligi ilo xeyirxah bir Tanri anlayisini
uygunlagdira bilmir. Onun tisyankar ruhu biliys vo idraka can atir (Umanskaya, 1971):

Moan azab i¢indsyam, diisiincalara gorq olmusam;

Duyuram ki, bu diinyada

Heg bir doyarim yoxdur, amma

Fikrim Tanr1 gqodor quvvatlidir! (Bayron, 1974, s. 393)

Kain bu idraki lanatlonmis malok — Lisifer vasitasilo alds edir. Lisifer — azadliga can atdigi
ticiin Tanr1 torafindon goydon qovulmus molokdir vo 0 vaxtdan bari biitiin tanriliga qarsidir. Latinca
“Lisifer” — is1q gatiron demokdir. A.Vinogradov yazirdi: “Liisifer — yeni Prometeydir; kor va
qaranliq tobistdan insanlara hayatverici alovu qoparan, buz kimi donmus diinyada insanlari isidan,
qaranligl, nadanlig1 vo dini fanatizmin qaranliq diinyasini dagidan bir is1q dastyicisidir. Bu fanatizm
inqilabi dalgadan sonra basariyysti yenidon biirtimiisdii.”

Kain tglin hayat — daginti vo 6liim hokmranhigidir:

Kain ilkin olaraq xeyir arzusunda olsa da, naticods qardasini gotlo yetirir. O, ganli bir cinayat
toradir. Bununla da Kain Tanri tarafindan lonatlonir va abadi stirgiine mohkum olunur. Tanr1 iss bu
gotlin bas vermasine imkan verir, ¢iinki Tanrinin diinyasinda tarazliq ti¢iin sor vo cinayat do zoruridir.
Bayronun iisyankar poeziyasi — falsafi siibha, etiraz vo inkar motivlori ilo dolu olaraq — basariyyati
daim narahat edon suallar1 ortaya qoyurdu. Onun yaradiciligi Avropanin gabaqcil diisiinca sahiblori
arasinda boyiik oks-sada dogurdu (Vinogradov, 1960).

Natica

Rusiyada Bayronun iisyankar poeziyasina maraq, miitoraqqi rus goncliyinin 6z axtarislari ilo Ust-
Usto diigtirdii. Unutmaq olmaz ki, XIX asr rus adabiyyatinin inkisafi Avropa adabiyyat prosesinin
imumi ganunauygunluglari ilo paralel gedirdi. XVIII asrin sonu — XIX asrin ilk otuz ilinds rus
odobiyyatinin inkisafina asas tesir gostoron amillor Fransa inqilabi, 1812-ci il Vatondas miiharibasi,
dekabrist horokati vo onun ardinca golon siyasi reaksiyanin yaratdigi miihit idi. 1812-ci il miiharibasi
Vo dekabrist harokati rus modoniyystindo doniis noqtalori oldu, xalqin 6ziintdoarki bu dovrds
formalasdi. Biitiin bunlar rus romantizminin tizarina damga vurdu. Artiq Tanr1, kainat vo comiyyat
kimi avvalki bitlor devrildi vo rus romantizmi 6z yeni butlini — Saxsiyyati yaratdi. Dayarlorin
meyari dini-mistik mitloglor dairasindon insan saxsiyyatina, xtsusilo onun daxili diinyasina kegdi.
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Ganclarin tarbiyasinda motivasiya va nizam-intizamin rolu

Xilasa

Motivasiya vo nizam-intizam gonclorin xarakterinin, akademik ugurunun vo tUmumi $oXSi
inkisafinin formalagsmasinda asas rol oynayir. Motivasiya insanlar1 magsadlorino dogru aparsa da,
nizam-intizam onlarin saylorinde davamliligi vo azmkarhigi tomin edir. Bu iki amil arasindaki
qarsiliglt olage Oomurlik dayarlorin asilanmasi, mosuliyyatin guclondirilmasi vo ugura yonolmis
tofokkirlorin formalasdirilmasi ii¢iin ¢ox vacibdir. Bu mogalodo motivasiya vo nizam-intizamin
ohomiyyati, tolobalar ti¢iin intizam qaydalarinin totbigi, gonclarin torbiyssinds onlarin kollektiv rolu
arasdirilir. Todgigat hom psixoloji aspektlori, hom do pedaqoji yanagmalari calb etmoklo, motivasiya
Vo nizam-intizamin miollimlorin  vo comiyyatin birgo soylori ilo neco formalasdigini vo
guclondirildiyini tohlil edir. Burada Nax¢ivan Dovlot Universitetindo vo digor ali tohsil
miuassisalorinds tohsil alan va ya kegmis talobalar olan 110 istirak¢1 arasinda onlayn sorguda verilan
suallara cavablar1 nazordon kegiracayik. Magalods ganclarin bu iki komponents minasibati, onlari
motivasiya edan va nizam-intizamda saxlayan seylordan otrafli bahs edilir va bu potensialin miixtalif
amillora neca tosir etdiyino dair genis sorh verilir. Sonda magals gostorir ki, motivasiya vo nizam-
intizamin birgoa tatbiqi tokco akademik gabiliyystds deyil, hom do soxsi va sosial inkisafda miithiim
rol oynayir. Tohsildo struktur vo imkanlarin optimal balansi golocokds ugurlu soxsiyystlorin
formalagmasi ti¢iin asas tomollordon biridir.

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The Role of Motivation and Discipline in the
Upbringing of Young People

Abstract

Motivation and discipline play a key role in shaping the character, academic success and overall
personal development of youth. While motivation drives individuals toward their goals, discipline
ensures continuity and perseverance in their efforts. The interaction between these two factors is
crucial for instilling lifelong values, strengthening responsibility, and fostering success-oriented
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mindsets. This article examines the importance of motivation and discipline, the application of
disciplinary rules for students, and their collective role in the upbringing of youth. By involving both
psychological aspects and pedagogical approaches, the study analyzes how motivation and discipline
are formed and enhanced through the joint efforts of teachers and society. We will review the
responses to questions posed in an online survey conducted among 110 participants, current or former
students at Nakhchivan State University and other higher education institutions. The article discusses
in-depth the youth's attitudes towards these two components, what motivates them and what keeps
them disciplined, providing a broad interpretation of how this potential responds to various factors.
In conclusion, the article demonstrates that the combined application of motivation and discipline
plays a significant role not only in academic ability but also in personal and social development. The
optimal balance of structure and opportunities in education is one of the main foundations for the
formation of successful individuals in the future.

Giris

Gonclorin torbiyasi mirokkob va ¢oxsaxali prosesdir, tosviq vo dostoyin balanslasdirilmig
birlogsmasini talab edir. Motivasiya fordlori ugura can atmaga ruhlandiran daxili qlivve kimi ¢ixi1s etso
do, nizam-intizam (disiplin) ardicillig1 va nizami qoruyan tomal sturuktur rolunu oynayir. Motivasiya
olmasa, fordlor 6z istoklorini hoyata kegirmok dUgln hovasdon mohrum ola bilor vo nizam-
intizam(disiplin) olmadan onlarin soaylori struktur vs ardicilliq olmadan formalasar.

Diqgatin yayindirilmasi va xarici tozyiglorin tstlinluk toskil etdiyi miiasir comiyystdo motivasiya
Vo hizam-intizam(disiplin) arasinda tarazligi saxlamaq getdikco daha ¢atinlogir. Toahsil sistemlari,
valideyn rohbarliyi vo ictimai tesirlor hamisi gonc diisiincalorin formalagsmasina kémok edir. Bu
mogalo bu iki vacib elementin shamiyyatini aragdirir, tolobalar lilin effektiv nizam-intizam qaydalari
togdim edir vo masuliyyatli vo ugurlu gonc fordlorin formalasmasinda onlarin kollektiv rolunu
vurgulayir.

1. Motivasiya va intizam haqqinda iimumi malumat

Motivasiya fordlori magsadlarina gatmaq tigtin harokata kegmaya mocbur edan psixoloji quvvadir.
Onu iki néva bélmak olar:

- Daxili Motivasiya: Daxili mamnuniyyat, maraq va soxsi inkisafla idara olunur.

- Xarici Motivasiya: Taninma, giymotlor vo ya maliyys stimullar1 kimi xarici miikafatlardan
tosirlonir.

1. Gonc fordlor tez-tez akademik vo soxsi iglori ilo maggul olmagq ti¢lin hor iki név motivasiyanin
birlosmasins ehtiyac duyurlar. Bununla bels, daxili motivasiyanin giiclandirilmasi uzunmuddatli ugur
ucun ¢ox vacibdir, ¢iinki bu, 6z-6ziina dyronma vo azmkarligi togviq edir. “Motivasiya insanlarin is
gormasini dostoklayan tohrikedici psixoloji qiivve oldugundan o, Oyrananlorin davranislarini
istigamotlondirmoklo onlarin faaliyyotsizliyini aradan qaldirir”. (Tamara, n.d) Bu baximdan,
motivasiya yalniz moqsads ¢atmaq Ucgln daxili bir gic deyil, eyni zamanda fordin enerjisini
yonlandiron vo onun davranisini tonzimlayan mihim mexanizmdir. Xususilo tohsil mhitinds
motivasiyali sagirdlor garsiya qoyulmus tapsiriqlara daha hovaslo yanasir, ¢otinliklor garsisinda
toslim olmur vo 0z Oyronmo prosesina daha ¢ox colb olunurlar. Bununla yanasi, motivasiyanin
formalasmas1 vo davamli olmasi ti¢lin todris muhitinds emosional tohllkasizlik, fordi tasobbislorin
dastoklonmasi vo mogsadyonlu geribildirim kimi amillor do vacib rol oynayir. Mioallimlorin vo
valideynlorin motivasiyaedici yanagmalar1 gonclorde mosuliyyst hissini guclondirir, onlarin
potensialini ortaya ¢ixarir vo sosial adaptasiyasina miisbat tosir gostarir.

Intizam (disiplin)

Intizam(disiplin) qaydalara, etik doyarlora vo ictimai normalara riayst olunmasimi tamin edon
davraniga strukturlasdirilmis yanasmaya deyilir. Onu iki néva bélmak olar:

- Oziinii Intizam: Xarici mocburiyyot olmadan 6z davranisim tonzimlomok bacarigi.

- Totbiq olunan Intizam: Mosuliyyst va nizam asilamaq ii¢iin valideynlor, miallimlor vo ya
mentorlar kimi salahiyyatli soxslar tarofindon totbiq edilir.
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Diizgln hayata kegirildikda, nizam-intizam(disiplin) ganclora saxsi va pesokar ugur {igiin vacib
olan zohmatin doayarini, vaxtin idars edilmasini va qaydalara hérmot etmoyi 0yradir.

Motivasiya va nizam-intizamin (disiplinin) ahamiyyati

Motivasiya va nizam-intizam (disiplin) hayatin miixtalif sahalorinds, xtisusan da gonclorin tahsili
Vo soxsi inkisafinda bir-birini tamamlayir. Gorbunovs, Kapenieks va Cakula (5) gora, motivasiya va
oziinii intizam ugurun artirilmasinin iki bdyiik balinasm toskil edir. O. S Vixanski vo A.I. Naumov
torafindon motivasiya foaliyyat gdstoran, isloyan bir insani1 iso calb edan, bu faaliyyatin sarhadlari vo
formalarini tayin edan vo miayyan mogsadlors nail olmaga istigamot veran daxili va xarici aparici
quvvalarinin birlosmasi olaraq nazarden kegirilir (Sliyev, 2023, s. 127).

Tadqiqgat

Hovasli vo nizam-intizamli olan talobalorin darslorinds ugurlu olma ehtimali daha yiiksokdir.
Motivasiya onlar1 iddiali akademik mogsodlor qoymaga tasviq edir, nizam-intizam (disiplin) isa
onlara nail olmaq ii¢iin strukturlagdirilmis qaydalara amal etmayi tomin edir.

Motivasiyanin olmamasi, islarimizi yerino yetirmamayimizs sobab olur. “Motivasiya insanlarin
foaliyyoto kegmosini dostokloyon tohrikedici psixoloji qiivve oldugundan, o, &yrananlorin
davranislarini istigamotlondirir vo foaliyyatsizliyi aradan qaldirir” (isgondarova, 2018, s. 134).

Nizam-intizamin olmamasi isd uygunsuzluga sabab olur. “Nizam-intizam ganclorin mosuliyyatli
soxsiyyot kimi formalagsmasinda, qaydalara riayst etmo bacariginin vo Ozlinuidaranin inkisafinda
miihiim rol oynayir” (Hasanova, 2023, s. 22).

Xarakter Inkisafi

Gonclor intizamli  harokatlorin  kdmayilo ozmkarliq, mosuliyyst vo duristlik kimi osas
xususiyyatlori inkisaf etdirirlor. Motivasiya onlari soxsi inkigafa nail olmagq tiglin ruhlandirir, nizam-
intizam(disiplin) ise onlarin etik standartlar1 qoruyub saxlamasini vo mogsadlarine sistemli sokildo
caligsmasini tomin edir.

Hovaslondirilmis fordlor hayata musbst baxmaga meyllidirlor, halbuki nizam-intizam(disiplin)
onlara gatinliklorin vo ugursuzluglarin 6hdssindan galmaya kémoak edir. Ganclor 6zlni idars etmayi
Vo doziimlii olmag1 6yrondikdo, stress, narahatliq vo tozyiqi daha effektiv idaro eds bilirlor.

Motivasiya vo nizam-intizamda (disiplinds) glcli tomal, gonclori yetkinlik (¢iin lazimi
bacariqlarla tomin edir. Istor ali tohsilds, istor karyerada, istorso do soxsi minasibatlordo bu
keyfiyyatlor onlara masuliyyatlari va ¢atinliklori ugurla hall etmayas kdmok edir.

Intizam (disiplin) qaydalari dyronmo Vo soxsi inkisafi tosviq edon strukturlasdirilmis miihit
yaradir. Asagida hoyata kegirilmoali oldugumuz bozi osas qaydalart gostorok:

1. Tolobalor dorsa, dorsdonkonar foaliyyatlora vo istirahoto vaxt ayiran giindalik codval
hazirlamaga tosviq edilmolidir. Vaxtin diizgiin idaro edilmasi, islorimizi yubatmanin, get-gollorin
qarsisini alir vo mohsuldarligi artirir.

Kigik yaslardan formalasan bu aludogiliyi, yaranmig boslugu daha somorali vasitalorlo
avazlosdirmak Vva tolobalorin diggetini yayindirmayan tohsil muhitlori yaratmagla diggstli dyranma
tocribalorini hoyata kegirmolidir.

6. Gonclorin tarbiyasi tosviq, ruhlandirma, rohbarlik, yonlondirma va strukturlasdirilmis nizam-
intizamin(disiplinin) birlosmasini talab edir. Valideynlor, pedagoglar vo comiyyat bu keyfiyyatlorin
formalagmasinda miihiim rol oynayirlar.

118).

9. Mentorlar, icma liderlori vo media da daxil olmagla butévlikds comiyyst gonc fardlarin
perspektivlorini formalasdirir. Tohsils, etik davramisa vo 0zUni tokmillogsdirmoya doyar veran
modoaniyyat gonclor arasinda motivasiya va nizam-intizami giiclondirir. “Bdytiyan naslin dasiyacagi
monavi keyfiyyatlor-lo yanasi, giiclii layagat esqi, qlivvatli nizam-in-tizam da vacibdir. Nizam-
intizam magsada nailolmagin aparict yoludur” (Orucova, 2019, s. 27).

Tamara Willner “Motivation vs Discipline: the Yin and Yang of Health” adli moagalesinds bildirir
ki, magsadlora gatmaqgda on ugurlu insanlar ham daxili motivasiya, hom dos intizamin birgs guictindon
istifado edirlor. Onun fikrinca, intizam(disiplin) insanin saglam vordislor formalasdirmasina komok
edir, lakin davamli vo real naticalor olds edon insanlar adoaton hamin vardislordon z6vq alanlardir.
Mohz bu amillarin vohdati ugurun agaridir. Willner hesab edir ki, saglam bir vardis segarkon hamin
foaliyyatin insana neca z6vq veracayini diistinmok vacibdir. Masalan, agar bir insan daha ¢ox idman
etmok istayirss, ona sevinc gatiran bir idman névinu segmoli vo kigik mogsadlor qoyaraq davamli
vardisa cevirmalidir. O geyd edir ki, zamanla bu foaliyyat insanin fiziki vo ruhi voziyyatini
yaxsilagdirdigi tiglin daxili motivasiya formalasa bilor. Bagqa sozlo, ilkin marhalads xarici motivasiya
baslasa da, dayanmamaq vo davamli olmagq iiclin daxili motivasiya ilo intizamin birlikdo olmasi
vacibdir (Sliyev, 2018).

Fernando Claver vo homkarlarinin aragdirmasina gora, Badon Torbiyoasi darslorinds sagirdlorin
hom intizaml1 davraniglari, ham do akademik gostaricilori daxili motivasiya ils six slagalidir. Bu
motivasiya iso sagirdin 6ziinii bacariqli, azad vo sosial gobul olunmus hiss etmosi ilo formalasir.
Mdaollimin tapsiriq-yonumlu muahiti yaratmasi bu ehtiyaclarin qarsilanmasina komok edir vo
noticada daha miishoat naticalor olda olunur (Huseynzads, ©zizova, ©liyev, Verdiyeva, 2021).

Osason Naxgivan Dovlat Universitetinds va digar universitetlords tohsil alan va yaxudda bitirmis
soxslar arasinda “Ganclarin torbiyasindo motivasiya vo nizam-intizamin (disiplinin) rolu” adli online
sorgu kegirildi. Istirakgilarin roylorinin kémoayi ilo genclorin torbiyasinde motivasiya vo nizam-
intizamin (disiplinin) rolu haqqinda daha dorin anlayis alds edildi. Sorguda motivasiya vo nizam-
intizam (disiplin) haqqinda miixtalif suallar sorusuldu.

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Conformity of “Training of Sciences” and “Pleasant Harmonies”
In Al-Farabi’s Comments

Abstract

The information on Al-Farabi and Sayf ad-Dawla and artistic images of scholars and geniuses
who followed medieval Muslim traditions, took part in historical stories created with existing
comments and explanations.

The scientific views developed with ancient heritage stage and theory of the musical system with
Muslim traditions of Al-Farabi, one of the founders of first music theory in the brilliant period of
Islamic culture — during the creation of the Temple of Science was further improved until the end of
the Middle Ages and caused to new inventions by the scholars of Islam.

His musical knowledge realized during the period of Arab caliphate — analyses, experiences and
considerations related to makams (lad), igaa (rhythm), masafa (interval) structures, music theory,
artistic features of sounds and conformities are excellent examples of the art of music.

Interaction of knowledge that illuminates various fields in Al-Farabi’s researches was often
associated with the presence and development of one topic under study within another topic. His
experiences were related not only to researches on the field of music, but also on the logic and
linguistics.

Monsaca Orta Asiyali olan Obu Nasr Maohommad ibn Tarxan ibn Uzlaq sl-Farabi ot-TUrki 870-ci
ildo Sirderyanin Forab oyalstindo dinyaya golmisdir. Ustadin etnik kimliyi miibahisalidir. Bozi
odobiyyatlarda Obu Nasrin fars koki ilo bagli malumatlara tosadif edilss do, alds edilon gaynaglar
onun tiirk oldugu—na osas verir. Forabinin tiirksesilli oldugunu irali siiren Ibn Xallikan (1211-1282)
1271-ci ildo tamamladigi “Oyanlarin vofati vo dovriin ogullar1” adli osorinds boyik alimin
Turkistanda, bu gun Farab kimi taninan, ke¢gmis Otrar yaxinliginda kigik qasebads — Vasicda, bir tlirk
ailosinds diinyaya g6z acdigini yazir. Soyadindaki Tarxan osilliliyi onun Xorasan hakimiyyati
imtiyazini, of-TUrki iss “tiirk” mansubiyyatini tasdigloyan dalildir.

Ibn Xollikanin Forabiya “al-tiirk” demasi, dovriin bazi yunan yazarlar tarafindon miibahisaloro
Sobab olmus, zira ustadin slyazmalari arasinda bu imzanin goriillmomasi ganastinds idilor. Halbuki,
Ibn Xallikanin sonat izini togib edon Obu ol-Fida 6z ustadmin “al-tiirki” ibarasini “aslinda, o bir tiirk
idi” (vua-kana raculan tirkiyyan) demok istadiyini yazmisdir (Agah Sirr1 Levend, 2015, s. 17).

Ol-Forabi bltin asarlorini arab dilinda goloma alib, Aristotelin bir ¢ox traktatlarini bu dilo
¢evirmig, onlarin daha aydin anlasilmasi xiisusunda olahiddo sorhlor verib, antik falsafanin
oyronilmosi, Islam dilinin bir falsafo dili olaraq tanmmasi {iiin bdyiik omak sorf etmisdir.

Qorb falsafasindo Alfarabus kimi tanian ©bu Nasr ol-Forabi ilk tohsilini doguldugu mokanda
tamamlayib, davami {i¢iin dovriin morkozi sayilan Bagdada golmis, 6nco Yunus ibn Obu Bosir
Muittinin, daha sonra Mokkads Yuhanna ibn Haylanin tolim ocaginda arab vo mantigoe giris fonlorini
Oyronmaya baslamisdir. ©bu al-Hasanin (X asr) hekayslorindon malum olur ki: “Ol-Forabi Samda
olarkan, bolga zonginlarinin baglarinda qarovul ¢akir, qaranliq ¢okdiikdo bagga ¢iraginin zaif solosi
ilo oxudugu qalin kitablarin monasini anlamaga say edirdi. Cox ke¢madi ki, onun elmlars sahibolma
moziyyatlori ortaya ¢ixdi, yazilari s6hrat qazandi, paylasdigi bilgilarini dyronmak istayanlorin say1
coxald1 vo 0 6z dovrinin alimina gevrildi.

Ol-Forabi tadgiqatlarinin mona va agilislari onun malumat qaynagqlari olan istilahlari (terminlori)
ilo dork edilir. Bunlarin markazinds 6ncs “marifa” — dark etma, vo “ilm” — bilik, anlayislart mithiim
yer tutur.

Islam dilgiliyinde bu mofhumlar xiisusi sorh névleri olan “Dini Kitablar” (Quran vo hadislorin —
“ohdi otiq”, “ohdi ci1did”) vo ilahiyyat (dini nazariyyalor) odobiyyati ilo baslayib, ali adob-atik
normalari ilo uzlasan, naSr vo poeziya ilo biton bir dovri isiglandirir. Orta osr odobiyyatini
zonginlosdiron bu anlayislar onlar1 todgiq edanlarin gonaati ilo istor tok, istarsa do bir-birina nisbat
olub, saslondiyinds ya eyni, ya da tamaman oks monalari ifads eds bilordi (Daykeeva, 2002, s. 70).

“Qurani-Korim” (Koalam-i kadim — “Biz onu miibarak bir gecods nazil etdik” Duxan sur. III a.)
suralorinds “ilm vo marifa” — ilahi qanunlarla aydinlanma, tamal, ali dini biliklor — amr, yasaq, mujdo
Vo Xobardarliq bayanlari, oxlaq ve hiiquq miiddoalaridir. Islam nazariyyasi ilo “ilm” —irgi bilik, etigad
(iman), “marifa” — “adab” monasina yaxin olub, “ali vo ylksok doraco” anlami dasiyir. ©l-Farabinin
montiq (diisiinca Vo natica) nazariyyasi ila birincinin manasi — “bilik” (ilim), bundan térayan “bilgin”
(alim) dini biliklorin daxil oldugu hor talim sahasine aid edilon anlayislardir. “Marifa” (elm, bilik,
hlnar) iso falsafi qaynaqlarin, gavranilan bilik macmusunun agiqlanmasina dolalot edir (Daykeeva,
2002, s. 72).

Orta asrlords elmi anlayislar otrafli tahlil va sorh etmo ananasi ©l1-Farabinin Aristotel mantiginin
ifadasi olan “Orqanon” tadqiqatlari ilo baglamigdir. Ustad alticildlik “Organon’un biitiin boliimlorini
0z tofsirlari ilo agiglamis vo ona daha iki bolim slava etmokls, sakkizcildlik bir macmus toplusuna
cevirmisdir. Zangin biliklari 6ziinds toplayan bu méhtasam risalods Farabi Sorq folsafasinin moantiqi
asaslari ilo yanasi, falsafanin bir qolu olan metafizika — varliq, kainat, zaman, Sabab, foza, ruh qgavrami
vo musiqi haqqinda dayorli diigiincalorini paylasmigdir.

Ol-Forabi “moantiq” sarhlorini bélimlondirarkan, Aristotels istinad etmis, movzu ardicilligini
qoruyaraq, har mévzunu bir kitabda yerlosdirmisdir. Birinci kitab — “Makulat” (Daracalar), ikinci —
“Dl-Ibaro” (ifadalor), Uglincli — “O1-Kiyas™ (birinci Analitiklor), dordincl — “©1-Burhan” (montigi
dalillar), besinci — “Ol-Cadal” (elmi miibahiss Sonati), altinc1 — “Ol-Hikmot ol-mumevvi‘ha” (sofestik
— yaniltan dolillar), yeddinci — “Hitabat” (Boalagat) vo sokkizinci — “Nazm” (Seiriyyat) adlanir.

Aristotelo géro montiqg, bilgi oaldoetmonin vasitasi idisa, Forabiya goro, 0, hom “sonat aloti”
(istedad), hom do bir elm anlayist idi: “montiq — nitgo yaxin olub, diisiinmonin (zokanin sorbost
foaliyyati) kainat qanunlarini, nitq iss dilin mansub oldugu liigatin qaydalarini miisyyan edir” (Ol-
Farabi, 1962, s. 83).

Forabi “mantiq Sonoti”nin alti — “burhani”, “codali”, “mugalita — sofestai”, "hitabi” vo “seiri”
uslubla ifads edildiyini agiqlamisdir:

« “Mugalita” (Galat — yaniltan) — dogruya banzor xotali, yanlis sézlor.

e “Burhani” (soffafliq, hagiqoat, dalil) — haq ilo batili ayiran sozlor.

e “Codoali” (hilaf iil-cadal — zidd, oaleyhdar) — mixalifoto vo cobhoya sobab sozlar.

e “Sofestai” (siibho, inkar) — har seyi inkar edan, htkma varmayan sozlor.

 “Hitabi” (bolagat) — g6zal s6zsdyloma sonati.

e “Nazm” (seiriyyat) — har hansi bir varligin daha iistiin, yaxud daha al¢aq, daha gozal vo daha
¢irkin tosvirini monalandiran ahongdar ifadadir (©1-Farabi, 1962, s. 102).
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Ol-Forabi elm, ehtimal vo tosovvirlorin forgli olmasindan va gbzal sOylonan sozin gicli
tosirindon sdz agir: “Insanlarin bir ¢oxu bilik vo dalillori deyil, tasovviirlori tagib edar: birini har hansi
bir igo sOv(q etmoak istayan balagatli nazm sdyloyar, qarsi taraf istoamasa bels, bu gafiyalorin tasiri ilo
icraya torof yonoalor. Bu sabobdoan bozilari istisna, bu ahangdar ifadslor stslonir, bazanir, kalmolor
quvvatlonir va “Mantiq elmi’na parlaqliq, gozallik boxs edilir” (Ol-Farabi, 1962, s. 114).

Boyiik ustadin todqiqatlarinda “maarifa” anlayisi — “varolma” asasinin badii sokli — “tasavviir”
(taxayyul) kimi sorh edilir. Onun sirf musiqi mdvzusuyla isiqlanan risalalorinds bu termin musiqi
nozariyyasins “asasin qavranilmasi” — “musiqinin dork edilmasi”, “musiqi ahanglarinin gavranmasi”
kimi daxil olunmusdur.

Miollifin sarhlarinds 6z monasiyla “maarifa” anlayisindan fargli saslonon “ilm” (dalil) — “tomoal
biliklor” olub, iki mona birliyiylo sokillonan idrak yens “elm” anlami dasimaqdadir. “Ilm” 6z
monasiyla “fi‘l” (foaliyyat) vo “a‘mal” (tacrii-ba) anlayisina zidd olsa da, “a‘lim” (bilici) ifadasi bir
sokilda, “fi‘I” anlayisini tamamlasa bilmisdir (O1-Farabi, 1967, s. 77).

Idrak — qavrayis al-Forabi tofsirlorinds bu vo ya digar incasanat osaslarina daxil olan sorbast
diistinco meyar1 kimi tadqiq edilmisdir.

Elmi terminlorin ¢oxsahaliliyino digget ¢okon ustad bu anlayist “nazari senatin bilik sahasi” vo
“dalillorin magsadi” kimi gobul etmis, bilik toamalinin varliq sabablarini agiqlamigdir.

Ol-ForAbiys goro, musigi elminds “varolma sobobi” moévzunun — Saslorin, melodiyalarin
todqiqatlaridir. Onun osarlarinds “moévzu” mafhumunun xususiyyatlori diger — riyaziyyat, mantiglo,
odobiyyat elmlorinds oldugu kimi, ona moxsus 6lglids, 6z torkib monalariyla sorh olunmusdur.
Ustadin fikrincs, “moaqsad” va “faaliyyat”in musiqiys totbiq edilmasi yalniz onlara uygun nazariyys
ilo gercokloso bilor.

Nozori muddusalart musiqi sahasine dasiyan ol-Farabi tocrubslorlo gavranilan musiqi sanatinin
nozariyys ardicilligini bu diistincalariyls asaslandirir: “©gor mozmun tahlilinds tacriibs hodoafi varliq
osasi kimi toslim alinib, gavrama kimi qabul olunursa, bunlar varligin deyil, idrakin asaslaridir, onlart
istigamotlordiran idrak deyil, varolma sobablaridir” (S1-Farabi, 1967, s. 38).

Ustadin digor elmlor birliyino daxil olmsu “musiqi” todqiqatlart “varolma” qanunlarina
sortlonmis, musiqi do riyaziyyatin bir bolimi kimi “elmlor tolimi”no daxil edilmigdir. Onun
todqiqatlarinda “elmlar tolimi” — elm va varligin biitiin sahalarini shats edan nozari falsafadir.

Forabi'nin sistemli izahlarinda tez-tez islonon “ilm” vo “maarifa” ilo yanasi, “sina” — “incoSonat”
anlayig1 da baslica shamiyyat kasb edir. Onun sorhlorinds incasanat — istedad vo hazirliq naticasi
kimi, insana baxs edilon imkan — “tofokkiir nitqi” kimi doyarlondirilir. Ustad montiq anlayigina — “nitq
(nutk) dedikdos, man insana xas olan tofokkiri nazords tuturam” deyo, aydinliq gotirmisdir (O1-
Farabi, 1967, s. 51).

“Kitab ol-musiga al-kobir” risalasinda incosonat s6zl monalara boliinmiis — “hayaa” (mévcud
sokil), “ma’laka” (mavzuya anlama) vo “nutk” (diisiinca izhari) istilahlart miisllifin izahli tohlillariylo
aciglanmigdir.

Ol-Forabi'nin (“Elmlorin tosniofi”, “Idrak fohminin tohlili”, “Mohtorom sohar ohlinin
diistincalori”) risalalorinds ¢ox monaya (s6z, diistinma, agil, 6l¢ii) sahib olan arab sézlnin banzari —
yunan “logos” (nitq) istilahina tez-tez tosadiif olunur. Antik dovr filosoflarindan sonra bu terminorin
monalarini agiqlayan ustad, onun gobul olunmus iic: diisiinco ilo qazandilin zoka, ruh qavrami ilo
yaranmis moantiqi istedad vo zahiri montiq (gabiliyyst) anlamlarin1 daha miifassal sorhlorlo togdim
etmisdir (Ol-Farabi, 1986, s. 72).

Boyuk alim butln idrak ndvlarini, gabiliyyatlo — bilik vo bacariq birliyi ilo gergokloson faaliyyati
“ilk mitkoammollik” (al-kamal al-‘avval) kimi anlatmigdir: “Saxavetdon (burada — istedaddan) dogan
ilk mikommaollik — kamillik nailiyyatina — ali seadato, mitlogq gdzalliys dogru istigamatlonir” (Sl-
Farabi, 1967, s. 86).

Musiqi sisteminin qaydalarini iki saha ilo miayyanlosdiran ol-Forabi onlart omali faaliyyot (hayaa
omoliyya — fa‘ila ) vo nozori bilik (hayaa nazariyya — a‘lima) anlayislar1 ilo sociyyolondirmisdir.
Omoali faaliyyat 6zlityiinds daha iki —ifa (‘ada) vo basto (siqa) qismina boliinmiisdiir. “Ifa — musiqinin
dinlayici z6vqiine uygun duygu vo hisslorin icrasi, basto — musiqgi ahonginin yaranma sokildir” (91-
Farabi, 1967, s. 54).

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Musiqinin “sabablori” — basts (siga al-alha‘n) va ifa (‘ada al-alha‘n) ustadin poetik diisiincasilo:
“tofokkirds gersoklason “tasavviir” — “musiqi” — ruhun gidalandigi1 ahangdarliqdan yaranan dorin bir
zokadir (Ol-Farabi, 1967, s. 55).

Forabiya gors, todgiqatlarda musiqi anlayislarinin bir-birindan farglonmasi onun istifads etdiyi
istilahlarin genis, ohatali, monali olmasi ilo baglidir. Bu meyarlari izo ¢ixarib onlar1 6zlinomaxsus
diistincalari ilo tohlil edon alim, eyni zamanda nazari biliyin elmi tisullarini da oks etdirs bilmisdi.

Ol-Farabi istonilon mévzunun tohlili ilo dork etmonin keyfiyyatlorini incalayir, onlari novlarina
gora daracalara bollr, mévcud xassalari ils, bir Gslubu digarindan Ustiin keyfiyyatlori ilo izah edirdi
(Ol-Forabi, 1986, s. 76).

Onun tofsirlorinds "musiqi ahanglori” — tobii (insan qirtlagi) va stini saslarin icrasi ilo hasil olan
boyanlar — "Omali musiqi elmi" adlanmigdir. Ustada gora, "musiqgi — nizamli ahanglorin, diisiinco vo
hisslarin birlasib, icra ilo mikommoallasdiyi inco sonatdir*. "Ahongdarligla hasil olmus bu sanot 6z
torkibini iki gisimlo anladar: birincisi — dinloyanin duygularini oxsayan mitkommal musiqi tozahurd,
ikincisi — duygularin icra etmadiyi, sadaca, galibdon ¢ixmis avazlarin icrasidir..." (Ol-Farabi, 1967,
s. 55).

Bir basqa sorhinds musiqi anlayisinin asas Sabab va gostaricisi olan "esitma™ amili, arsays goalon
tosirli vo duygusuz musiqilor arasinda yasanan forq, onlarmn tosir guct Kimi saciyyslonir: "qulaq —
bir-birina uyan, yaxud uymayan bom, zil soslordon yaranmis musiqi ahongini esidir, segir, siiura vo
ruha otiiriir" (©l-Farabi, 1967, s. 59).

Qadim yunan alimlarinin izilo gedib, bazon onlardan farglonon ©1-Farabi musiginin tabii asaslar
olan ifalar haqqinda otrafli bilgilor vermis, bu alimlordon intigal etmis biliklori sarhlori ilo
tamamlamis, hotta bozi yanlishqglar diizeltmisdir. Ustadin istor 6z dovrinun, istarse do 6zlindon
sonraki ¢aglarla bagli miifassal bilgilor vermasi musiqi tarixinds mustoasna yer qazanmaqdadir.

Antik anonalari davam etdiron ustadin elmlor tosnifatinda "musiqi"ni riyaziyyat elmlorins aid
etdiyini daha 0nco qeyd etmisdik. Onun dogiq elmlor sahosi latin dilindo "trivium" (Uguzlu),
"quadrivium® (dordizli) bolgisi ilo siniflondirilmisdir: "nahiv", "montiq”, "bayan" — triviuma,
"riyaziyyat”, "hondosa", "kainat biliklori", "musiqi" vo "fayaziya (fizika)" quadriviuma daxil
edilmigdir. Ol-Forabinin fon siralamasinda riyaziyyat fonnina xas olan ardicilliq digor elmlorin
Ozolliklori ilo tamamlanir. Bunlar — "hisslordan tocrid olmus dogiq elmlor”, homginin "tabii meyarla
yaranan incoasonot vo riyazi amillorin gobul etdiyi — moqgsad, Uslub, mdvge, intizam vo 0lcl
minasibatloridir" (Ol-Farabi, 1967, s. 62).

Ddévriin musiqi todgigatlarinda riyaziyyat bolimiine daxil olmus musiqi elmi do digar fanlor kimi
hom hesablama tohlillori, ham do bu incasonatin dzlinomoxsus olamatlori ilo saciyyalonmali idi.
Musiqi anlayigini genislondiron musiqisiinas alimlor 0z risalalorinin tasnifatina daxil etdiklori musiqi
elementlorini sas va ritm vahidlori ilo muoyyonlosdirirdilor.

Daha 0nca Sarqds sifahi ononoalorlo mévcud olan musiqi anlayiglarini elmi-nazari gaynaglara
istigamotlondiron ©l-Forabi "Boyiik musiqi kitabi" risalosinin girisi ilo rasional bir nazariyya irali
siirmiisdiir. Insam bir musiqi aloti olarag gobul edon ustad bu alati bogaz, kicik dil va burun olarag
uc bolims ayirmisdir. Ustadin mantiqi ilo amali musiqi — xancar, dil, burun, ney, habels — ud, ganun
kimi emal edilmis alotlordon hasil olan ahangli sas, nozari musigi iso migoddoms, Gsul, nagma,
bastagilik va sonat yaradiciligi ilo hasil olan foaliyyat Gsuludur (Filiz, 2015, 11 s. 42).

Bu risalonin bir bagqa boliimiinds "totbigqi musiqgi** mévzusu iki — tacriibs va nazariyys meyarlari
ilo tohlil edilmisdir. ikincinin morami ©l-Forabinin elmi bilik osaslar1 ilo mona gazanan nozori
tofsirloridir.

Musigi elminin tomal vo qaydalarini aragdiran miollif bunlart mévcud elmlorin 6z anlayislari ilo
— "at-talim" (tohsil), yaxud "at-talim an-nazariyya" (noazari tohsil) ilo agiglayir. Forabinin ifadalori ilo
elmo daxil olan bu monalar muasir tadgigatlarda halo do qorunmaqdadir. Siibhasiz, ustadin "Kitob ol-
musiqga al-kobir" risalesinds istifads etdiyi goxmonali, zongin istilahlar zamanla daha genis tohlilloro
vasilo olmusdur.

Belo ki, musiqi — tahlil va sarhlards cabr, hondaso, kainat biliklori, fizika, hatta tibb elmlari ila
mugayiso edilir vo biliklorarasi elmi forziyyslor meydana ¢ixir. Belo gonasto galmok olur ki, musiqi
elmins daxil olan bu anlayislar ilk bilik marhalasi sayilan "antik dovriin siniflondirma va todgigetmo
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tocribasi™ ilo — "trivia" (grammatika — natiglik, tobist, comiyyst vo tofokkiiriin inkisaf
qanunauygunluglar1), bazan iss "kvadriviya“da yer alan mantiq bolumlari ilo sokil gazanmisdir (O1-
Forabi, 1986, s. 81).

Ol-Farabi tofsirlorinin moantigini miayyanlosdiran elmi diisiincalor onun "sabab" (asbab) anlayisi
ilo mona qazanir. Ustada gors, elmin hodofi — movzularin mévcud olmasi, sababin tohlili: esitmo,
duyulan sasin siirati, insani 6z tasiri altina alan "tabii, geyri-tabii” soslor, miisahida, tacriibs vo nozari
qanunlardir.

“Bilik — U¢ tomal tozahiirii sokillondirir”, — deyan al-Farabi bunlar1 “Boyiik musiqi kitabi”nda bela
siralayir: “tamal mozmun, haqiqi diisiince va asasli dalil.” Bunlarin har biri {i¢ qaynaga — duygu,
diistinca Vo gavrama 6zalliyine sahibdir. Duygu (stiur) — cismin tamolini goyur, gavrama — duygu vo
tofokkdr birlogmasi ilo emal olunur, bilik — (diisiinca) bu ikisi birlogsan anda dogur (91-Farabi, 1967,
s. 79).

Musiqi bilgilarina da digar dagiq elmlor intizamini niimayis etdiron ustad “elmlar talimi”’ni — bilik,
tomal, malumat va mantiqin yer aldig1 “noazari incasanat” (sina'a nazariyya) kimi saciyyslondirmisdir.
“Boyiik musiqi kitabi”nin miigeddimasinds kamillik meyarlari, incoSanat sahasinds alds edilocok
nailiyyat vo mikommollik keyfiyyatlori belo agiglanir: “Nozori sonstdo kamala ¢atmag istoyan soxs
¢ 6noma diggot etmali: tadgiqatin gaydalarini bilmali, mévzuya aid mévcud vasitalordon faydalanib,
dogru naticays varmali, movzu otrafinda digor fikir sahiblorinin diisiincalarini dayarlondirmali, elma
niifuz etmis yanlisliglar1 diizaltmoalidir. “Miikkammoalliyin” son vacib sartlorindan biri — iddiaginin 6na
strduyl boyanlarla “hoqigat” namina dirist mibahisa etmo sonotine sahib olmasidir” (Ol-Farabi,
1967, s. 27).

Yeno ustadin hoyat vo yaradiciliq sohifolorini isiglandiran Ibn Xallikanin hekayalorinds dévriin
amiri-xalifasi Razibilallah sultanin vaziri Mihammad ibn Qasim Karhinin sualin1 cavablandiran al-
Forabi: “Mondon xalqmn anlayacag: bir dilds kitab yazmamu istadiniz. Oncaklori, yaxud zamanimda
yazilanlar1 incoloma sababils, yazacaqlarimi anlamam tdi¢lin istoyinizi bir az gecikdirdim. Bu
movzuda dagiqg vo kamil kitab yazilmigsa, yenisini yazmaq faydasizdir. Bu sanatlo bagli 6ncaki golom
sahiblarinin gorakli sokildo aciq olmadigini forq etdim. Bu — onlarin moharat sahibi olmadiqlar
anlamina golmoz, balks bunun gqaynagi yazilan asarlorin bir goxunun yox olmasi, yaxud acnobi dilds
yazilmasidir. Sizin istayinizi bu sababdon gobul etdim”, — deyan ustad elmi asari toskil edon sartlordon
s0z agmusdir (Boadovi, 1983, s. 165).

Ol-Forabini 0ziindon ©ncoki filosoflarindan forglondiron asas 6zallik onun musiqi sistemi
sahasinda aldo etdiyi nailiyyat va ixtiralari ila yanasi, ud, ganun vo ney alatlorinin mahir ifagis1 olmasi
idi. Ustadin bastalori xalgq sevgisini gazanmagla baraboar, dovrin mihafizokar ohli torafindon do
maraqla qarsilanir, nogmolori suratlo yayilirdi. 9slinds, bu maraq sobobsiz deyildi, ¢unki ol-Farabi
falsofs, moantiq vo digar elmlora sahib olsa bels, 6z daxili ilo gisman tasavvif (arabca sufuyya —
Islamin miitlaq hagigatlorini torif vo etiraf edon) idi. Insan toplumundan narahat olan ustad cox zaman
yazilarin1 tobiot goynunda, ayalot izdihamindan uzaqlarda qaloms alard: (Ibn Xollikan, 1978, s. 58).

Musigi sonatinin inkisaf yolunu oks etdiron, gercok adi “Kitab sonot al-ilmi al-musiga” olub,
“Musiqa ol-kobir” adiyla sohrot gazanan bu risals ol-Farabi montiginin mikommalliyini — sas, tabiat,
varliq, seir voznlori, sos ahongdarligi, ¢alg: alotlori, bir sozlo, musigi ilo bagh biitin mdvzulart
isiglandirmis, Yaxin vo Orta Sorq modoniyyatino parlag bir elm boxs edilmisdir. Zongin bilgilor
mocmusu olan bu risalads sas anlayisi tabiot, diisiince Vo duygu meyarlari ilo tohlil edilmis, ud, tanbur,
rebab, mizmar (ney), ganun alstlorinin xarakterik 6zalliklori, onlarin fargli tembr va ifa imkanlari
mona qazanmigdir. ©l-Farabinin bu kitabinda 6ziinomaxsus musiqi istilahlari ilo yanasi, elmi-nazari
Vo falsafi diistincalari do boyiik maraga sabob olmusdur. Dolgun va atrafli bilgilarlo zongin bu risalads

movzular iki bolimlo siralanmigdir. Birinci: “nogma ilo tanighiq”, “tam vo oksik sos birlogmosi”,
“uygun vo geyri-uygun sos uzlagmasi”, “miisahido”, “ritm”, “tomal ritmlor”, “ritmin iti vo narin
zorbalari”, “tokrarlanan ritmlor”, “tamamlayict ritmlor”, “milli orab ritmlori”, “ahongli musiqilor”;
ikinci gism — “insan “xoncari” (burun, qirtlaq) ilo yaranan musiqilor”, “saslorin mistosnaligi”, “seir
misralar1”, “musiqi vo matn uygunlugu”, “forgli saslonmalar”, “bastolor”, “sos ahongdarliginin
baslangic vo sonu” bagliglari ilo oks olunmusdur.

Ol-Forabiys g0ro, musiqi yaranigi ilo hayata kecirilon “ifagiliq” — icraginin omoli ifadasino
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yonalan maslok va niyyatidir. Onun nazariyyasinds bu faaliyyat, istehsal (hasil etmok) anlayislari ilo
olcilir. Belo ki, “omali sonatds biliklorin ifadasi — musiqgi torkiblorinin qarsiliqli uzlasmasi,
saslonmanin ifag1 torafindan dayarlondirilmasi va bu keyfiyyatlorin ifaya oturiilmasidir” (Siileyman
Uludag & Bayram Akdogan, 2014, s. 57).

Orta osrlordo nazeri incosensto bastokarlar da mdiraciot edirdilor. Dovrin bozi istedadli
musiqicilori sonatds bas qaldiran falsafi diistincalari togib edir, musigide mévcud olan ilk manboanin
mahiyyatini arasdirmaga calisirdilar. ©1-Farabi 6z dévriiniin taninmis miigonnisi ishaq ol-Mousilinin
do bu 6zalliyini doyarlondirmisdir: “Ishaqin saviyyasine yiiksalon hor kas ehtimal ki, nogmalors niifuz
edon az, yaxud clzi sabablarin bu bilikls alagasi olmadigini yens “mdvcudluq” anlayist ilo dork eds
bilor” (Stileyman Uludag & Bayram Akdogan, 2014, s.

Ol-Farabiya gora, bu icrani yerina Yyetiron har kas buna masul oldugu gadar, hom da bu vazifoni
hassasligla basa ¢atdirmalidir. Ustadin bu sahada irali stirdiyd nazari oqids va galdiyi gonast mifassal
bilik molumatlart olmaqla yanasi, hoam do yerinds soslonon elmi-noazori ixtiralardir. Musiqi
todqiqatlarina daxil olan falsafi mulahizalor sistemli bilik Gslubuna asaslanan coxmonali diistincalarin
tozahurddar.

“Duygu” (al-hiss) vao “omin tofokkiir” (tayakku ol'akl) anlayislar1 Forabi mugayisasi ilo belo
saciyyalonir: “Dark edilon duygu vasitalori maddani (gergak varligi) doyarlondira bilmaz, tofokkiirs
moxsus olan foaliyyatlor ominlik marhalalori ilo gergoklosir.

“onu” (ruhu) 6ztinomoxsus keyfiyyatlorlo saciyyslondirirdi: “Goytizii vo butlin kainat forgli ruha
sahibdir”, yaxud “ulduzlarin har biri 6z ruhunu dastyir” vo ya “ruh — cisimdon ayrilsa da, varligimi
davam etdiran lotif bir qanundur, o, biitiin canlilarin (insan, heyvan vo bitki) daxilindadir”. Boyiik
filosof insana xas monavi glic vo tofokkdr keyfiyyatlorini bir do bels agiglamisdir: “Varliglarin vazifo
glicline — yemok, bdyumak vo ¢oxalma; gavrama gliclino xarici tasirlor — duygu, xoyal, hafizo,
tofokkr, ehtiras, nifrat vo viicudu harakata gotiron qiivvat daxil edilir.

Ol-Farabinin falsofi todqiqatlarinda “6liimdon sonra ruh vo obadiyyat” movzusu da tohlil
edilmisdir. Orta osrlordo bu anlayis otrafinda zaman-zaman bir-birini tokzib edon mdulahizalor
yiradalirdd. Qeyd etmok lazimdir ki, ©l-Farabiya gors, ruh, viicudun 6niinds zahir olmaz, onunla
eyni anda golib, eyni anda yox olar.

Bitun bilik osaslarmi va tacriibs iisullarini imumilasdirmaya ¢alisan ustadin tafsirlorinds
muxtalif bilik uzlagmalar1 ilo todgiq edilon muxtolif elm sahslorinin tosir vo foaliyyatlori ilo
qarsilasmaq olur.

Oz dorin falsofi sorhlori ilo dovriin ganun va ananaloring sadiq galan alimlar incasanatin yeni
qaynaqlarin1 yaratmaqda idilar. Bu Sanatin asas mahiyyatini, haqiqi keyfiyyatlorini Uzo ¢ixaran Ol-
Forabi “ger¢ok™ bilik tosnifatini — “molum biliklor”, “digor elmlor birliyi ilo tosbit edilon biliklor”,
“nizamli, smanilmis biliklor” daracalarina bolib, biliklorink mévcud xassalorini, onun baslica
amillorini izah etmigdi. Bu tosnifatda asasi “ger¢ok™ biliklarlo yaranan aydin va otrafli bilik dalillori,
tocriibalorlo mona qazanmis diisiincolor yer alsa da, digor elmlorin tosiri ilo hasil olan elmlor
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nohayatds bir bagqa bilik sahasinin asasi kimi sociyyalonmisdir.

Musiqgi sanatina 91-Farabi mantiqi ila daxil olan biliklarin vahdati — “nazari asaslar” (al-mabadr
an-nazariyya) va esitmo, duyma tacrubalori ilo sokillonan “amali asaslar” (al-mabadri al-amaliyya) idi.
Musiqgi noazariyyassinda bu tacriibalorin birincisi ilo sas vo musiqi tadgiqatlari, ikincisi ilo onlarin

Daha 6nca sOylomisdik ki, orta asrlords “musiqi elmi”nin nazari blindvrasi mantiq, seiriyyat, fizika
(fayaziya — tobiot) vo riyaziyyat elmlori asasinda yaranmigdir. Dévriin alimlari miayyan musiqi
movzularinin tadqigati {iglin incasanat va ilahi bilikloro miracist edir, basqa sozlo, goloms alinmig
yazilari ilo 6z folsofi, yaxud dini baxiglarini oks etdirmoaya calisirdilar. Bu sababdon ilk addimlarimi
falsofi biliklor zomininds gergoklogdiron “musiqi elmi” artiq gergak biliklarls, otrafl1 tahlil, tacriibs vo
nozari sarhlorlo miayyanloson moantiqi bilik anlayigina gevrilmisdir.

Digor elm saholarinds oldugu kimi, Ol-Forabi musigi tadgigatlarinda da har hansi bir mévzunun
gercok mahiyyatini agmaq, onun sahib oldugu “miioyyan-miicarrad” meyarlarin izahi ii¢iin yalniz
“montiq” — doalil va dayarlar elmindan, onun nazari monbalorindon istifads etmisdir.

Boyuk alim har zaman glivendiyi “maontiq” anlayisi ilo gergayi yanligdirdan qoparan 6zalliklori kosf
etmisdi:

“Montiq tafokkirln tomalidir, o, inandig1 varligin arxasinca gedar va qorunar. Mantiq 6z xayal1 vo
diirtist diistincasi ilo elmi vo dini miiskiillori ayirib 6zalliyi kosf edor. Toloffiiz dilin sahib oldugu
tofokkiiro toslimat gostorar” (Aydinli, 2011, s. 71).

Ol-Forabi todgigatlarinda miixtalif sahalori isiglandiran biliklorin qarsiligli alagesi ¢ox zaman
todgig olunan bir mévzunun diger mévzu daxilina yerlosmasi va inkisaf etmasi ilo bagli idi. Onun bu
kimi tocriibalori sadaco musiqi sahasinds deyil, eloco do montiq vo dilgilik elmlari Uzro apardigi
todgigatlarda da gorinmoakds idi. Falsafi mantigin iki qolunu tamsil edan “tadqigat” vo “miilahiza”
anlayiglari ustadin aragsdirma sabablori olub, sorhlarinin mikammeolliyini tomin edon badii diisiincalorlo
“musiqi” varligini tadqiq edib, onun elmi baxislarini agiglamigdi.

This study addresses the phenomenon of violence associated with electoral processes in Nigeria,
aiming to explore the roots of this issue and its practical manifestations. It begins with an analysis of
the theoretical concepts related to political violence in electoral contexts, identifying its
characteristics and different forms. The study then examines the historical development of this
phenomenon in Nigeria's modern experience, with a focus on the period following the return to
democracy in 1999, particularly the 2011 elections. This is done by investigating the patterns of
violence that emerged during this period and the mechanisms of its spread. Finally, the study reviews
the consequences of this violence on national stability and the future of democracy in Nigeria.

Introduction

In the context of breaking away from party and military dictatorships, African countries plunged
into competitive electoral experiences in an attempt to overcome the legacy of indifference towards
the fate of democracy on the continent. The last few decades have witnessed an apparent shift toward
pluralistic systems, with many countries allowing for periodic elections. However, in reality, these
elections have turned into mere formalities lacking democratic substance. Instead of being a tool for
the peaceful transfer of power, these elections have become instruments to maintain the democratic
facade, while power remains, in reality, concentrated in the hands of ruling or military elites. This
raises profound questions about the seriousness of democratic transition in Africa, especially given
the increasing signs of electoral fraud and manipulation. Despite the democratic changes observed in
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the African political scene since the end of the Cold War, these transitions have not always been
smooth or stable. Many countries that theoretically transitioned from one-party systems or military
rule to multi-party systems faced numerous obstacles that hindered the consolidation of democracy.
This was due to weak institutional structures, rampant corruption, and the dominance of old elites
over the political scene under a new democratic guise. Moreover, external factors, such as the support
of international powers for authoritarian regimes under various pretexts, contributed to hindering true
democratic transformation.

One of the most prominent challenges facing emerging democracies in Africa is the lack of
genuine legitimacy in their elections. Elections are often held under international pressure or to polish
the image of the ruling regime, without any genuine intention of transferring power in the event of a
loss. This makes them mere “electoral spectacles” aimed at giving false legitimacy to the rulers, while
decision-making mechanisms remain under the control of the ruling elites. Additionally, the weakness
and division of political parties, coupled with the absence of clear political programs, prevent the
emergence of an opposition capable of effectively competing with the ruling system.

Electoral violence remains one of the most dangerous factors hindering democratic transition in
Africa. In many countries, elections have become synonymous with acts of violence and ethnic or
religious conflicts, where armed gangs and inflammatory rhetoric are used to intimidate voters or
falsify results. This weakens citizens' trust in the democratic process and also leads to the
fragmentation of social cohesion and the outbreak of long-term conflicts.

Nigeria stands out in this context as an interesting case. Despite being the largest democracy in
Africa in terms of population, it has experienced repeated waves of electoral violence, particularly
during the 2011 presidential elections. Although these elections were part of the democratic process
that began after the end of military rule in 1999, they were marked by bloody incidents that sparked
widespread debate about their integrity and stability. This has led us to pose the following question:
What are the root causes behind the continued electoral violence in Nigeria despite successive
democratic experiences?

Research

1- Conceptual Foundation of Electoral Violence

1-1 Definition of Electoral Violence:

Electoral violence is sometimes referred to as "electoral conflict.” It is a subcategory of political
violence and also a subcategory of electoral fraud. Electoral violence can be understood as any event
in which the use of coercive force coincides with the electoral process (Osisioma, 2007, p. 159).

The United Nations Development Programme defines electoral conflict as: "Acts or threats of
coercion, or physical harm committed to influence the electoral process, which occur within the
context of electoral competition" (Adesola & John, 2014, p. 141). According to "Strauss and Taylor,"
electoral violence can be understood as physical violence and coercive intimidation directly linked to
an upcoming electoral contest or a declared electoral outcome (Adesola & John, 2014, p. 141).

"Fischer" defines electoral violence as "any random or organized act aimed at determining,
delaying, or influencing the electoral process in one way or another through threats, verbal
intimidation, hate speech, misinformation, physical assault, coercive protection, extortion, property
destruction, or assassination” (Osisioma, 2007, p. 159). "Sysk™ provides the most detailed definition
of what he calls "election-related violence," describing it as acts or threats of coercion, intimidation,
or physical harm committed to influence the electoral process, or that arise within the context of
electoral competition when carried out, to affect the electoral process. Violence can be used to
influence the election process, such as efforts to delay or disrupt polling and affect the results
(Olayiwola, 2014).

1-2 Disrupting the polling and influencing the results.

There are two main components in all these definitions: the temporal relationship between
violence and elections, and the causal link between the two. Electoral violence is traditionally
understood as violence occurring during the election cycle, including the pre-election, election, and
post-election periods. The causal relationship is often more specific, as it is limited to what is directly
or indirectly related to the electoral process, rather than violence that occurs during the electoral
process but has no direct impact on the elections. However, most forms of collective violence in
society are somehow linked to the electoral process, given the significant political, social, and
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economic implications of electoral outcomes. Most acts of collective violence that occur during the
election campaign and on election day are politically motivated.

Violence is used in many less democratic countries as a coercive tool to punish external groups
and reward clients. Violence always plays a role in the political institutions of these countries. Ethnic
groups may rally around certain candidates, creating conditions favorable for the outbreak of ethnic
conflict during election periods. Politicians, leaders, or candidates may attempt to incite conflict
between different ethnic or religious groups to support their base during elections. Politicians may
exploit ethnic and religious divisions during elections to mobilize support, or they may promise
certain ethnic groups favorable redistribution policies, including the redistribution of pastoral lands,
which can influence these actors to participate in the elections and conflict with other ethnic groups
to gain a larger share of resources (Omotola, 2020).

Electoral violence is the coercive force directed at electoral actors or objects that occurs within
the context of electoral competition. This definition can be justified on the basis that all political
violence that occurs during the election period can be linked to the electoral process, either directly
or indirectly.

1-3 Types of Electoral Violence:

There are many different ways in which coercive force can intervene in the electoral process,
which suggests the need to break down electoral violence into its constituent parts. This phenomenon
can be classified as:

 The point in the electoral process or period when violence occurs.

« The involved actors (perpetrators and victims).

 The forms that violence takes (Birch & Muchlinski, 2017, pp. 220-221).

We can distinguish between violence that occurs before, during, and after elections, violence
committed by the state, international and non-governmental actors, and violence that causes actual
physical harm, or is instead used for coercion, restriction, or to influence electoral processes. For
example, politicians may hire militias to stand outside polling stations in opposition-friendly areas to
reduce voter turnout. Although this behavior is designed to intimidate voters, it is not entirely different
from militias engaging in organized violence and physical assaults on voters at polling stations (Birch
& Muchlinski, 2017, p. 221).

Each incident of electoral violence is understood as either: a perpetrator, a victim, or an act with
varying degrees of severity. Based on this, electoral violence is classified into two main categories:
threats, including threats, incitement, and coercion that do not amount to actual physical harm, and
attacks, including violence in the form of assaults and violent physical confrontations (Birch &
Muchlinski, 2017, p. 221).

This distinction is precise enough to capture different types of electoral violence, but not so
detailed that it imposes insurmountable obstacles. According to studies on political violence, we
classify the actors into three types: state actors (including political parties/politicians as well as
official state institutions such as the police and military), non-state actors (including actors in
opposition parties, ethnic and religious groups, and ordinary citizens), and international actors
(including international and transnational governmental organizations) (Birch & Muchlinski, 2017,
pp. 221-222).

1-4 Elections and Violence in the Fourth Republic of Nigeria: The emergence of the Fourth
Republic gave Nigerians great hope and confidence in the belief that democracy had finally returned
to the country. This confidence was further strengthened by the smooth conduct of the 1999 general
elections. The subsequent characterization of the 1998/1999 elections can be attributed to several
factors, including the general feeling or moral consensus among Nigerians not to do anything that
could provide the military institution with an excuse not to vacate the political stage, as well as the
fact that the presidential candidates were not only from the same geopolitical region—the South
West—>but also from the same ethnic group—the Yoruba (Adesola & John, 2014, pp. 143-144).

Despite the usual allegations and counter-allegations of fraud, none of them were serious enough
to threaten or disrupt the series of elections that took place between December 1998 and February
1999 (Adesola & John, 2014, p. 144).

The 2003 general elections also witnessed a great deal of violence. Three people were killed in
the local government area of Itchi during a clash between competing political parties in Okihi on
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April 12, 2003. In Bayelsa State, Dr. George Fenti, the brother of the ruling People's Democratic
Party candidate, was killed. While the United Nigerian People's Party was holding an outdoor
meeting, a group opened fire on them. Additionally, six people were Kkilled in Cross River State during
the National Assembly elections on April 12. In Bayelsa, opponents of the People's Democratic Party
set fire to the state government building and twelve vehicles. Violence marred the April 12 elections,
with five people killed in Bayelsa during violent clashes between competing political parties in the
state. Also, in Bayelsa, armed youth from the Ijaw ethnic group shot and killed four police officers
while they were returning from official election duties on May 4, 2003. After the 2003 elections in
Nigeria, specifically on July 10, 2003, Governor Chris Ngige was kidnapped from the Government
House in Awka. In Anambra State, a team of police officers stormed the governor’s office and
abducted him, claiming he had resigned from his position as the state governor (Nkwachukwu &
NKkiru, 2012, pp. 18-19).

In the 2007 elections, electoral violence was a major issue of concern throughout the electoral
process. While peaceful campaign activities were observed in some states, incidents of violence
increased as the elections approached. Reliable reports, including those from the Institute for
Democracy in South Africa (IDSA) and international and local media, indicate that at least 200
people, including police officers, were killed in election-related violence. This figure is higher than
what was reported for the 2003 elections and is unacceptable in terms of the fundamental right to life
and the democratic process. Despite the welcome and repeated messages from security agencies
demonstrating a policy of zero tolerance for electoral violence, it seems that the security agencies,
the Independent National Electoral Commission, and political parties have not taken decisive steps
to address the situation, electoral violence, and the security challenges in Nigeria (Osisioma, 2007, p.
166).

2-Manifestations of Electoral Violence in the 2011 Elections

The shocking paradox of the 2011 general elections in Nigeria was that Human Rights Watch
described them as among the most credible in Nigeria’s history, yet they were also among the
bloodiest. Generally, all elections in Nigeria since independence, especially those conducted by
civilian governments, have been marred by widespread electoral violations, including electoral
violence (Bamgbose & Adele, 2012, p. 212).

Nigerian elections have generally been flawed, with each successive election being worse than
the previous one, such that the only elections in Nigeria with minimal manipulation and other
malpractice were those held by the colonial authorities. The famous "June 12" 1993 presidential
election is considered the most credible Nigerian election post-independence, in which Moshood
Abiola was supposed to win, but the election was later annulled following a military coup by Ibrahim
Babangida (Bamgbose & Adele, 2012, p. 212).

The 2011 general elections were widely recognized as a new beginning in Nigeria’s electoral
history. The 2011 presidential election reflected the long-standing divide between the Muslim-
majority north and the Christian-majority south. President Goodluck Jonathan won the election with
a majority of the votes (around 59%) and also met the constitutional requirements by securing 25%
in at least one-third of the states, which he achieved in 31 states of the federation. His main opponent,
Muhammadu Buhari, received only about 32% of the total votes and garnered 25% of the votes in
only 16 states, most of which were in the north. However, Buhari won the majority of votes in the
northern states of Nigeria (Bamgbose & Adele, 2012).

Accordingly, ethnic and religious affiliations played significant roles in the voting patterns of the
2011 presidential election in Nigeria. Thus, when the results of the 2011 presidential election were
announced on April 17, supporters of Muhammadu Buhari spontaneously flooded the streets of 12
northern states in violent protests that lasted for three days. There were severe riots in northern states
such as Kano, Kaduna, Bauchi, Adamawa, Borno, Gombe, Jigawa, Katsina, Sokoto, Yobe, and
Zamfara. Despite efforts by the police and military to suppress and control the riots, Human Rights
Watch statistics estimated that over 800 people were killed in the unrest, and more than 65500 people
were displaced (Bamgbose & Adele, 2012, pp. 212-213).

The Independent National Electoral Commission for conducting the 2011 elections, and the
Muslims and traditional rulers who are believed to have supported Jonathan (Matthew & Usman,
2015, pp. 9-10).
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Conclusion

Great efforts have been made to strengthen democracy in Nigeria, yet since the return to civilian
rule in 1999, each electoral cycle has been marked by crises and electoral violence that continue to
threaten the country’'s democratic experiment. In the Fourth Republic, electoral violence took on a
more dangerous dimension, becoming closely tied to politicians who transformed the democratic
process from a peaceful contest of ideas into a life-or-death struggle. As a result, elections, which
should safeguard and consolidate stability, have instead become a major source of insecurity, as
starkly illustrated by the events surrounding the 2011 elections. To address this deeply rooted
problem, Nigeria must take urgent steps, including amending the constitution and electoral laws, and
establishing a truly independent and neutral National Electoral Commission that functions outside
presidential influence to restore trust among stakeholders. Timely preparation and transparency in the
commission's operations are also essential. Moreover, the political elite must abandon the winner-
takes-all mentality by fostering political education among both voters and candidates to support a
culture of democratic tolerance. Civil society organizations should intensify efforts to raise public
awareness about the dangers of electoral crises and their threat to democratic stability. Finally, the
government must address the socioeconomic roots of violence by creating job opportunities and
reducing poverty, which often fuels political unrest.

Ulu Ondoar Heydor Bliyev artiq zarb-masalo ¢evrilmis bu kalmolari deyorken ham da inkliiziv
tohsili nozards tuturdu vo zaman gostordi ki, Ulu Ondarin ugurlu tohsil siyasoti hazirda inkliiziv
tohsilin inkisafi ti¢iin baza rolunu oynamisdir. Diinyada oslilliyi olan usaqglarin tohsildon konarda
qaldigt dovrdon “inkliizivlik” dovriinadok olilliyi olan soxslorin tahsilina mixtalif yanasmalar
olmusdur.

Muasir tohsil sistemlorinin asas magsadlorindon biri inkllziv tohsilin genis totbigini tomin
etmakdir. inkliiziv tohsil xiisusi ehtiyacli usaqlarmn digar sagirdlorla birlikds barabar hiiquglarla tohsil
almasin1 nazardo tutur vo bu, sosial adalstin bargerar olmasina xidmot edir. Bu istigamatda bazi
catinliklor movcud olsa da, inkliziv tahsilin totbiqi dayaniqli vo barabor comiyyatin formalasmasi
baximindan miihiim shamiyyat dasiyir. Bu magsads ¢atmag tiglin dévlat saviyyasinds inkliiziv siyasat
guclandirilmali, ganunvericilik tokmillosdirilmali, tohsil musassisalorinin fiziki vo pedaqgoji muhiti
ol¢atan olmalidir. Eyni zamanda, ailalor vo comiyyat bu prosess foal sokilda calb olunmali, inkliizivlik
haqqinda maariflondirma tadbirlori genislondirilmalidir.

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Modern Models in Inclusive Education

Abstract

Great Leader Heydar Aliyev said: “Education is the future of the nation”.

When saying these words, which have already become a proverb, Great Leader Heydar Aliyev
also meant inclusive education and time has shown that the successful education policy of the Great
Leader has now played a basic role in the development of inclusive education. There have been
various approaches to the education of people with disabilities around the world, from the era when
children with disabilities were excluded from education to the era of “inclusion”.

Teachers' knowledge and skills in this area should be increased and they should be
provided with modern teaching methods. Because experience shows that inclusive education plays
an indispensable role not only for individual development, but also for the well-being and integration
of society as a whole.

Giris

Mdasir dovrds tohsilin asas prioritetlorindan biri har bir fordin barabar vo keyfiyyatli tohsil
imkanlarina ¢ixisini tomin etmoakdir. Bu kontekstds inkllziv tohsil anlayisi xiisusilo 6n plana g¢ixir.
Inkliiziv tohsil comiyyatin mixtalif Gizvlorinin, o ciimloden fiziki, psixoloji vo sosial forgliliklori olan
usaqlarm eyni tohsil mihitinds, ayri-segkilik edilmodon tohsil almasini nozards tutur. Bu yanagma
yalniz alilliyi olan sagirdlori deyil, eyni zamanda dil, modaniyyat, sosial-igtisadi status vo digor
farglarlo secilon biitiin usaqlari shats edir.

Son illards inkliziv tahsilin hayata kegirilmasi t¢tin mixtalif 6lkalords va tohsil sistemlarinds bir
sira miasir modellor vo yanasmalar inkisaf etdirilmisdir. Bu modellor forgli ehtiyaclara
uygunlasdirilmis metodlar1 vo todris strategiyalarimi shato etmoklo, hor bir sagirdin potensialini
maksimum doracado ortaya ¢ixarmagi hodoflayir.

Mogalods inkluziv tahsilin asas prinsiplori vo bu sahads tatbig olunan muasir modellor tohlil
edilacak, onlarn effektivliyi va garsiya ¢ixan ¢atinliklor miizakirs olunacaqdir.

Bu glin tohsil sahasinds an cox istifads edilon anlayislardan biri “inkliiziya” terminidir. Inkliiziya
(ingilisca inclusion — daxiletma) — biitlin votondaslarin, xtisusila do alilliyi olan insanlarin comiyyatda
istirak soviyyasinin artirilmasi prosesidir.

Inkliiziv tohsil isa Umumi tohsilin elo bir inkisaf morhaloesidir ki, burada har kasin, ilk névbada,
saglamliq imkanlar1 mohdud (SIM) soxslorin tohsil hiiquglar: tamin olunur.

Mduasir dovrds tohsil sahasindo osas prioritetlordon biri do mohz inkliziv tohsilin
genislondirilmasidir. Inkliiziv tohsil prosesi moktobogodor yash usaqlarin, sagirdlerin vo talobalarin
gabiliyyat vo ehtiyaclarina uygun tohsil proqramlari vasitasilo tohsil prosesino calb olunmasini
nazords tutur. (Inkliiziv siniflorda tolimin toskili)

Mduasir soraitdo prioritetlordon biri inkliiziv tohsildir. Inkliiziv tohsil prosesinin har obyektinin
(moktobagodor usaq, sagird, talobo) onun gabiliyyat vo ehtiyaclarina uygun olan tohsil proqraminin
kémayi ilo prosess calb edilmasini nozords tutur.

Beynolxalq ictimaiyyat “inkliiziya” anlayisini insanlarin ictimai hayata foal sokildo gatilmasi kimi
dayarlondirir. Tohsil muhitins inkliiziv yanasma tatbiq edildikdo maktoblorin biitiin sagirdlari va
onlarin valideynlori saglamliq imkanlari mohdud olan usaqlari comiyyatin tamhuquqglu tzvlori kimi
gobul etmaya baslayirlar.

Olilliyi olan usaqlarin tahsil sisteminda barabar hiiquglarinin tomin olunmasi tagobbist Birlogmis
Millatlor Togkilatina (BMT) aiddir. BMT, yaranmasindan (1945-ci il) etibaron dovlatlorin vo
hékumatlorin diggatini alilliyi olan insanlarin keyfiyyatli vo slgatan tohsilo ¢ixis hiiquqlarimin tomin
edilmasina yonoltmisdir. Bu mosalolor BMT-nin bir sira mithiim sonadlorinds 6z oksini tapmuisdir:

“Insan Hiiquglar1 Boyannamasi”(1948), “Tohsildo Ayri-seckiliya Qars1 Konvensiya”(1960),
“Usaq Hiiquglar1 Bayannamosi”(1959), “Oqli Geriliyi olan Soxslorin Hiiquglart Bayannamasi”
(1971), “Olillarin Hiiquqglar1 Bayannamasi” (1975).

«Saglamliq imkanlar1 mohdud soxslorin tohsili (xususi tohsil) haqqinda» Azarbaycan
Respublikasinin Qanununda xiisusi tohsil, evdo tohsil vo inteqrasiyali tohsilin toskili ilo bagh
muddoalar nazards tutulsa da, inkllziv tohsils dair konkret middoalar yer almamisdir.

Azorbaycan Respublikasi Prezidentinin 2015-ci il 19 yanvar tarixli, 995 némrali Saroncami ilo
tosdiq edilmis “Azorbaycan Respublikasinda tohsilin inkisafi tizro DOvlst Strategiyasi”nin hoyata
kecirilmasi ilo bagh Fealiyyot Planinin 1.4-cl bandinds saglamliq imkanlart mohdud saxslorin
inkisafi vo inkliziv tohsili ilo bagl dovlst programinin hazirlanmasi, tosdigi vo hayata kegirilmasi
Ucuin zaruri olan islorin goérilmasi nazards tutulmusdur. Bu sonads uygun olaraq, 2017-ci ilds “2018-
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2024-cu illordo Azorbaycan Respublikasinda saglamliq imkanlart mohdud soxslor tgun inkliziv
tohsilin inkisafi iizro D6Vlot Proqrami” tosdiq edilmisdir. (Inkliiziv siniflorda tolimin toskili”).

Miiasir dovrdos olilliyi olan usaqlara yanasma, onlarin fiziki vo zehni inkisafi osason iki model
tizra- tibbi vo sosial modellar tizrs aparilir. Beynolxalq va 6lkamizds gobul edilmis hiiquqi sonadlords
olilliyi olan insanlar xosto kimi deyil, saglamliq imkanlar1 mohdud insanlar olan(SIM) kimi
yanasilmas1 daha moqgbul hesab edilir. Bu ciir yanasma iso saglamliq imkanlar1 mohdud(SIM)
insanlara- olilliys dair sosial modeli formalasdirir.

Sosial model, SIM usaqlarin bacariglarinin inkisafin1 tomin edon hiiquqlarindan genis istifado
istifado etmolorini vo comiyyats inteqrasiyasini tomin edir.

Ovvollor SIM usaqlara daha cox tibbi model prizmasindan baxilirdi. Bu iso homin model
corgivasindoa aliliyin bir problem kimi goriiliirmasi, “miialica”, vo comiyyatdon tocrid kimi todbirlorin
daha genis totbiqi ilo naticolonir,bu da bir sira hallarda hotta bu usaqlarin hoyat hiiququndan da
mohrum edilmasing sobab olurdu.Miiasir dovrds iso texnologiyanin vo mdvcud plan tibbi metodlarin
inkisafi inkliiziv tohsilo vo sosial inteqrasiyaya daha konstruktiv yanagsmani miimkiin edir. Masalon,
esitmo mohdudiyysti olan usaqlareia esitmo aparatlart ilo tomin edilmesi onlarin saglamliq
imkanlaprin1 artirmagqli barabor hom do tohsil va sosial miihito uygunlagmasni daha da asanlagdirir.

Olillor tgtin Umumdiinya Foaliyyst Programi (1982) “hamu iigiin tohsil” prinsipini inkisaf
etdirmokdo davam edir. Bu sanadin 120-ci bandinds gostarilir ki, olilliyi olan soxslorin tohsili imkan
daxilindo imumtahsil moktobi sistemi ¢oargivesinds aparilmalidir. Eyni zamanda, 124-ci bandds
diggota catdirilir ki, hor hansi sababdon Umumtoshsil sisteminin imkanlart bozi saglamliq imkanlari
mohdud usaqlar Giglin yetorli deyilss, homin usaqlar miivafiq miiddstds xtsusi muassisalords tohsil
almalidirlar (Kopland 2003, s. 375).

“Salaman Boyannamasi” (1994) tohsilin inkisafinin osas istigamati kimi “inkliiziya”n1 elan edir.
Bu yanagsmanin asas forgi ondan ibarotdir ki, tohsil sistemi hor bir usagin xiisusiyyatlorino va
ehtiyaclarina uygunlasdirilmalidir, lakin o da istisna edilmir ki, orta moktoblords birga tohsillo yanas,
bazi usaqlar da xiisusi miiassisalords tohsil ala bilarlor.

Qeyd edilonlordan gorundiyu kimi inkllziv tohsilin bir sira asas prinsiplari var: bu an avval har
bir sagirdin keyfiyyatli tohsilo ¢ixiginin olmasi,yoni borabar imkanlar v olgatanligin olmasidir.

Digor asas prinsip muxtaliflik va fordi yanagsmadan ibaratdir,yani — todris prosesi forqli bacariq
Vo ehtiyaclari olan tolobalors uygunlasdiriimalidir.

Osas prinsiplardan biri do ayri-segkiliyin qarsisinin alinmasindan ibaratdir,yani - cinsiyyat, etnik
monsubiyyat, alillik, sosial status va digoar amillar asasinda farglondirma edilmamalidir.

Inkliiziv tohsilin basqa bir asas prinsipi comiyyatin vo ailonin istiraki — yani inkliiziv tohsilin tokco
moktob daxilinds deyil, ham ds ailo vo comiyyatin foal istiraki ilo hoyata kegirilmasidir.

Inkluziv tahsilde miiasir modellor

Hor seydon avval geyd edilmoalidir ki, xtsusi tahsils ehtiyaci olan usaqlar tigiin inkliiziv tohsil
milasir diinyada xiisusi rol oynayir. Biitiin yiiksok inkisaf etmis dovlstlor inkluziv tohsilin xtisusi
modellarinin tohsil prosesinag inteqrasiyasi prosesinda istirak edirlor.

Muasir dovrda inkluziv tahsilin asas magsadi - sagirdlorin tohsilds vo sosial sahods yeni ugurlar
oldo etmasing, hoyat imkanlarin1 zonginlogsdirmaklo onun daha dolgun olmasina, comiyyato aktiv
sokilds qatilmasina, 6ziinii reallagdirmasina, konstitusiya hiiquqlarini vo vatondas azadliglarint dork
etmasina nail olmagdan ibaratdir. Gostarilon magsadlars nail olmagq ti¢iin inkluziv yanasma sistem
lizro planl olmagla aparilmali vo magsodyénlii olmali, saglamliq imkanlart mohdud (SIM) usaqlarin
tohsilina ardicil vo davamli yanasma totbiq olunmalidir.

Bunun sobabi, comiyyatin vo dovlatin olilliyi olan insanlara minasibatinin doyisdirilmasine vo
onlarin hayatin biitiin sahalarinds, 0 climladan tohsilds digar vatandaslarla barabar imkanlara sahib
olmasi1 hiiququnun taninmasina yénalmis olmasidir.
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Qarisiq(vea ya hibrid) inteqrasiya modeli.

Inkliiziv tohsilin qarisiq inteqrasiya modeli digarlorindan forgli olarag, psixofiziki va nitq inkisafi
Saviyyasi yas normasina uygun vo ya ona yaxin olan usaqlarin tohsil aldig1 bir modeldir. Bu model
carcivasinda bir va ya iki nafor xususi tohsil ehtiyaci olan usaq boyiik qruplarda (siniflords) digar
usaqlarla birlikds tohsil alir.

Inkliiziv tohsilin qarisiq inteqrasiya modelinin inkliiziv tohsilin diger modellorindon osas ustiin
cahatlori hom do ondan ibaratdir ki,qarisiq inteqrasiya modelinds talobalor hom Gmumi siniflords,
hom do fordi dostoklo tohsil ala bilirlor, bu iso musllimlara har bir tolobays uygun todris metodu
secmok imkani verir

Modelin digor osas {istiinliiyli ondan ibarotdir ki, bu usaqlar eyni zamanda xiisusi tohsil
miisllimindon sabit vo mogsadyonlii dostok alirlar. Onlar sinifds daimi olaraq digor usaqlarla birlikdo
istirak edir, homyasidlar1 vo miisllimlor torofindon qobul olunur vo bu zaman 6zlorini borabor
saviyyadas hiss edirlor,bununla bels bu tohsil modelinin bir sira ¢atinliklori do vardir.

Belo ki,bu tohsil zamani toloboalorin tam sosial inteqrasiyasi ¢atinloga bilor,nom do muallimlor
ucuin alavs planlasdirma vo koordinasiya talob olunur (Sigal, 2017, s. 76).

Belolikla, hom sosial, ham do akademik baximdan inkllziv bir mihit yaradilmis olur. (Modeli

Qismon inteqrasiya modeli

Qismon (fragmentar) inteqrasiya modeli inkisafinda problemlor olan usaqglarin, normal
homyagsidlari ilo eyni tohsil standartlarini monimsomaya va aciq tohsil mozmununu gavramaga holo
tam hazir olmadiqlar1 hallarda totbiq olunur. Bels hallarda usaqlar dovlet moktobinds dorslords yalniz
miloyyon miiddat istirak edirlor, qalan vaxt arzinda isa ya evda tohsil alirlar, ya da xiisusi (korreksiya)
maoktoblords oxuyurlar.

Bu model daimi olaraq usagin yaninda xiisusi tohsil miialliminin olmasini nozords tutmur, lakin
usagin paralel sokildo iki moktobdo tohsil almasina imkan yaradir: biri-xiisusi miitoxassislorin
foaliyyot gostordiyi xiisusi tohsil miiassisasi, digori iso-adi imumtohsil maktobi. Bununla bels, bu
modelin miloyyon catismazliqlart da vardir. Belo ki, usaq adi moktobdo oldugda pesokar dostoyo
ehtiyac duya bilor vo bu moktobds keg¢irdiyi zaman, bir sira hallarda is9, onun 6ziinii digor sagirdlorlo
barabar oldugunu hiss etmasi ligiin kifayst etmoyo do bilor (Sigal, 2017, s.

Miivaqgati inteqrasiya modeli

todris miihiting daxil edilmasini nazards tutur. Bu modeldos, psixofiziki va nitq inkisaf soviyyasindon
asil1 olmayaraq, xiisusi sinifin vo ya qrupun biitlin sagirdlori saglam homyasidlari ils birlikdo miixtalif
tadris todbirlorinds istirak edir. Bu inteqrasiya, adoton ayda on azi iki dofs hoyata kegirilir.

Bu model inkliiziv tohsilin daha genis vo daimi formalarina kegid ti¢lin bir ndv hazirliqg marhslasi
hesab olunur va diger modellor arasinda miiddat baximindan an qisa olanidir. (Modeli inklyuzivnogqo
obugeniya: analiz i xarakteristika, 2021)

Miivoqqati inteqrasiyanin asas ¢otinliyi onunla baghdir ki, belo qisa miiddet arzinde usaq todris
mihitino tam uygunlasa vo 6zlinii rahat hiss edo bilmir. Buna gora do, bu model totbiq olunarkon
usagin yaninda daim defektoloq - yeni fiziki vo oqli qlisurlar1 olan usaqlarla isloyon miitoxassis
olmalidur.

Digor torafdon, usagin bels inteqrasiyada istiraki emosional stressin azalmasina sabob olur, ¢iinki
usaq uzun miiddst yeni sortlor vo insanlar garsisinda tocrid voziyyatindo gqalmir (Siqgal, 2017, s. 105).

Tam integrasiya(tam inklyuziv tahsil) modeli.

Tam integrasiya modeli psixofiziki va nitq inkisaf soviyyasi yas normasina uygun v ya ona yaxin
olan, eyni zamanda saglam homyasidlari ila birgs tohsilo psixoloji cohotdon hazir olan usaqlar {igiin
nozords tutulur. Bu model ¢argivasinds belo usaqlar usaq baggalarinin adi qruplarmma vo ya
umumtahsil maktablarinin siniflorino daimi sokilds inteqrasiya olunurlar.

Usaglar eyni zamanda, xisusi dastok ehtiyaclarina uygun olaraq, ya tohsil aldiglar1 miiassisada
(masalan, nitq qilisurlu usaqglar {igiin loqopedik moarkazlords), ya da xisusi tohsil muassisalarinin
muvaqgqgati qrup va ya markazlorinds olave korreksiya doastoyi alirlar. Masalon, esitmo moahdudiyyati
olan usaglar sohiyya sistemino moxsus audiologiya kabinetlorinds lazimi terapiyalarla tomin edilirlaor.
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Olilliyi olan usaq tam tohsil muddati glin dovlet moktabinin adi sinfino integrasiya olunur.
Inkisaf qiisurlarinin zoif tozahlr edon, silinmis formalar1 (mosolon, dislaliya, serebral iflicin
hamarlanmig formalar1 kimi nitq pozgunlugu) olan usaqlar iiclin on uygundur.

Bu model usagin adi moaktabin tahsil prosesine daxil olmasi {igiin lazim olan vaxt baximindan an
uzun modeldir vo mitoxassislorin daimi yardimimin olmasi baximindan bu model birlogmis
inteqrasiyanin xarakterik xiisusiyyatlorina banzayir, lakin tam inteqrasiya ¢tn bir mitoxassisin
birbasa usagin tohsil aldig1 yerds olmasi xarakterikdir (Modeli inklyuzivnoqo obugeniya: analiz i
xarakteristika, 2021).

Bu modelds biitiin sagirdlar, 0 climlodoan xiisusi qaygiya ehtiyaci olan usaqlar adi siniflarda tahsil
alir. Muollimlar forqli ehtiyaclari nozors alaraq dors planlarmi tonzimlayir vo dastok xidmatlori
togdim olunur.

Inkliiziv tohsilin doyarini dork etmoklo yanasi, iimumi tohsil muassisalorinds inkliiziv tohsil
ideyalarinin hayata kegirilmasinoe mane olan bir sira amillori geyd etmok lazimdir. 9sasan, bu, alil
usaqlara gars1 doziimsiiz miinasibati, bu usaqlar1 comiyyatin tamhuquglu tzvlari kimi gobul etmays
psixoloji hazirligsizliqdir.

Xiisusi qaygiya ehtiyaci olan usaqlarin valideynlari istehzadan, sinif yoldaslar1 vo miallimlarlo
miinaqisolordan, usaqlarinin xiisusi ehtiyaclarin1 basa diismomoakdon vo miivafiq olaraq, usaqlarin
xiisusi ehtiyaclari tigiin tohsil prosesinin geyri-adekvat cavablandirilmasindan qorxaraq, usaqlarini
adi moktobo gondormak istamirlor (Brizqalova, 2011, s.

formalarindan istifado etmok magsadouygundur.

Odur ki, inkltziv tohsil modeli har bir usaq ti¢lin onun imkanlarindan asili olaraq fordi secilmali,
homginin bazi modellar tigiin xiisusi saraitin, avadanliglarin va xiisusi texniki avadanliglarin olmasi
nazors alinmalidir.

Gostorilonlordon bela naticaya golmok olar ki, son dovrlords xiisusi tohsila ehtiyaci olan usaglarin
todrisi vo torbiyosi iicliin daha ¢ox innovativ yanagsmalara vo modelloro ehtiyac vardir. Sosial
statusundan, irqindon, dini monsubiyyatindon, fiziki vo aqli gabiliyyatlorindon asili olmayaraq,
inkliiziv tohsil hor bir usaga 6z fordi inkisaf ehtiyaclarin1 6domak va inkisaf soviyyasine uygun tohsil
almaq imkani1 yaradir. Bu, inkliiziv tohsilin asas prinsiplorindon biri olan barabar hiiquglarin tominino
xidmat edir.

Bu gun Azorbaycanda inkllziv tohsilin inkisafi mosolosi yalmiz valideynlorin vo pedaqoji
kollektivlarin deyil, butdvlikds comiyyatin diggst markszindadir. Lakin bu sahads garsiya ¢ixan 2sas
problemlardan biri tatbiq olunan metodlarin spesifikliyi, pesokar kadr hazirliginin yetoarli saviyyada
olmamasi va ixtisaslasmig miitoxassislorin ¢atismazligidir.

Tocriba gostorir ki, inkliziv tohsilin ugurlu totbiqi {iglin yalniz qanunvericilik vo program
sonadloari kifayat etmir. Bu sahods kompleks yanasma talob olunur: tohsil muassisalorinin inkltzivliys
hazirlanmasi, miiallimlorin ixtisasartirmasi, valideynlarin maariflondirilmasi, eloca do comiyyatin bu
prosesa mushbat miinasibatinin formalasdirilmasi zaruridir.

Bu giin Respublikamizda inkliiziv tohsilin tatbigini tomin edon miivafiq qanunvericilik bazasi
movcuddur vo saglamlsq imkanlart mohdud olan usaglar da daxil olmaqgla usaqlarin rifahinin
yuksaldilmasi daim ddvlot siyasastinin prioritet istigamatlorindon biri olmusdur. Ulu 6ndor Heydor
Oliyevin bu sahodo osasin1 qoydugu siyasot hazirda Prezident ilham ®Oliyev vo birinci xanim
Mehriban Oliyeva torofindon ugurla davam etdirilir. Azorbaycan mdustoqillik ddvrinds insan
hiiquglar, xiisusilo usaq hiiquqglar ilo bagli beynoslxalq sazis vo konvensiyalara qosulmus, bununla
bagli {izorina bir sira 6hdsliklor gétiirmiisdiir. Bu 6hdsliklardon biri da ayri-seckiliys yol vermadan
olilliyi olan gsaxslorin tohsil hiiququnun tamin edilmasi va butln tahsil pillalorinds inkliziv tohsilin
toskil olunmasidir.

Homginin geyd edilmalidir ki, inkliiziv tohsilin inkisafi elmi, metodiki va inzibati resurslari shato
edon miirokkob, ¢oxsaxoli prosesdir. Inkluzivlik ideyasini gobul etmis miiollimlor vo tohsil
miiassisalorinin rohbarliyi xiisusilo tohsil prosesinin togkilinds, morkozi fiqurun usaq oldugu tohsil
prosesinin biitiin istirak¢ilar: arasinda qarsiliglt slago mexanizminin islonib hazirlanmasinda kémaya
ehtiyac duyurlar. Inkliiziv mokan tokca usaqglar ii¢iin deyil, hom da boyiiklor iigiin aciqliq vo olgatanliq
demokdir.

Introduction

Intellectual literature is complex due to the multiple levels of analysis and interpretation, as well
as the different abilities of authors to convey their ideas to readers. Metaphor is an effective tool for
communication and idea transmission because it helps simplify abstract meanings for the audience.
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Malik Bennabi is considered one of the contemporary thinkers in the field of intellectual studies,
concerned with the causes of its formation, stability and decline. He placed faith at the core of
civilizational development and competition and extensively used metaphor to express the major
concepts that shape human perception of life.

This paper examines the importance of the perceptual image in activating faith-based perceptions
in Bennabi’s thought through the following questions:

- What are the intellectual foundations behind Bennabi’s use of perceptual images?

- What are the characteristics of perceptual images he employed to reinforce belief?

The paper aims to highlight the scientific and civilizational necessity of perceptual images in
contemporary theological discourse and to identify the models and perceptual images used by Malik
Bennabi to activate the doctrine and examine their characteristics.

Research

The paper adopts a model-based analytical approach due to the complexity of the subject, relying
on a partial review of selected works in which Bennabi discussed faith-based perceptions, whether as
a foundational principle or in terms of their practical impact on civilization. This selection is
necessary because Bennabi did not dedicate a separate work to faith as specialized studies do. Instead,
he addressed it across his writings, depending on the theme of each book and the context of his
analysis.

The perceptual images Bennabi employed were categorized according to the three realms through
which he interprets the phenomenon of civilization. They were analyzed based on their content and
their epistemological and civilizational dimensions. By the end of the paper, the significance of
perceptual images in presenting religious thought becomes evident, along with the gaps that require
further independent studies.

The study of perceptual images is relatively new, and the researcher did not find a study that dealt
with the field in Bennabi’s thought. However, there are partial studies on certain variables related to
the topic:

Foreign Studies on Perceptual Images in Intellectual Writing: I did not find the term perceptual
image in Western studies. Instead, the term mental image is commonly used, primarily in
communication and marketing. Another closely related term is metaphor, which has been extensively
studied across various fields. The following are some relevant works, selected within the scope and
purpose of this paper:

e Metaphors We Live By (Lakoff & Johnson, 2009): This book argues that metaphor is essential
to human understanding, language, and daily life. It categorizes metaphors into orientational (e.g., up
and down) and ontological (using different structures to express ideas). The authors explore the
tension between subjectivity and objectivity in the scientific use of metaphors, advocating for a "third
way" that balances between unrestrained subjectivity, which endlessly generates meanings, and rigid
objectivity, which stifles them.

e The Power of Mental Images — How Visions Transform the Mind, Humanity, and the World
(Hutter, 2014): The book explores how mental images are formed and their impact on shaping life,
as it defends the argument that precise science is incapable of explaining human nature without
employing metaphor. It also highlights the strong influence of mental images on behavior, thinking
patterns, and life in general.

e The Role of Metaphor in Philosophical Communication (Sausheva, 2017): This academic paper
discusses the role of metaphors in philosophical communication and how they allow us to understand
realities that are not directly observable. It sheds light on the specific use of metaphors in philosophy
and how they can help redefine philosophical discourse in language, making it more accessible to
perception and understanding.

e A Metaphor and Model Paradigm of Religious Thinking (G. McGrady, 1987): The study
provides a theoretical framework for understanding the cognitive processes involved in religious
thinking.
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The study examines the use of metaphors and models in religious thinking, concluding that
religious thought is distinct from other forms of discourse due to its reliance on metaphors and
extended metaphorical systems, known as models.

Despite the strong technical and procedural aspects evident in Western studies and their
methodological approach, they generally lack organizing, comprehensive worldview in their use of
metaphors. Their perspective is often detailed and partial rather than holistic and teleological. When
addressing the issue of reference, they either reject it entirely or favor a church-based framework in
a way that requires significant logical support for perceptual images.

Method

In the following, we will present the premises of the analytical approach applied in this study. For
methodological precision, it is essential to define its key terms.

1.2 The Concept of Perceptual Image

Perceptual images intersect with multiple fields of knowledge due to their strong connection to
human existence, both as the subject and object of study. For this reason, the conceptual cluster
approach has been adopted, as it allows for overcoming terminological differences and leveraging
conceptual similarities to set the intended meaning (Bennett, Tony, et al., 2010, pp. 21, 26).

1.2.1 Image and Visualization:

The first thing that appears in the definitions is that the place of visualization is the mind. Al-
Sharif Al-Jurjani (1983, p. 59) defines visualization as “the formation of an image of something in
the mind.” Another definition from Al-Mu‘jam Al-Wasit (Academy of the Arabic Language, 1972,
p. 528) states that tasawwur (visualization) means “to form an image and shape of something” or “to
imagine and bring its image to mind.” The term image is often contrasted with matter, as explained
by Ziadeh, Maan, et al. (1986, p. 537): “The matter and image of a thing—the image here being the
defining aspect, while matter is what is defined. In other words, they correspond respectively to form
and content.”

This divergence highlights that the image is one of the key issues in in the theory of existence.
Some, like Aristotle, argue that an image is merely an essence in the mind, distinct from the actual
existing thing, whereas other like Plato, see no difference between an image and the material existence
of a thing. A similar debate can be found among Muslim philosophers such as Al-Razi and 1bn Sina.
In modern epistemology, Kant differentiates between sensory science and the rules that organize it,
which he considers to be its image. In the field of logic, an image represents a limited mental
concept—it is the form of thought without its content, manifested through symbols, relationships, and
rules of reasoning (Ziadeh, Maan, et al., 1986, pp. 537-538). A psychological definition found in Al-
Mu‘jam Al-Wasit (Academy of the Arabic Language, 1972, p. 528) describes visualization
(tasawwur) as “bringing to mind the image of a perceived object without altering it.”

Based on the epistemological approach of this paper, which focuses on studying perceptual
images in their civilizational dimension rather than their philosophical aspect, and in light of the
previous definitions, the concept of tasawwur (conception) adopted here is: a mental formation that
both influences and is influenced by reality.

1.2.2 Metaphorical Images

Metaphorical images are fundamental components of perceptual images. They are not merely an
aesthetic feature of language but a core element in human perception and expression of reality (Lakoff
& Johnson, 2009, p. 219). A metaphorical image consists of two aspects: one tangible, drawn from
our direct and familiar world, and the other abstract, representing the realm of ideas. In this way,
metaphorical images both shape and result from human perception of reality, Abdelwahab Elmessiri
employed them synonymously with perceptual images in multiple instances.

1.2.3 Mental Images

When the term "mental” is added to "image" in linguistic dictionaries, additional dimensions
emerge. Al-Tahanaw1 defines a mental image as “that by which a thing is absolutely distinguished in
the mind.” He further explains that one of its characteristics—referred to as a mental image—is that
its existence in the mind is influenced by preceding knowledge, either strengthening or weakening it.
He states (Tahanawi, 1996, pp. 1100-1101): “Mental images assist one another in formation, if the
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mind is devoid of knowledge, grasping a concept is extremely difficult. However, once it acquires
some knowledge, its capacity for further understanding increases, and it more readily assimilates new
ideas.” This addition highlights the nature of how mental images form in human cognition.

Among the advanced definitions that incorporate multiple epistemological dimensions—such as
philosophy, psychology, and media studies—is that a mental image is “the return of sensations in the
mind in the absence of the objects that provoke or express them” (Arabic Language Academy,
Philosophical Dictionary, 1983, p. 107). An example of this is how metaphors evoke sensations by
recalling sensory perceptions even when the actual stimuli are absent. A closely related definition
describes it as “a cognitive-psychological process with cultural roots, based on individuals’ selective,
direct, and indirect perception of the characteristics and attributes of a given subject” (Al-Ahmar,
2016, p. 12).

1.2.4 Perception and Perceptual Image

Before defining the final meaning of perceptual image, it is useful to examine the concept of
perception and its relevance to the subject. Al-Tahanaw1 (1996, p. 129) states that perception is
"synonymous with knowledge in the sense of the image formed of an object in the mind, whether that
object is abstract or material, partial or total, present or absent, and whether it exists within the
perceiver or in an external instrument.” This broad definition suggests that perception encompasses
everything that reaches the mind from external sources. It is not limited to sensory perception alone,
nor does it exclusively deal with abstract concepts over tangible ones, or partials over totals, which
is what cognitive models with a materialist background are biased towards. To conclude this
terminological tour, here are the basic components of the term perceptual image:

e A mental perception of a subject that is direct, spontaneous, and holistic.

e A condensed form rich with details of the phenomenon and its multidimensional origins.

o Implicitly carries a specific worldview.

e Shapes and directs behavior.

2.2 Methodological Foundations

The study adopts a set of methodological foundations that shape its analytical model, as follows:

2.2.1 The Limitations of Language and the Necessity of Metaphor

The use of metaphor in everyday life indicates that humans cannot rely solely on literal, direct
language for expression, for instance, phrases like "the leg of the table™ illustrate this limitation. The
challenge becomes even greater when discussing abstract or unseen concepts (EI-Messiri, Dialogues
with Dr. Abdel Wahab El-Messiri on Culture and Methodology, 2010, p. 362).

Toshihiko Izutsu argues that metaphor is an essential feature of Islamic philosophy and serves a
necessary cognitive function rather than merely an ornamental one. He explains that the intended
meaning is "so precise and elusive at the level of logical thought that the human mind would be
incapable of grasping it without metaphor" (Izutsu, 2019, pp. 45-46).

In this context, Bennabi compares the human intellect to a lighthouse illuminating a small island
within a vast ocean, emphasizing that its linguistic capacity to name things is limited by its ability to
recognize them. Consequently, humans rely on metaphor to name what they perceive as reality
(Bennabi, The Problem of Culture, 2000, p. 20).

Studies in the field of terminology generation highlight the necessity of metaphor in linking the
original meaning to the new meaning when forming terms. As Khasra (2013, pp. 224-225) states:
"The linguistic rule that governs this change to ensure that the derivative meaning does not lose its
connection to the original meaning is metaphor.”

A best example of this is the faith-related vocabulary introduced to the Arabic language through
the Quran, such as iman (faith) and zakat. These terms initially carried broad meanings but later
acquired specific connotations, with metaphor serving as the bridge between the two (Khasra, 2013,
p. 227).

2.2.2 Subjective and Objective Language

This principle is fundamentally based on the distance between the signifier and the signified—
that is, between words and reality. A materialist perspective eliminates this distance entirely, asserting
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an absolute correspondence between statements and their objective truth, or a complete disconnect
where meaning is absent (A Group of Authors, 1998, pp. 63, 64, 66). On the other hand, the
monotheistic perspective considers this distance to be dynamic, continuously shifting based on the
interaction between the observer and the observed. The closer the two are, the higher the interpretative
accuracy, rather than claiming absolute correctness (Lakoff & Johnson, 2009, p. 187).

2.2.3 Perceptual Image and Action

Every rational human behavior is necessarily based on a mental perception, as Ibn al-Qayyim (p.
252) states: "The foundation of every theoretical knowledge and voluntary action is thoughts and
ideas, for they produce perceptions, perceptions lead to desires, desires result in actions, and repeated
actions become habits.” Furthermore, metaphors play a crucial role in shaping perceptions, which in
turn drive behavior into existence (Lakoff & Johnson, 2009, p. 187).

Many psychological studies have confirmed this and provided precise explanations of the stages
of behavior formation in children. For instance, Piaget’s theory is fundamentally based on pre-
existing mental imagery. It asserts that human spontaneous habits are governed by conceptual
frameworks rooted in cognitive images and metaphors that individuals internalize (Lakoff & Johnson,
2009, p. 187).

2.2.4 Epistemological Integration: (Dialectic Theology and Literature as a Model)

The materialist perspective advocates for the separation of different fields in the study of humanity
under the pretext of objectivity, whereas the monotheistic perspective defends epistemological
integration between disciplines (El-Messiri, Language and Metaphor Between Monotheism and
Pantheism, 2002, p. 7). For instance, if the phenomenon of metaphor were analyzed solely from an
aesthetic perspective without considering its ethical value, its outcomes might contradict the moral
principles that serve humanity. The correct approach lies in studying it in light of the ethical values it
promotes, as well as the psychological and cognitive contexts that characterize it. This should be done
within an analytical model that encompasses a guiding worldview with a clear stance on its three
fundamental elements: God, human beings, and the universe (EI-Messiri, Language and Metaphor
Between Monotheism and Pantheism, 2002, p. 5). Bennabi adopted a similar analytical approach by
integrating different fields of knowledge in his study of civilization. He employed history on one
hand, psychology on the other, and logical reasoning to connect them all within a comprehensive
worldview that recognizes the reference to a Creator who guides humanity and governs the laws of
the universe.

The study seeks to approach the topic of perceptual images from two main perspectives: first,
through the approach of dialectic theology (Ilm al-Kalam) and creed on the one hand, and through
literature, with varying degrees of emphasis depending on the study’s objectives and scope on the
other. It adopts a worldview-based approach to theological and doctrinal issues, relying on research
that calls for the renewal of dialectic theology (Im al-Kalam) to align with contemporary challenges.
This approach is classified into the following categories: Theological aspect: focuses on purely
unseen matters such as the existence of God, prophethood, good, evil, resurrection, judgment and
interfaith relations. Humanities aspect: examines human-related issues from a monotheistic
perspective, both at the individual and collective levels, including freedom, responsibility, human
action, social and ethical issues, and more. Natural Sciences aspect: explores the relationship between
monotheism, science, creation, and humanity’s role in the universe. (Nafati, 2011, p. 74). The paper
chooses this approach because of its alignment with the characteristics of its subject matter, which
include:

e Extending into various scientific disciplines, unlike traditional dialectic theology, which was
primarily limited to rational debate.

e Expanding beyond theological discourse to include classifications such as natural sciences and
humanities from a monotheistic reference point.

¢ Prioritizing the civilizational dimension of theological concepts rather than limiting them to
philosophical or purely rational aspects.
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Results

The following section highlights Malek Bennabi’s deliberate and direct focus on perceptual
imagery, its foundations, and its various applications. This will be demonstrated through:

¢ The epistemological and methodological foundations upon which perceptual imagery is based,
which were clearly present in Bennabi’s writings.

e Examples of direct and explicit uses of perceptual imagery.

¢ A classification and analysis of various mental and perceptual images.

3.1 Methodological Foundations:

Bennabi’s analysis of complex phenomena is based on a set of epistemological foundations that
serve as a methodological pillar for his use of perceptual image in analysis, which include the
following:

3.1.1 The Perceptual Image’s Reliance on Worldview:

Bennabi argues that the essence of Quranic metaphor lies in its absolute divine background, which
transcends the boundaries of time and space. He explains that the nature of pre-revelation Bedouin
society was inherently inclined toward metaphor, yet its metaphors were bound by local references
without a grand unseen framework. The Quran, however, introduced a radical transformation in the
structure of perceptual image system by providing a transcendent unseen reference that shaped a new
worldview. This shift was revolutionary for the Arabic language (Bennabi, The Quranic
Phenomenon, 2000, p. 191).

3.1.2 Science Analyzes, While Reality Synthesizes:

Bennabi asserts that science functions by deconstructing phenomena, whereas reality operates in
the opposite manner, synthesizing elements into coherent wholes. This forms a fundamental principle
of perceptual images, namely its synthetic nature. He states: "When elements are compatible and
capable of integration, life forms a synthesis. However, when they are scattered and contradictory, it
results in mere accumulation, which is synonymous to chaos."” (Bennabi, The Direction of the Islamic
World, 1988, p. 77).

3.2.0 The Limitations of Human Perception in Defining Objects:

The human need for metaphorical imagery to perceive reality is, in itself, a direct acknowledgment
of the inability to fully grasp it through literal language alone. Bennabi argues that defining something
means assigning it an image, which constitutes perception. He illustrates this concept using a mental
image, stating: "The ‘ego is a small island within an unlimited field that represents the unconscious
(...). However, when it enters this illuminated zone, its presence becomes real, its personality is
revealed, and a name is assigned to it. This is the process of perception when we attempt to
understand things from a psychological perspective—that is, from the viewpoint of the individual."
(Bennabi, The Problem of Culture, 2000, pp. 20-21).

3.1.4 Epistemological Integration as a Methodological Necessity:

Bennabi justified his use of psychological analysis in the study of religious phenomena, arguing
that abstract rational thought alone is insufficient for such an analysis (Bennabi, The Conditions of
the Renaissance, 1986, p. 13). This led him to rely on perceptual image, which allowed language to
expand and adequately express complex phenomena that intertwine the unseen and human
psychology. Had he confined himself to strict mathematical logic—which does not acknowledge gaps
between numbers—he would have struggled to account for the interpretative spaces that metaphorical
language provides. These gaps, rather than negating intellectual rigor, integrate with it to offer a
broader understanding of phenomena. As Bouchaéla (2023, p. 15) explains: "He often addresses such
phenomena in the form of mathematical equations, enabling him to isolate their components and
highlight the underlying relationships in a way that aligns the elements interactively, ultimately
generating a coherent concept or proposition.”

3.2.0 Explicit Applications of Cognitive Imagery:

A significant number of cognitive images explicitly employed by Bennabi have been identified,
however, due to space constraints, we will limit the discussion to two examples.
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3.2.1 The ""Conflict of the Clay and the Iron™ Model:

Bennabi highlights the danger of neglecting perceptual image in confronting colonialism, as it
can lead to psychological defeat even before the battle begins. He states (Bennabi, Between Guidance
and Misguidance, 2002, p. 26): "This image has long numbed consciences during the colonial era and
has served its policies well, as it functioned as a psychological barrier preventing the unleashing of
revolutionary energy among the colonized generations. Perhaps we must reframe this image in a way
that is more aligned with the reality of revolutionary struggle against colonial authority: it is a conflict
between nothingness and iron. Who, after all, can destroy nothingness, which, in its essence, is
indestructible?"

3.2.2 The ""Palm Mirror™ Model for Guiding Perception

Bennabi dissects in this model a highly dangerous cognitive image, as it pertains to shaping
perception—an approach employed by the colonizer to direct the understanding of a subject in a
predetermined manner. To illustrate this, he likens it to a society being represented in a theatrical
play, where a spotlight is cast upon a specific part of the stage that highlights the negative aspects
intended for dissemination, while the rest of the stage is left in darkness, rendering it invisible. This
manipulation convinces the entire society that they embody that darkened corner in reality (Bennabi,
The Intellectual Struggle in Colonized Countries, 1981, p. 62).

3.3.0 Examples of Perceptual Images in the Writing Style:

The objective was not to exhaustively track all cognitive and mental images found in Bennabi’s
writings, but rather to investigate them as analytical tools for constructing religious perceptions. The
primary works examined in this context include The Problem of Culture, Reflections, The Conditions
for Renaissance, The Birth of a Society, The Problem of Ideas, The Quranic Phenomenon, and The
Intellectual Struggle in Colonized Countries. Through a set of conceptual terms, Bennabi dissects
ideas and builds his analyses, such as the civilization complex, tension, the spiritual spark, the man
of natural disposition, civilizational dynamics, the religious idea, vital energy, the symbolic anthem,
the post-Muwahhidun human, and other expressions closely linked to the subject of study.

The paper relied on Malik Bennabi’s classification of the three realms (things, people, and ideas)
in presenting perceptual images, drawing on classifications created by Sayyid Qutb through his
reflections on artistic imagery in the Qur’an (Qutb, Artistic Imagery in the Qur’an, 2014, p. 71). Some
classifications were shared across the three realms, such as those based on imagination, parables,
mental concepts, and psychological states, whereas others were specific to one or two of these realms.
Each tangible and embodied perceptual image was classified as being inspired by the realm of things,
any image derived from events, movement, or occurrences—whether narrated by the author himself
or relayed from others—was categorized as a perceptual image drawn from the realm of people.
Meanwhile, any image extracted from the context of speech and the interconnection of the author’s
ideas was classified as inspired by the realm of ideas.

It is worth noting that this classification involves a high degree of overlap, both in the structural
integration of Bennabi’s and Sayyid Qutb’s classifications and in the nature of the selected image,
due to the complexity of human phenomena and the deep interconnection among the three realms. |
have endeavored to title a concise title to each perceptual image while preserving the essential words
that define its dimensions, then followed it by the original text as it appears in the source to clarify
the full scope of the image as intended by the author.

3.3.2 Perceptual Images from the Realm of Things:

These are perceptual images in which metaphor is employed—either through sensory imagination
to illustrate an abstract idea, embodiment to render it in tangible forms, or personification, where
material entities are given life. Numerous examples exist, among which are the following:

e A Cosmic Destiny... No Civilization without Vision to the Sky:

A perceptual image that illustrates the impossibility of civilization without a religious idea.
Bennabi states (Conditions of the Renaissance, 1986, p. 51): "Civilization does not emerge in any
nation except in the form of a revelation descending from the sky, providing people with a law and a
path to follow, or at the very least, its foundations are laid by directing people toward a mysterious
deity in a general sense. It is as if it is destined for humanity that the sun of civilization shall not shine
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upon it unless its gaze extends beyond earthly life—beyond its immediate era. When man discovers
the full reality of his existence, he simultaneously uncovers the highest meanings of the things over
which his genius prevails and with which he interacts."

The Unrestrained Instinct—A Beast That Plunges Society into the Night of History:

This perceptual image illustrates the state of weakened religious influence over the restraint
instincts of humanity, signaling the end of a civilization’s cycle. Bennabi states (Conditions of the
Renaissance, 1986, pp. 69—70). "Thus, the instinct, once restrained by the religious idea, continues
its pursuit of liberation and release, gradually, nature regains dominance over both the individual and
society. When this liberation reaches its completion, the third stage of civilization begins—the stage
of instinct, which reveals its true face entirely. At this point, the religious idea loses its social function
and becomes utterly incapable of fulfilling its role in a disintegrating society that has irreversibly
entered the night of history, therefore, the cycle of civilization comes to its conclusion.”

e jahiliyyah (Ignorance) is Idolatry, Just as Idolatry is Ignorance:

This perceptual image highlights the danger of ignorance when it rejects ideas. Bennabi states
(Conditions of the Renaissance, 1986, p. 28): "If idolatry is considered ignorance in the view of Islam,
then ignorance itself is, in essence, a form of idolatry—because it does not cultivate ideas, but rather
erects idols, and this is the very nature of ignorance."

3.3.2 Perceptual Images from the Realm of Ideas:

These are images derived from the context of speech and the arrangement of ideas surrounding a
particular issue, they are numerous, and here are some examples:

The vastness of Qur'anic themes in encompassing all dimensions of existence:

Bennabi states (The Qur'anic Phenomenon, 2000, p. 195): “The breadth and diversity of Quranic
themes is something unique, according to the Quran’s own words: ‘WWe have neglected nothing in
the Book’ (Al-An’am, verse 38). It begins its discourse from ‘a speck of existence hidden within a
rock, settled in the depths of the seas’ to ‘the star swimming in its orbit towards its known destination’.
It explores the darkest cornes of the human heart, penetrating the souls of both the believer and the
disbeliever with an insight that grasps the subtlest emotions within. It extends toward humanity’s
distant past and its future to teach it the duties of life, portraying a captivating picture of successive
civilizations before calling upon us to reflect and learn from their consequences. Its moral teachings
stem from a deep psychological understanding of human nature, describing the flaws it forbids and
warns against, as well as the virtues it calls us to emulate through the lives of the prophets—those
heroes and martyrs in the epic of record heaven. Upon this basis, the Qur’an urges the believer toward
sincere repentance by promising forgiveness, the very basis of penal education in heavenly religions.

The monotheistic democratic project views man as honored by the Creator even before his

birth:
Bennabi states (Reflections, 2002, p. 91): “Undoubtedly, the fundamental valuation of man, upon
which the democratic project in Islam was built, is the core reason behind the transformation that
turned theoretical principles into tangible social realities. Before Umar Ibn Al-Khattab issued the
regulation regarding nursing mothers, which we previously mentioned—Dbefore the ruler even made
his decree—there was already within man that moment of self-reflection, a review of conscience,
from which arose that cry recorded in history through the words of Ibn Al-Khattab himself: ‘Woe to
Umar! How many children of the Muslims has he caused to die?’ (...) The infant still suckling at his
mother’s breast, in Umar’s eyes, was nothing less than a fully realized man, or rather, a prospective
citizen. The Caliph did not merely see in him his humanity or the mere presence of society embodied
in his person; he saw far more than that. He saw in him the presence of an inestimable value—one
placed within his very essence by God before he was even born into this world, a value divinely
ordained on the day Adam was honored.”

Islam was the cause for the tension that unleashed the hand, mind, and heart, setting
civilization into motion:

Bennabi states (Reflections, 2002, p. 40): “Thus, when studying a society, we must examine its
condition within specific circumstances. The Arab society before the Quranic era was vastly different
from what it became afterward. If we assess its productivity over the four-thousand-year period from
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the time of Ishmael to the Prophet Muhammad—peace be upon him—uwe find it reduced to little more
than ten Mu ‘allagat (pre-Islamic odes). This indicates that the social energies—those of the heart,
mind, and hand—were in a state devoid of the social tension that drives production with vigor and
intensity, yet, when Islam arrived, it managed to build a civilization within half a century. This means
that Islam introduced the driving forces necessary for the hand, mind, and heart to work in harmony,
creating a civilization that radiated with influence.”

3.3.2 Perceptual Images from the Realm of People:

What was a behavior and attitude at a specific time and place, of which we have selected many,
whether it was issued by the author, or a story in the form of a human model that represents the
abstract idea, or in the form of the events of a fictional or realistic story that collectively represents
the abstract idea (Qutb, Artistic Imagery in the Quran, 2014, pp. 47, 52).

The Sufi Commits Suicide by Escaping His Civilizational Responsibilities Through Litanies
and Prayer Beads:

A perceptual image highlighting the phenomenon of a Muslim society losing the element of
tension and purpose in life, leading it toward passive mysticism. Bennabi states (Reflections, 2002,
p. 44): "There is no doubt that if we were to study Islamic history in light of these considerations, we
would find that the Islamic society faced a crisis of losing its driving forces from an early stage.
Reform movements that emerged in various forms within it were expressions of this crisis, including
Sufism, which, to some extent, represents the negative impulses that drive an individual who has lost
the meaning of life toward self-destruction. The Sufi, too, departs from the natural order of life,
freeing himself from its responsibilities through litanies and prayer beads, just as an ordinary suicide
frees himself from his responsibilities with a dagger. The Sufi commits suicide by means of the spirit."

The Difference between a Man Who Overcomes the Gloom of Solitude by Designing Objects
and Another Who Does So by Designing Ideas:

A perceptual image that illustrates the material and unseen dimensions of humanity’s search for
happiness, based on the stories of Robinson Crusoe and Hayy ibn Yaqdhan, where the characters
shared similar spatial and temporal circumstances, they differed in how they occupied themselves to
escape isolation. Bennabi considers each story to reflect its respective society and cultural model (The
Problem of Ideas in the Muslim World, 1970, pp. 17, 22). He states: "One either looks down at one’s
feet, toward the earth, or raises one’s gaze toward the sky. The first approach fills one’s solitude with
objects, as the dominant gaze seeks to possess them, while the second fills solitude with ideas, as the
inquisitive gaze searches for truth. Through these two approaches, two cultural models emerge: a
culture of domination, rooted in technical prowess, and a culture of civilization, rooted in ethics and
unseen (...). Robinson Crusoe overcomes the gloom of solitude through labor, throughout that day,
his entire world of thought is concentrated on an object—the table he wants to craft for himself.
[Whereas] Hayy ibn Yagdhan does not escape the gloom of solitude by building a table but by
constructing and discovering ideas. His world is not one where time is defined by the pursuit of an
object but by the pursuit of meaning."

A Woman Representing the Tension of Conscience in an Emerging Society:

A perceptual image that highlights a practical manifestation of how moral tension shapes
individual ethics (Bennabi, Reflections, 2002, p. 44). He states: "What are the signs of tension in this
newly emerging society? One such sign appears in behavior, embodied by a woman whose conscience
was filled with tension, as she came to Muhammad—peace be upon him—demanding that the
punishment for adultery be carried out upon her, despite the secrecy surrounding her act. Yet her
inner tension would not let her rest; she insisted with remarkable persistence. The Prophet—peace be
upon him—turned her away, for she was pregnant, telling her to return after giving birth. Once she
had delivered her child, she came back, once again demanding the punishment, her wakeful
conscience and deeply rooted moral tension driving her insistence. Finally, the punishment was
carried out, and thus, the memory of a woman who exemplified the tension of conscience in a nascent
society was immortalized. Even Arab society at the time did not fully grasp the significance of this
moral tension, which is evident in the reaction of some individuals when the Prophet—peace be upon
him—performed the funeral prayer for her. To their astonishment, he responded with words to the
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effect of: ‘She has repented with a repentance so immense that if it were distributed among the people
of Medina, it would have been enough for them all.””

Discussion

Many modern studies in the field of dialectic theology have agreed on the necessity of renewal in
both methodology and style (Naffati, 2011, pp. 72, 75). The perceptual image serves as a
methodological tool capable of bridging methodology—due to its cognitive function—and style,
given its figurative nature. For Bennabi, the perceptual image is more than just an aesthetic or stylistic
device; it is an epistemic necessity, which stems from the complex reality in which Muslims live—a
reality that demands a high level of synthesis to address the existential questions challenging religious
thought at its core. But what are the obstacles that have hindered perceptual images from being fully
effective in theological discourse? What challenges, according to Bennabi, does this discourse face?

4.1.0 The Crisis of Verbalism and the Challenges of the Visual Age

4.1.1 The Verbalist Tendency in Theological Discourse:

The absence of a practical logic in dealing with revelation is a fundamental cause of the Muslims'
decline. This has resulted in two main manifestations: first, the dialectical tendency that has
characterized dialectic speech, which led to a rupture between theological discourse and behavior;
second, the literary and verbalist inclination that defined the reform movements and what Bennabi
called the post-Almohad man. Bennabi states (The Problem of Culture, 2000, p. 87): "It may be said
that the Islamic society lives according to the principles of the Quran. However, it is more accurate
to say that it speaks according to the principles of the Quran, due to the absence of a practical logic
in its Islamic conduct.” He also points out that literalism and argumentation have become defining
characteristics of the post-Almohad period in general and of reformist theological discourse in
particular. This, he argues, is among the key reasons why the Muslim does not move toward
civilization but instead lives in contradictions with his faith and principles. The Muslim does not need
to be presented with a doctrine he already knows; rather, he needs it to be activated within his
consciousness so that he feels it and allows it to guide his behavior (The Muslim World's Orientation,
1988, p. 54)

The danger of the literary tendency is not only that it fails to drive action but also that it hinders
the Muslim’s ability to perceive his true reality. Bennabi states (The Muslim World's Orientation,
1988, p. 59): "The Arab genius has created the most beautiful language in the world, yet in its
relationship with its own creation, it behaves like a sculptor infatuated with his own statue. The
infatuation with words is more perilous than the infatuation with metal, marble, or stone, for it leads
first and foremost to the loss of the ability to assess matters correctly, which is essential for any
positive effort toward construction.” He then intensifies the scene with a perceptual image that
encapsulates the situation: "The tyranny of words and phrases gives any interpretation of renaissance
a superficial character." Once this conceptual tyranny of words spread among lecturers and listeners,
as Bennabi notes (The Muslim World's Orientation, 1988, pp. 59-60): "The living truths that once
shaped the face of Islamic civilization have turned into lifeless truths buried in eloquent phrases and
abundant knowledge (...). Any lesson in exegesis allows us to observe the triviality of our current
culture, which has been enslaved by words, no longer reflecting a concern for action but merely a
craving for speech.” This approach not only erases the past but also destroys the present. As Bennabi
explains (The Muslim World's Orientation, 1988, p. 61): "It has propagated a refined literalism, giving
the illusion that one can change the conditions of life by teaching people to appreciate the 'things' of
Islamic civilization and the eloquence of Arabic literature.

4.1.2 The Age of the Perceptual Image:

Civilizational studies indicate that our current era is the age of the image, as humanity has passed
through three distinct modes of knowledge: the age of text, the age of symbol, and the age of image
(Devlin, 2001, pp. 18-19). The age of text was represented by the manuscript, which served as the
strongest carrier of knowledge, fulfilling the civilizational roles required by humans in their social,
political, emotional, and historical lives. This was akin to the pre-Islamic ode, which played a crucial
role in praise, satire, love, and weeping over ruins. It was followed by the age of symbol, which
emerged as a result of logical reflection on knowledge, leading to the development of mathematical
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and logical languages and the encoding of knowledge (Babaami & Kouzi, From Latency to
Civilizational Action: The Question of the Relationship Between Thought and Action, 2015, pp. 41—
42).

If Malek Bennabi spoke of the post-Almohad world and summarized its characteristics as
textuality, verbalism, and a literary inclination, other studies point to a post-Ottoman world with more
complex features in addition to those of the post-Almohad era. The most prominent of these
characteristics is the shift from material colonization to intellectual and ideological colonization, and
from a world of villages, cities, and hamlets to one of globalization, a single global village, and the
media machine (Kouzi, 2015, pp. 149-150). In this new context, communication and entertainment
platforms function as intellectual tanks that invade perceptions and concepts, just as physical armies
once invaded lands and geographic spaces in the post- Almohad era.

Among the classifications proposed by civilization scholars for this era is the "Third Wave
Civilization," which refers to the era of postmodernity, instability, and the explosion of information—
following humanity’s passage through the agricultural age and then the industrial age, before settling
in an era of instability and uncertainty (Toffler, 1990, p. 317). One of the fundamental reasons behind
the astonishing rise of religious sects is that the third wave individual experiences a sense of emptiness
and fragmentation, lost among scattered particulars, as life structures have crumbled and their
cognitive framework has fractured. In response, they turn to religion to construct a comprehensive
and complex life structure for themselves (Toffler, 1990, pp. 410-411). Religious sects, in turn, offer
"meaning"—their core commodity—no matter how absurd it may seem. This "meaning™ provides
structure, a framework, a goal, and coherence to life, enabling individuals to reassemble their
fragmented selves, escape chaos, and find stability. This is achieved through specific concepts and
perceptual images that they repeat, shaping their lives accordingly (Toffler, 1990, p. 413).

4.2.0 The Perceptual Image as an Outcome

4.2.1 The Perceptual Image in the Qur’an

In his book The Qur'anic Phenomenon, Bennabi emphasizes the metaphorical and visual power
of Qur’anic verses—not only from a rhetorical and figurative perspective but also in terms of their
connection to a unified cosmic vision and their practical effectiveness. Given the importance of
imagery in shaping perception of the unseen, visual representation constitutes three-quarters of the
Qur’an, while the remaining quarter requires abstract mental reasoning, as seen in sections of
argumentation and legislation (Qutb, Artistic Imagery in the Qur’an, 2014, p. 204). While meanings
conveyed through direct statements reach the mind devoid of aesthetic nuances, the second approach,
as Sayyid Qutb explains (Scenes from the Resurrection in the Qur’an, 2006, p. 8), "addresses the
senses and emotions, reaching the soul through multiple channels: through imagery and rhythm to
the senses, through the senses to perception, and through resonances and light to the heart. The
intellect serves as only one among many gateways to the soul, rather than its sole and exclusive entry
point.”

4.2.2 The Cosmic Vision and Metaphor:

Bennabi establishes a clear and strong connection between metaphorical imagery and its cosmic
background, emphasizing the cognitive role of metaphor. He calls for further exploration of the
language employed by the Qur’an in eschatological themes to uncover, as he describes (The Qur'anic
Phenomenon, 2000, p. 192), “a vast domain where one can observe the expansive reach of the
Qur'anic phenomenon (...) for it brought about a tremendous revolution in Arabic literature by
transforming the artistic tool of expression. On one hand, it replaced the structured prose sentence
with the metered verse, and on the other, it introduced a new concept that brought with it fresh ideas
and themes (...) to connect the pre-Islamic mentality with the current of monotheism. These concepts,
however, are not merely translated into Qur’anic verses; rather, the Qur’an assimilated them,
internalized them, and then adapted them to suit the Arab intellect.”

If Bennabi strongly advocated for the influence of reality in shaping an individual's perceptual
image of the unseen, EI-Messiri, in contrast, argued for the impact of the perceptual image of the
unseen on reality, and both defended the unique structure of the Qur'anic perceptual image. Qur'anic
metaphors of the unseen are characterized by indeterminacy while maintaining a fixed center, unlike
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Christian metaphors, which are defined by determinacy and a dispersed final reference and center
(El-Messiri, Dialogues with Dr. Abdelwahab EI-Messiri: Culture and Method, 2010, p. 359).

The perceptual image serves as both a sign of the human inability to fully grasp the Qur'anic text
and a testament to the text’s evocative power across various contexts. When the perceptual image
integrates with the human intellect, it draws upon prior knowledge, cognitive predispositions, and
environmental conditions, generating solutions that address reality. In this way, the Qur’anic text
remains an enduring source of solutions across all times and places (Babaami, In Love with the Words
of God, 2018, p. 145).

4.3.0 Epistemological Integration across Disciplines

Modern dialectic theology calls for the renewal and adaptation of inferential research tools to
align with the complexity of reality (Abd al-Rahman, 2000, p. 158). The classical approach was
predominantly influenced by Cartesian rationalism, which treated belief as a purely intellectual
proposition requiring a logical foundation.

Malek Bennabi, however, employed multiple methodologies in his analyses of the human
phenomenon, a fact evident in his incorporation of various scientific fields closely related to
perceptual images (Bouchaa’la, 2023, p. 17). The study of perceptual images fundamentally relies on
interdisciplinarity, as it deals with the formation of reality perception. This necessitates an integrated,
cross-disciplinary approach for two main reasons: the complex nature of perception itself and the
inherently multifaceted nature of reality. Contemporary methodological studies converge on the
necessity of epistemological integration, particularly given the structural complexity of the Third
Wave era. The fragmentation-based methodologies of the Second Wave have proven entirely
inadequate in providing effective solutions (Toffler, 1990, pp. 331-333).

4.4.0 Analytical Models of Perceptual Images in Creed:

The process of analysis begins with identifying the images present in the text, then establishing
connections between them to determine their meaning within the given context. This is followed by
abstracting the epistemological model that emerges from the collective images and finally reading
the text as a cohesive whole (EI-Messiri, Dialogues with Dr. Abdelwahab EI-Messiri: Culture and
Method, 2010, p. 358) to uncover the ultimate dimensions of these images, the classification of
doctrinal issues, as proposed by Badawi (Badawi, 2009, pp. 65-67), is employed.

The following are the stages of analysis:

1. Extracting the Central Perceptual Image — This is the core image under which other partial
images converge, all contributing to the same perceptual meaning.
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2. Extracting the Peripheral Perceptual Images — These clarify one or more aspects of the central
perceptual image.

3.Deriving Dimensions and Characteristics — This stage highlights the final epistemological
dimensions of the image by revealing elements of the monotheistic worldview and examining the
reasons behind its conceptual strength.

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= They express the deep connection between the elements of the worldview (Allah-man—universe)
and the impact of one's stance toward God on both the individual and their relationship with the
universe.

= They explore behavioral science issues, such as the duality of soul and body, mind and self, and
the influence of doctrine in directing each component toward generating positive outcomes.

= They examine the impact of religious conceptions on social transformations.

= A strong correlation emerges between the laws governing the material world—such as those in
electricity and chemistry—and the laws governing human phenomena, without overlap between
them.

= They emphasize the true role of religion in guiding the details of daily life, affirming the
fundamental connection between righteous action and its faith-based foundation. They highlight that
morality cannot exist outside a religious framework and underscore the role of faith in shaping a
character capable of bearing the burdens of practical obligations and their consequences.

Drawing inspiration from the events of Hayy ibn Yagdhan, one can compare it
with its Western counterpart, Robinson Crusoe, which shares similar events.
(Bennabi, The Problem of Ideas in the Muslim World, 1970, pp. 17, 22). "One either
looks around at their feet, toward the earth, or lifts their gaze toward the sky. The
first approach fills one’s solitude with objects, where their dominant gaze strives to
possess them. The second fills one’s solitude with ideas, prompting them to seek
truth with a questioning vision (...). Robinson Crusoe overcomes the melancholy of
isolation through work. (...) Hayy ibn Yaqgdhan does not overcome his loneliness by
making a table, but by constructing and discovering ideas. In his world, time is not
determined in favor of something."

We must observe a child struggling with a small problem to appreciate the
effort—sometimes accompanied by despair—of breaking into the world of ideas.
These small tragedies often go unnoticed by families and schools. However, a child
sometimes recalls that, after repeatedly facing a difficulty without overcoming it,
their thought and intellect eventually reveal a way to conquer it. They find the
solution on their own. At that moment, for the child, it is an ‘Archimedean
moment’—they can shout ‘Eureka!” just as Archimedes did. This moment, usually
between the ages of seven and eight, marks their entry into the world of ideas,
unaided by others. This step is crucial in their progressive integration into society,
as it roots them in an authentic cultural environment, shaping them into either a
Hayy ibn Yaqdhan or a Robinson Crusoe."(Bennabi, The Problem of Ideas in the
Muslim World, 1970, p. 26.

e Literary arts, such as storytelling and symbolic hymns, are key tools used by Bennabi to solidify
a perceptual image around a specific subject.

e The image is intensified by linking levels of differentiation between the three worlds and the
characteristics of human developmental stages, giving the classification a high degree of coherence
and interpretability, indicating the presence of order and shared wisdom across various levels of
human existence, both material and spiritual.

¢ One of the features of the perceptual image’s strong influence is its connection to psychological
sensations and their ultimate dimensions of existence.

e The images contain direct educational projections, both at the individual and institutional levels.

e The perceptual image emphasizes the clear paradox: the originality of Islamic thought in its
intellectual depth, even if it conflicts with its material reality, and the crisis of Western thought in its
superficiality, even if it advances in its civilizational reality.

Perceptual Image on Culture, Network of Relationships, and Effectiveness:

¢ One of the perceptual images was inspired by the verse: "Who is better guided: someone who
falls on his face, or someone who walks steadily on a straight path?" (Al-Mulk:23).

o The logic of the struggle between nations and the clash of civilizations is clearly visible at the
level of ideas.

e The fine and sensitive characteristics from the field of "blood transfusion™ have been drawn in
the process of transferring the tools of one civilization to another.

e The close relationship between science and religion in dialectic theology, and that they are
necessarily intertwined, with strong evidence from pre-Islamic history and real-world events.

e The authenticity, origin, and high standing of the monotheistic vision in matters of civilization,
and the warning against the danger of the inherent relationship between means and their final
reference.

e Ignorance is a characteristic of the state of ignorance (Jahiliyyah) and the time before revelation,
while knowledge is a characteristic of Islam because it is is the source of revelation.

e The representation of abstract meanings in tangible forms makes the dimensions of the idea
transparent and impactful.

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= The effectiveness of culture is not linked to the quantity of information but to its transcendent
reference and its power to shape the social environment.

= Bennabi considered self-discipline and self-denial as the primary causes for the formation of
social networks, which relates to the science of behavioral purification.

= Bennabi denied the possibility of knowledge formation in the absence of strong social ties, which
connects to the sociology of knowledge.

= The images illustrate the systematic and causal relationship between the decline of religious
conscience and the fall of civilization.

= From an Islamic perspective, knowledge is fundamentally inseparable from action.

* The images provided new dimensions for reading the Prophet’s biography, such as its practical
and civilizational aspects.

= The embodiment and personification of ideas make them more impactful, as seen in the image
of ignorance and idolatry.

= The images emphasize the practical and civilizational role that demands greater effort from a
Muslim compared to a non-Muslim due to the higher purpose and ultimate objective.

It became evident from the above discussion how effective the perceptual image is in highlighting
the religious idea in Bennabi’s thought, as well as its methodological features, characteristics, and
advantages. Additionally, two fundamental issues emerged concerning the importance of the
perceptual image in activating faith:

e Despite the crucial role of the perceptual image in shaping a comprehensive vision of the
worldview and its fundamental pillars, it is insufficient for establishing the finer details and specifics
of belief. However, this is not a flaw but rather an inherent feature of the perceptual image’s structure.
Its absence would mean the absence of the perceptual image itself, for if it contained detailed
specifics, it would lose its ability to encompass the holistic and comprehensive vision. (Lakoff &
Johnson, 2009, p. 31).

The impact of the perceptual image fundamentally relies on the recipient’s linguistic and
imaginative capacity, as it heavily draws on artistic elements. As stated by Lakoff and Johnson (2009,
p. 219): "It is not only connected to thought but also encompasses all the natural dimensions of our
experience, including sensory aspects such as color, shape, substance, and sound, among others.
These dimensions do not merely structure our sensory experience but also shape our aesthetic
experience.” This characteristic presents a challenge for the perceptual image in terms of the
recipient’s linguistic and expressive ability. Bennabi himself, regretfully, acknowledged his inability
to grasp much of the Qur'anic eloquence, which prevented him from fully exploring its intellectual
and civilizational horizons. He said in The Quranic Phenomenon (2000, p. 63): "Thus, I find myself
bewildered, helpless, and without means in a matter that is of the utmost importance to me as a
Muslim." This paper raises the question: How can a generation whose artistic taste has been
manipulated by commercialized media and entertainment be able to comprehend the parables and
images that Allah has sent to them in the Quran?

Conclusion

The perceptual image is an essential tool and method for shaping a holistic worldview and
organizing perceptions in an era of mental fragmentation—often referred to as the civilization of the
third wave. In intellectual writing, the perceptual image serves as the core of an idea and its practical
conceptual essence. Finding and formulating it is like discovering a map of intertwined, winding
paths, as it provides a meaningful refuge to protect modern humans from fragmentation, absurdity,
and uncertainty.

Through the perceptual image, Bennabi was able to bridge two seemingly distant elements: the
philosophical and epistemological foundation and the apparent, detailed aspects. He employed the
perceptual image as condensed visualizations of what he analyzed in detail. It can be said that Bennabi
dissects the civilizational scene and then reassembles it into a vivid artistic painting, displaying it
before the reader’s eyes to prevent them from getting lost in details and to inspire them to take action.
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The dominance of the world of objects is evident in the types of perceptual images he used—an
influence clearly stemming from his technical background before engaging in civilizational studies.
Bennabi employed rigid, technical material images to express the consistency and systematic nature
of civilization formation. Conversely, he used broad, abstract images when discussing responsibility,
will, and choice, as these aspects vary based on individual understanding and capacity for
commitment and performance.

Bennabi made extensive use of perceptual images at different levels: from partial metaphors,
where there is a direct comparison between two elements (which is most common), to mental images
where the compared element is an abstract idea, and finally to perceptual images where the compared
element is a general principle. This is particularly evident in some of his book titles, such as Between
Guidance and Misguidance and The Birth of a Society, as well as in symbolic anthems that introduce
certain chapters and sections.

The paper proposes the following research topics:

e Reformulating Bennabi’s intellectual material through the perspective of central and peripheral
perceptual images, analyzing their characteristics and conceptual dimensions.

e Extracting perceptual images from all his books and transforming them into illustrations to be
included in new editions of his works and utilized for educational purposes, given the civilizational,
practical, and pedagogical depth that characterizes most of his perceptual images.

O, homginin muavinatlori paylamagq v ehtiyaci
olanlara kdmok etmok Uclin moasuliyyst dasiyir.

Xilafot ideyasi Islam imperiyasinin ilk hékmdarlart ddvriinde yaranmis vo sonralar inkisaf
etdirilmisdir. Tarix boyu bas veran hadisalorlo slagadar xilafot anlayist miixtalif doyisikliklors vo
mibahisali sorhlora moruz qalmigdir. Xilafatin asas ideyas1 miisalman icmasinin birliyini qorumag,
mudafiasini va rifahin1 tomin etmakdir. Xolifo yalmz Qurani-Koarimo asaslanan siilh, adalot vo Islam
prinsiplorini tablig etmolidir. Peygombor dévriiniin Islam tarixi sona catdigdan sonra onun moshur
sohabolori (Sehabs Mahommad Peygombari gériib islami gobul edan vo miisslman oldugu halda 6lan
soxslaro deyilir) ©bu Bokr, Omor, Osman va Blinin dovlat bascis1 olduqlari otuz ilo yaxin davam
edon dovrs Islam tarixindo Rasidi Xolifolori dévrii deyilir (Koses, 2020, s. 15).

Orob dovlotin yaradicis1 Mohommad peygombordon sonra hokmdar segilon bu soxslor Islam
diinyasinda saleh soxslor hesab edilir. Onlardan sonraki hokmdarlar iso hakimiyystin 6tirilmosi vo
ya varislik yolu ilo taxt-taca sahib olmusdular.

Hesab edirik ki, “Orob Xilafoti” ifadesinin islodilmasi Islam prinsiplorine hegda tam uygun deyil.
Ciinki Islam yayildigca onun toblig etdiyi doyorlor torofdarlari yasayan orazidoe vo etnik
monsubiyyatindon asili olmayaraq genislonon Xilafotdo biitin misalmanlar1 bir bayraq altinda
birlosdirdi. Getdikco daha gox suriyalilar, farslar, qibtilar, barbarlor va s. kimi xalglarm islami qobul
etmasi naticasinds aroblor misslmanlarin imumi kiitlesinds azliga ¢evrildilar.

Fikrimizi asaslandirmagq tiglin burada bir magama digqatinizi yonaltmak istordik. Masalo bundadir
ki, s6zu gedon dovrlords islam dévlati dini prinsiplor asasinda quruldugundan vahid idi vo milli
prinsiplor heg¢ bir shamiyyat kosb etmirdi. Mohz bu sababdon dovlsti Orob Xilafoti adlandirmaq
dizgiin deyil. Dovlotin "Orob Xilafoti" adlanmasi yalniz oroblorin yasadigi orazini tosvir etdiyindon
montigli olard1 ki, etnik monsubiyyatino baxmadan bitun misslmanlari ohato edon bir dovlot
anlayisin1 bildiron "Islam xilafati” ifadosi islonsin. Islam tarixinde ©bu Bakrlo baslayan, Omarin
hakimiyyati illorinds qudratlonan, Osmanin iqgtidart dévriinde mozhoblagon (dini agids ilo bagh
secilon yol), Olinin dévriinds isa Vatondas miiharibasi ilo biton dovr “Roasidi Xilafoti” dovrii adlanir.

Rasidi xalifalorindan olan ilk ¢ xalifo Madina soharinda, sonuncu niimayandolori iss Kufa
sohorindo yasamisdir (Mardangin, 2012, s. 65).

Tadqiqgat

Bu todgiqatimiz1 orab tarixinds ilk nizami ordunu quran ikinci Rasidi Xalifosi Omar ibn Xottaba
hasr etmisik. Bir asrdon coxdur ki, movzu Uzrs ixtisaslasmis todqiqatcilar cahiliyys (Islamagadorki
dovr) icinds yasayan orablars biitiin Araliq denizini vo qonsu torpaqlar foth etmoys imkan veran
sobablori arasdirirlar. Fothlorin mivaffogiyyatinin sobobini adoton demografik, igtisadi, siyasi vo
harbi amillorla slagalondirirlor. Umumi gobul edilon miiddea belodir ki, demografik partlay1s orablori
yaxinliqdaki arazilors kiitlovi yiiriiso sévq etmisdi.

Digor bir teziso goro iSa orob tayfalarinin yeni dinin bayrag: altinda birlosmasi, uzun siran
Bizans-Sasani savaslar1 va foth edilon arazilords bas veran epidemiyalar arablarin asan galabasi igiin
olverigli sorait yaratmisdi. Bir ¢ox todqiqatgilar Orabistanin bir-birina diisman olan gobilalarinin
birlogsmasinds Islami holledici rolunu vo onlarin qonsulari arasinda yeni dini yaymaq istoklorinin
boyUk arob fathlorinin asas sebabi oldugunu qgeyd edirlar.

Hesab edirik ki, mohz Islam dinini daha gox 6lkalordo yaymagq amili arablors Sorgin hiidudlarindan
konarda, Afrikadan Cino godor uzanan yeni hokmdarlara cevrilmays imkan verdi. Koégari arablorin
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madani, maddi, toskilati cohatdon iggal edilon Olkalorin xalglarindan geri galmalarina baxmayaraq onlar
haqgl olaraq dovriin iki yenilmaz kKimi goriinan fovqal imperiyalarint maglub eds bildilor.

Yuxarida qeyd edildiyimiz kimi, miisolman ekspansiyasinin simala dogru genislonmasi orob
gobilolorinin Mohommad peygomborin osasini qoydugu tovhid (toktanrigihq anlayisinin Islamda
garsiligl) dininin adindan ¢ixis edon yeni hakim elitanin rahbarliyi ilo birlosmasinin mantigi naticasi idi.

Qeyd edok ki, musslman icmasmn rahbarlori osason sshor muhitinds yasayanlardan, Mokks,
Moadinalilordon ibarat oldugu halda Islani kéniillii vo ya zorla gobul edorok onlara tabe olanlarin
oksariyyati kdcari orob tayfalarindan ibarat idi. Mohommad peygambarin yaratdigi va onun ardicillarinin
golacakds idars etdiyi dovlsts avvalca ham misalman, ham do Xristian arob gabilolori daxil idi.

Maraqlidir ki, oreb istilalarinin ovvalindo Xristian oroblor heterodoksluglarina (qeyri din
monsublar1) baxmayaraq, miisalman dovlstinin vo harbi quvvalorinin tamhiquqglu Gzvlari hesab
edilirdilor. Onlarin xiisusi statusunun on bariz nimunasi misalman ddvlstinin himayasi altinda
yasayan digar xristianlara, eloca do yohudilars totbiqg edilan cizys (bitiin geyri misslmanlarin 6dadiyi
can vergisi) vergisindon azad edilmolori idi (Knis, 2015, s. 72).

Bu xristianlar xilafatin dévlst strukturlarinda istanilon yiksak vazifalari doa tuta bilordilor. Xristian
alimlari xtsusi ilo moshur idilar. Tarix¢i ol QUftinin molumatina asason Abbasi xalifasi Momun 831-
ci ildo Xilafatda ilk elmi moktob hesab edilon “Hikmaotlor Evi’ni qurarkon 37 xristian alimin
kdmoyindoan istifado etmis, onlarin sirasindan Obu Zokariyys Yuhannani isa moktabs rohbor toyin
etmisdi (Folta, 1987, s. 70).

Orablarin 6z qonsularina qarsi isgalg1 yurislorinin ideoloji asaslarini tapmaq bir o gadar doa gatin
deyil. Belo ki, Allahin iradasine taslimiyyati tanimaq istomayanlara qarsi ¢oxsayli Quran gagirislar
ilk avvallor Makka miisriklarina vo Yasrib yshudilarina qarst yonalss do Rasidi xilafati dévrindan
baslayaraq miisolmanlarin oleyhdarlar1 Islam diismonlori hesab edilirdilor. Qurani-kerimin ol-Bhzab
surasinin 26-27-ci ayalori agiq sokilds ardicillarina biitiin sleyhdarlari tizarinds galib goalocayini vad
edir (Musayev, 2013, s. 340).

Ustolik, bunu da geyd edok ki, halo Mohammad peygomborin 6zii Suriya va Falastinin conub
sorhadloring, on azi, iki horbi ekspedisiya gondordi. Onun bu siyasoti varislorinin hakimiyyati
illorindo orablorin foth (Sroblor géro Islam dininin yaymaq moqsadi ilo hor hansisa soher vo ya
6lkanin silah gicu ilo zabt etmok) adlandirdigi isgallara baslamasina sabab oldu. Peygombarimizin
vofatindan sonra Oshabi-kiramin (sohabalorin) séz birliyi ilo Islam1 qobul eden ilk insanlardan biri
olan ©Obu Boakr os-Siddig mlsalmanlarin ilk xolifosi se¢ildi. Catin sortlor vo sixintili giinlordo dovlot
bascis1 olan ©bu Bokrin hakimiyyoati illorindo 6lkadoki biitiin mohkoma islori Omor ibn Xottaba
hovals edilmisdi. ©bu-Bakr 6limindan avval diger sohabalorin naraziligina baxmayaraq, tokidlo
mohz Omori 6z varisi toyin etdi (Ulkyu, 2018, s. 28-29).

Obu Bokr Islam comiyyatinin sabitliyini tomin etmok, giiclii vo tocriibali bir rohbar secmok
moagsadi ilo Omoarin xalifo olmasii istoyirdi. Tarixi hadisalorin inkisafi gdstordi ki, ©bu Bokrin
Omoari xalifo segmosi, imumilikds, dogru bir qorar olmusdur. Belo ki, Omarin xalifoliyi dévrii hom
dini, hom do dinyavi baximdan Islam dovlatinin on parlag dovrlorinden biri hesab olunur. Obu
Bokrdon sonra miisalmanlarin ikinci xolifasi olan Omor Islam peygomborinin gobilosi olan Qureys
gobilasinin Boni Odiy siilalasine monsubdur. Islam1 qobul edon qirxinct soxs olan Omar ibni Xattab
hicratdan (tork etmak) 40 il avval 582-ci ilds anadan olmusdu (Ulkyu, 2018, s. 29).

O, "Asora ol-Mubossirin", yoni halo sag ikon vad edilmis connot mokani ilo mujdalonon on
sohabadan biridir. Omar Qureys goabilasinin on métabar adamlarindan, qobils agalarindan biri idi.
Goncliyinda Qureysda elci-safir vozifasini yerina yetirirdi. Bu vozifo 0 dévrds aroblor arasinda gox
nifuzlu bir vozifo hesab edilirdi. ©gar gobilo daxilinds vo ya basga bir tayfa ilo miinaqiso bas
versaydi, taraflor 6z niimayandalari kimi Omoro miiraciot edardilor. Omar ¢ox glicli, heybatli biri idi
0O, eyni zamanda natiglik gabiliyyatino malik sla tobligci idi. Sama vo Iraqa coxlu ticarat saforlori
edon Omor misalman olmamisdan ovval fars v orab hakimleri ila gériislor kegirirdi ki, bu da onun
ntfuzundan xabar verirdi.

Sort xarakteri ilo tanman Omor cahiliyyst dévrinds do yasadigi iiciin Islam dinini orob
comiyyatinin snonavi dayarlorina vo inanclarina tohlilka kimi gorunirdi. Bu sobobdon do islami
gobul etmazdan avval ilk mlsalmanlara qarsi ¢ox sart vo diismongiliklo yanagma raftar1 ilo maghur
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idi. Lakin 0, misalman olandan sonra Islamin giiclonmasina va genislonmasine boyiik téhfalor
vermisdir. Omaor ibn Xottab xalifa oldugdan sonra, Islamm yayilmasina bdyiik ohomiyyat verdi vo
xususi ilo Suriyada vo Iraqda strateji doyisikliklor etdi. Onun dovriinds islam ordular: bu orazilords
miihiim ugurlar qazandi. iraqin fathina xususi digget ayrildi vo Omor burada bazi shomiyyatli horbi
vo inzibati islahatlar hayata kegirdi. O, Xalid ibn Validin rohbarliyi altinda islam ordusunun Suriya
vo Iraqda qazandig1 ugurlara baxmayaraq, onun yerina peygombarin sohabolorinden biri ©bu Ubeyda
Corrah1 qosunlarin bas komandan tayin etdi (Ulk, 2016).

Islam tarixi ilo bagli bazi osorlorde Bani-Tomim gobilasinin bascis1 Malik ibn Niiveyronin Xalid
ibn Validin amri ilo gotlo yetirilmasi sabobinden Omorin sonuncunu vozifasindan uzaqlasdirdigini
geyd edilir.

Hesab edirik ki, Omorin bu gorar1 islam dévletinin idaroetma strategiyasmi vo morkozi
hakimiyyati qorumaga yonolmis bir addim idi. Belo ki, Xalid ibn Valid, Islamm on bdyik
gohromanlarindan biri olaraq ¢ox sayda doytislords bOylk zaforlor gazanmisdi. Lakin onun basg¢iligi
ilo ordu muistaqil olmus vo soxsin niifuzundan asili vaziyysts diismiisdii. Bu hal ordunun idars
edilmosindo catinliklor yaradaraq gelocokdo halo yeni qurulan dovloti zaiflado bilordi. Omor ibn
Xottabin Xalid Ibn Validi vozifosindan azad etmosi, islam dovlatinin uzunmiiddatli sabitliyini va
guclu idaraetma strukturunu qurmag moagsadi ilo verilmis siyasi bir qorar idi.

Omor xalifa oldugdan sonra Xilafatin ilk illarinda halo &bu Bokr as-Siddigin dovriinds baslayan
foth siyasatini daha da gticlondirdi va genislondirdi. Onun on illik hakimiyyati dévriinds misalman
dovlsti Bizans Falastinini, Suriyani vo Misiri, eloca do Sasanilor imperiyasinin digor srazilorini 6z
torpaqlaria gatmisdi (Rodionov, 2001, s. 49).

635-ci ildo Omorin rohbarliyi altinda Madinanin misalman rahbarliyi o dévrds paytaxt: Domasq
olan Bizans imperiyasinin ayalstini toskil edon Suriya va Falastinin sistemli sokilds fothins baglamaq
gorarina goldi (Knis, 2015, s. 76).

23 avqust 634-cii ildo Xalifo Omeor Sasanilora qgarst vurusan islam ordusuna dostok mogsadi ilo
Obu Ubeydas bin al-Corrahin bas¢ilig1 altinda min nafarlik ordunu Iraq cobhasins gondardi (Yilmaz,
2016, s. 106).

Sasaniloro qars1 ardicil golobolor qazanan Islam ordular siiratlo sorhadlorini genislondirmoya
basladilar. Islam dovlatinin sorhadlorinin genislonmasi ilo paralel olaraq, isgal olunmus torpaglarin
tohllikasizliyini toamin etmok moagsadi ilo muxtalif harbi va inzibati todbirlor hoyata kegirilmali idi. Bu
moagsadlo Omoarin amri ilo 638-ci vo 642 ci illordo idaroetmoni asanlasdirmaq, fath edilmis oraziloro
xaricdan galo bilocak hiicumlara gars1 miidafio magsadi ilo Basro, Kiifa, Nil ¢ayinin sorg sahilinds
iso Fustat kimi qirx min ahalinin yerlosa bilocayi diisorgs soharlori yaradildi (Yildirim, 2013, s. 307).

Omor tokidlo israr edirdi ki, arob doyiisciilori vo onlarin ailolori mahz belo xiisusi diisorge
soharlorinds yasasinlar. Onun bu siyasati, aroblori isgal edilmis orazilorda yerli xalqin madaniyyatinin
tosirino diismokdon tocrid edorok Islam doyorlorino sadiq qalmalarina, hamginin Xilafoto qars
miigavimati azaltmaga yonalmisdi. Diisargs sohorlarinds yasayan arob doyiiseiilori cox vaxt 6z gabilo
monsubiyyatindon asili olaraq ayrica mohallolor toskil edirdilor. Har mohallo adst-anonalarini,
dillorini vo madaniyyatlorini qoruyan bir név icma idi ki, bu da onlara isgal edilmis orazilords gobilo
kimliyini qoruyub saxlamaga imkan verirdi.

Xolifo Omorin omri ilo qonsu imperiyalarin orazilorino bir nego ildirimsiiratli kosfiyyat
reydlarindan sonra Xilafot qosunlart miitogokkil isgal kampaniyalarina basladilar. Hals ilk xalifo ©bu
Bokr 6liim yataginda ikon Sasani ordusu arablar torafindon zabt edilon arazilori geri qaytarmaga say
gostordi. Bu mogsadlo Sasani harbi qlivvalorinin bas komandani Riistoam Farruxzad Caban, Jalin vo
111 Yezdogird xalas1 oglu Norsi kKimi sarkardalorin rahbarliyi ils ii¢ boyiik ordu topladi (Mutlu, 2018,
s. 375).

Coban ordusu ilo Forat ¢caymin sahilinda yerloson Boadoklo bolgasing, Narsi 6z qosununu Iranin
gorb hissasinda yerlogon Kasfora, Jolinin qosunu isa Kufa vo Basro sohorlori arasinda yerlogon
Musannaya dogru iraliladilor (Ulku, 2018, s. 31).

Qeyd edok ki, bu bdlgalarin hor birinin Sasanilar Ugln strateji shomiyyati var idi. Belo ki, muasir
Iraqin simalinda yerloson Badoklo orazisi Forat cayina nazarat etmoklo Kufa va Basra kimi mihim
orazilarlo slage saxlamaq baximindan Sasanilor imperiyasi {iglin strateji shomiyyato malik idi. Kasfor
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bolgosi, Sasanilarin Qarbi Asiya ilo slagelorinin qorunmasinda vo Bizansin golocok hiicumlarinin
qarsisinin alinmasinda boyiik shomiyyato malik idi. Musanna soharinin itirilmasi iso Sasanilor
imperiyasinin conub sorhadlorinin isgalina yol acga bilordi. Bu sababdon do Musanna sohari izarinds
nozarati alo kegirmoak iciin ham Sasanilar, hom da arab qosunlar arasinda uzun va gorgin doyiislor
bag verirdi. Oks hiicum zaman1 Sasani qosunlari xiisusi ilo Forat ¢ay1 boyu bolgalords yasayan yerli
ohalini arab istilagilarina garsi iisyana qaldirmaga ¢alisirdilar.

Lakin Sasanilarin tisyan1 qizisdirmaq cahdlorine baxmayaraq, arab qosunlarinin doyison sortlora
tez uygunlasma bacarig1 vo Yyilksok harbi hazirligi sayasinds sayasinds bu clr Usyanlar tez bir
zamanda yatirildi. Riistom Forruxzad itirilmis orazilorin geri alinmasi ti¢lin Sasani ordularinin baginda
Iraga goldi va burada aroblore gars1 miixtalif horbi omaliyyatlar hoyata kegirdi.

Bas veran hadisalori ¢cox digqgatls izloyan xilafot qosunlarinin mahsur sarkardslorindan biri olan
Miisanna ibn Hariso Iraqda bas veran hadisslor haqqinda Madinays, Omar ibn Xattaba mitomadi
olaraq molumat verirdi. Iraq cobhasindon gelon tohlilkadon narahat olan Omor Xilafotin biitin
quvvalarini safarbar etdi va bir-birinin ardinca ordular toplayib Sasaniloro qarst géndardi. Taroflor
arasinda bas veran bes boyiik doylisiin yalniz birinde moglub olan arablor sonda goti galabs gazana
bildilar ki, bu da sorqdo, iran orazisinds orob hékmranliginin qurulmasina vo Sasani imperiyasinin
movcudluguna son qoyulmasinda miithiim rol oynadi (Nasirov, 2014, 315/321).

Qudratli Sasani dovlati ilo Xilafatin harbi garsidurmalarini tohlil etsok, geyd etmok lazimdir ki,
Islamin yaranmasi Vo Orabistan yarimadasinda siiratlo yayilmasindan sonra Orob Xilafoti ilo Sasani
imperiyasi arasinda qarsidurma qagilmaz idi. Ciinki Sasanilarlo qonsulugda yasayan aroblor onlarin
mudafio gabiliyystinin zaiflodiyini vo hakim olduglari bdyiik imperiyanin sakinlorinin farslarin agir
vergi siyasatindon narazi olduglarini ¢ox yaxsi bilirdilor. Sasanilorin vergi siyasati, xtisusi il kandli
Vo asag1 tobaQo ohalisi ti¢iin agir yiik olaraq sosial naraziliglara sabab olurdu. Bels ki, torpaq sahiblori
torafindan totbig olunan olavas vergilor va isgilarin istismari ohalinin hayat soraitini ¢otinlosdirirdi.

Agir vergi siyasoti Sasanilorin daxili ziddiyyatlorini artiraraq, xarici tohdidlora qarst miidafio
gabiliyyatini zoiflodirdi. Orablor iso xUsusi ilo do Rosidi xalifolorinin dovriinds fath etdiklori
orazilorda yerli shalinin madaniyyatina va adst-onanalarina hérmotlo yanasir, onlara 6z hoyat
torzlorini davam etdirmoya imkan verirdilor. Mixtolif dinlorin niimayandoalori olan yerli shali,
muoyyan vergi 0donisi qarsiliginda 6z dini inanclarinda qala bilir vo omin-amanliq soraitindo
yasayirdi. Bu yanasma Islamin dininin tamal prinsiplorine uygun olaraq yerli ohalinin sosial vo
moadani hayatini qorumaga yonalmisdi. Lakin Sasanilarin arablora miigavimot gostora bilmamasinin
digar osas sobobi tokca yerli ohalinin onlara qarsi naraziligi ilo mohdudlagmirdi.

Bizansla davamli miiharibalor do Sasanilords daxili siyasi gorginlik meydana gatirir vo hoarbi
resurslarmi ohomiyyatli doracods azaldirdi. Mahz bu amillor Sasani imperiyasini xeyli zoiflotdi vo
onlarin arab istilasina qars1 miidafis Uctn quvvalarini somarali saforbar etmok imkanindan mohrum
etdi. Islamin yayilmasin1 vo orazilorinin genislonmasini hodofloyon Orob Xilafoti Sasanilorin daxili
vo harbi zoifliklarindon faydalanaraq serkards Siixeyl Ibni Adi ©1-Xazradcinin Kirman vilayatini foth
etmasi ilo Sasani imperiyasini tamamilo iggal etdilor (©lizados, 2003, s. 84).

Holo ilk Rasidi xalifasi ©bu Bokrin hakimiyyat illorinds doyiis meydaninda siicasti ilo mohsur
olan orab sarkordasi Xalid Ibn Valid asrlorlo davam edon miharibalorden va daxili gokismalordan
tikonmis Bizans imperiyasina qarst bir neg¢a harbi yiirtislor hoyata kecirdi. Bu kasfiyyat yiiriiglori
miivaffogiyyatlo naticalonarak miisalman dovlstine ¢oxlu gazanc gotirdi. Omarin hakimiyyatinin
ikinci ilinda Xilafot qosunlar1 Bizans imperiyasinin bir vilayatini togkil edon Suriya vo Falastinin
sistemli sokilds iggalina basladilar (Knis, 2015, s. 76).

Suriya va Falastin arazilorinin Orablar torafindon isgali iki marhalads bas verdi. 634-cl ilds bas
veran ©Ocnadeyn va 636-c1 ilds gergokloson Yormuk ddyiislorinds Xilafot qosununun inamli galabasi
Bizans imperiyasinin Sarqi Araliq danizi arazilorinds hokmiiranligina son qoydu (Ulku, 2018, s. 48-
49).

Ocnadeyn vo Yormuk doyiislori orablorin Sarqds genislonmasinin baglangicini qoymus, Bizans
imperiyasinin isa guictini zeiflotmis, aroblors Sorqde boyik bir arazi qazandiraraq Islamin yeni bir
diinya giicii kimi meydana ¢ixmasina sorait yaratmisdir. Bels ki, Ocnadeyn doylisii toraflor arsinda
ilk boyiik toqqusma olmagqla barabar, Orob Xilafatinin Misir vo Simali Afrika kimi yeni orazilora
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dogru genislonmasinin yolunu a¢dig1 halda, Bizansin Suriya iizorindoki hakimiyyatini tamamilo sona
catdirdl. Yormuk doyiisiiniin naticasi olaraq Orob Xilafoti Sam, Falostin, Suriya va Misra dogru
genislonorok Avrasiyanin boyiik hissasine yayildi. Bizansin moglubiyyati iSo imperiyanin Sorqdoki
liderlik mévqeyini sona ¢atdirmis oldu va hiicum strategiyasindan miidafioya ¢okilmays macbur etdi. Bu
iki doytis ham do Xristian Bizans ilo Mlsalman Xilafati arasinda bas veran ilk boyiik toqqusmalar idi.

Umumiyyatla, Omor ibn Xattab xristian diinyas1 ilo miinasibatlori cox digget vo xiisusi hossasligla
qururdu.

Roles and representations are two crucial elements in the construction of the historical novel, as
they determine how characters interact with events and contribute to conveying the writer’s
intellectual vision across eras. The historical novel does not merely recount facts; it adds
psychological and social dimensions to the characters, making them more vivid. Through
representation (i.e., portraying the character as imagined by the author), the novelist reshapes
historical heroes with traits that may differ from official narratives, adding dramatic depth and
enabling readers to empathize with them as individuals rather than as abstract symbols. This article
explores these aspects using the semiotic approach to understand representations and historical roles,
aiming to depict events and preserve the narrative texts from a semiotic perspective.

Introduction

One of the most prominent challenges faced by novelists—especially writers of historical
fiction—is dealing with pre-established characters that come with defined features and a specific
cultural background. These are figures documented by official history, which has etched their traits
and recorded their beginnings and ends, thereby imposing constraints on the novelist's freedom and
limiting their creative imagination.

However, the novelist’s task goes beyond merely recounting historical events; it extends to
reshaping them through a contemporary lens, shaped by the context of the era in which the text is
written and by the writer’s own ideology, which reflects their values and the goals they seek to
achieve. While history may be seen as an objective and fixed past, it is also a mutable entity—every
era reinterprets the past in new ways through the narratives and expressions it inherits. This
understanding becomes deeper when the present offers objective conditions similar to those that
prevailed in the past.

The historical novel is also considered one of the most complex literary genres, as it stands at the
intersection between established facts and the writer’s imagination—between what historians have
recorded and what the novelist reimagines.(Mustafa, p. 112) The writer is confronted with pre-
existing, well-known characters, which limits the scope for innovation and presents challenges related
to how these historical figures can be reshaped in a way that aligns with the writer’s intellectual and
contemporary vision.

Research

The novel The Book of the Prince is rich with both historical and fictional characters. Among
those confirmed in historical records, we find, in addition to Emir Abdelkader, Father Debouche, and
the narrator John Moby, several other figures within the Emir’s army and the French army and its
commanders. Moreover, numerous fictional characters contribute to blending reality with mystery in
its finest details and play a role in the development and progression of events. These include Sidi Al-
A'raj, the storyteller, the town crier, the children chasing dogs to stave off their hunger, the nanny
Nora, the old woman Khanata, the hunchbacked man, and others. The traits given to these fictional
characters, as well as the roles assigned to them by the novelist, make them closely resemble historical
figures—or what might be called “quasi-historical” characters.(Al-Zamrali, p. 26)

As a novelist—an artist rather than a historian—he undoubtedly seeks to achieve artistic
expression without distorting the truth, insofar as it reveals the novelist’s approach to dealing with
pre-established historical figures and their intellectual, cultural, and religious backgrounds. Knowing
that the writer, when constructing a fictional character based on his interaction with his experiential
reality, aims to present a vision of the world he lives in—by creating that world as he imagines it or
as he perceives it according to his stance toward it.(Said, 2006, p. 141) By examining the cultural and
ideological background of the novelist, we are prompted to ask the following question: Did Al-A‘raj
manage to find his desired subject in the figure of the Emir? And was he able to embody an ideology
that may, perhaps, contrast with that of the Emir? Moreover, did he succeed in revealing the hidden
dimensions of the Emir’s character—as a religious scholar, a Sufi mystic, and a spiritual leader before
being a political and military one? And what are the things that history did not say about the Emir,
which the novel seeks to reveal?
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1- Historical Characters in The Book of the Prince:

The pursuit of truth is what led the novelist to select fully developed artistic characters. A fully
developed character is one that appears in the story—when it does appear—without undergoing any
transformation in its core makeup; it only changes in relation to other characters, while its behavior
retains a consistent nature. For example, (Al-Zamrali, p. 27) the character of the Emir, as the
protagonist of the story, shows no noticeable change in his development or goals. Rather, he reflects
his ideology with subtle shifts, allowing the narrative to highlight the major causes of economic,
social, cultural, and even religious decline during the historical period being portrayed. At the same
time, the novel reveals the primary reasons behind the triumph of the Other—the West—and the
collapse of the resistance, and how all of this is mirrored in the contemporary period during which
the novel was written. In order to give space for this ideology to emerge and for the fictional reality
to harmonize with historical events and characters, the author employed techniques that liberated him
from the constraints of predefined characters and rigid historical events, allowing him to avoid the
trap of mere documentation. The most important of these techniques are:

* Use of the Third-Person Narrator: In The Book of the Prince, two different references interact:
a historical reference and an artistic one. The novelist draws his narrative presence from the historical
dimension in general and engages in intertextuality in particular—as the author subtly leads us to
believe—with a book written by Father Debouche titled Abd el-Kader in the Chateau of Amboise.
This intertextual link led the author to choose a foreign narrator imbued with Christian religious
thought: John Moby. He is tasked with narrating the events and presenting the Emir’s character along
with other figures, despite the potential risk of distorting the truth or misrepresenting historical
facts.(Mohammed, p. 117)For this reason, the writer often resorts to documenting the information by
citing some of its historical sources, such as the book by Monsignor Debouche, Abd el-Kader in the
Chéteau of Amboise, which was dedicated to Mr. Louis-Napoleon Bonaparte, President of the French
Republic, and authored by Monsignor Antoine. At the bottom of the page, the word “Bordeaux” is
printed in bold letters, beneath which are the details of the printing and lithography: H. Fay, 139 Saint
Catherine Street, April 1849.(Wasini, pp. 18-19)

The narrator says in one passage: “In the morning, Ibn Dourane set out toward the capital, his
face tense, his eyes swollen and empty from lack of sleep, broken by his last journey, carrying his
final letter to Marshal Vallée. Its words echoed in his head every time the Emir dictated it to his
personal scribe in his presence: ‘Peace be upon those who follow guidance. We have read the two
letters and understood their content. | told you in previous messages that the Arabs from Oulhaca to
El Kef are determined to wage jihad, and I can only stand beside those who pledged allegiance to me
in this position. | have been faithful to all the commitments | made to you and kept you informed of
every development, and here | am doing so truthfully(Wasini)... ”’(Wasini, pp. 264-265)

* Use of the Second-Person Pronoun: The second-person pronoun is most often used in the
dialogues between the priest and the Emir. The priest takes on the role of uncovering the truth about
the Emir and investigating the accuracy of the information related to his character. This intent is
clearly stated in the preface, where he declares: “While awaiting the opportunity to do something
more significant, | believe it has now become my human duty to strive tirelessly in defense of the truth
concerning this man, and to clear him of serious accusations falsely attributed to him—perhaps even
to hasten the removal of the ambiguity and darkness that have long shrouded the face of truth.(Wasini,
p. 6) ” This was done through researching historical books as well as the direct dialogues the priest
had with the Emir in his prison.

However, the priest's desire to uncover the truth in order to confront the Emir was aimed at freeing
him from his imprisonment and convincing King "Bonaparte™ to release him, thereby unshackling
him from the chains he found himself bound by after declaring his surrender on certain terms. This
was not for the purpose of condemning him, as the investigator and police commissioner described
by Michel Butor do, who interrogate the character and "gather the various elements of the story that
the main character or the narrator refuses to tell or cannot tell, and then organize these elements into
a story told in the second person to expose the words that the narrator refused to disclose or could not
express."(Michel, 1986, p. 69)
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 Use of the First-Person Pronoun: This pronoun serves to distinguish between the past and
present, allowing the historical character to become a living entity that moves beyond the past to
relive in the present(Mohammed, p. 120). The historical character speaks about themselves, and the
narrator permits them to recount stages and moments from their life, as the Emir does, allowing him
to narrate his struggle against the French occupation and his suffering on all fronts. The Emir delves
into the depths of his soul, where history cannot reach, and reveals his pain through the many dialogue
scenes that fill the novel. These scenes differ from the temporal pauses, as they contribute to the
development of the plot rather than hindering it, and they enable the characters to express themselves
in their own voice.

The Emir says after assuming the responsibility of leadership, addressing his father:
"Father, do not make me regret a leadership I never sought. The wars of the ancient Muslims are
no longer useful. Words are no longer enough. We thought we were the best at everything, but now
we realize that others have made themselves from our empty noise."(Wasini, p. 83)

The freedom in dealing with historical characters grows, reaching the level of psychological
reflection and internal monologue. This allows the novelist to exploit the historical gaps and fill them
with a world of imagination. There are many examples of this, such as when the narrator, through the
Emir’s monologue, presents him as dissatisfied with his actions, which only serve to escalate conflicts
and disperse his strength. The Emir mutters or speaks to someone while gazing into the void. His
brother, Sidi Said, and Mustafa bin al-Tahami had withdrawn to the tents when he began to destroy
the city of Ain Madi: "This is how tyranny looks, and this is how it ends in the heart of ashes."
Then, he looked far beyond the city of Ain Madi, seeing nothing but more blazing fires, ashes, and
the cries of children and the groans of pregnant women in their final months. He mounted his horse
and returned to his camp.(Wasini, pp. 384-385)

In another passage, he says: "While on horseback, when he saw the vanguard of Tariq ibn Ziyad
approaching from afar, with Tariq at the forefront, urging those who hesitated either to cross the sea
or accept a cheap death, he smelled the burning wood and heard the swords clashing in the dry,
merciless air. 'Why did you burn your ships, Tarig? If only you knew how much we need them to cross
the Moulouya waters! Why did you set fire to everything, my friend?'

But time had changed greatly, and he felt the vast distance that had crossed his memory: he had
no ships to burn, as Tariq ibn Ziyad did when difficulties, betrayals, and treacheries mounted, and
there was no solution but to save the circle as the ancients did or die for it."(Wasini, p. 196)

On the other hand, the world was changing quickly, which made the Emir fully realize:
"Why did I lose my final battle? The world was changing deeply and quickly. The sword and courage
were no longer enough. The huge cannons, fast machines, ships, barges, and well-equipped and
organized armies had changed all the balances. People resemble their eras.” These words he repeated
whenever he cast his gaze over the massive buildings, the clean streets, and observed the people
walking in order. "The world was changing fast," he scratched the top of his head with a mechanical
motion, unable to suppress his murmuring: "We were defeated by all this," and he did not say another
word.(Wasini, p. 289)

2- The Character of the Cultured Arab Prince:

The character of the Emir embodies many qualities; he is a political and military leader, a man of
religion, and an intellectual who is keen on books and their study. He is always eager to return to
them after circumstances have deprived him of the pleasure of sitting with them, which he expresses
by saying: (Wasini, p. 175) "How I wish this misery would end, and | could return to my books," and
he would cry over a book more than over a loved one.

This is a message the author wanted to convey to the reader, starting with the title of the novel,
"The Book of the Emir,” because a book preserves the memory of peoples and nations, which often
forget their own memory, constantly denies the good deeds of others, and fails to acknowledge their
contributions, letting them be forgotten as they are buried in graves. This is why the Emir also carries
the burden of writing his own memoir. He says: "We write our lives as we lived them, without addition
or omission, better than having others recount it for us with their means, which are not always good.
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There is no better way than for a person to tell their own history and illuminate the path for those
who shared with them the same longings and pains.”(David, 2002, p. 45)

At the beginning of the novel, we encounter a scene of a conversation between a bookseller and
Emir Abdelkader, who found solace and companionship in books, particularly those of Ibn Khaldun
and Ibn Arabi. The narrator says: "Abdelkader extended his hand toward the manuscript of 1bn
Khaldun's Mugaddimah, in which he had written many notes. It had come from the Maghreb, from a
merchant and scribe whom he had met only once, when he entered his tent during the midday rest
and placed it in his lap, saying: 'Read it and pray for me, or curse me if you do not find what satisfies
your heart." Then he withdrew without even taking payment for it."(Wasini, p. 289)

At the end of the novel, the narrator also describes one of the characters, "Noura," who cared for
the Emir's children, "Mohieddine" and "Mohammad." She placed the book of signs in its leather cover
as usual, like someone trying to preserve gold from damage, while murmuring in the face of one who
was between wakefulness and sleep, his eyes half-closed: "Sir, you must not leave the books exposed
to dust and wind." These words not only reflect "Noura's" care for the book but also carry a message
from the writer to the Arab reader, in particular. The choice of this name, Noura, and others for the
imagined characters in the novel was not arbitrary. It is, in fact, a deliberate artistic process that
reflects the writer's ability to create and innovate. In the novel, names are never without meaning;
they always conceal something, even if it's just the ordinary surface meaning... Naming the characters
is always an important part of the creative process, and it carries significant considerations.(Wasini,
p. 290).

The name "Noura™ is significant, referring to a concept embedded in the collective Arab
consciousness, primarily associated with knowledge. This is reflected in the famous saying,
"Knowledge is light." The choice of the name "Mohammed" as a recipient of information also carries
a particular connotation. Mohammed, regardless of being a real historical figure, is the common name
(standard) that refers to any Arab Muslim. In our customs, when we don’t know someone’s name, we
often call them "Ya Mohammed." Additionally, the novel "The Book" mirrors the first heavenly
message "Read," which was sent to the Prophet Mohammed (PBUH), and its message is directed to
Arabs and Muslims, urging them to return to reading—a practice that has long been exclusive to the
West and continues to be so. The prince says: "I, too, long to go to the library to get a book to read,
just as you do."(Said, 2006, p. 142).

Even in the midst of battle and in the absence of stability, the library was present; it was the most
important thing for the prince in his circle or his mobile capital. But the most important thing was the
library | created through my efforts, and it was the nucleus of the Takaddamet library, though
circumstances forced us to move.

"Sad, as | told you a while ago, because the value of the books that were scattered and burned is
countless."(Wasini, p. 44)

The reliance of Al-Araj on a cultural figure gives us realistic and historical images of the modern
Arab intellectual, who lives in an internal conflict between two contradictory worlds: a world of
values deeply ingrained within him, and he tries to rebel against it by being aware of them, and a
world that clings to these values and fights for them. This contradiction creates a sense of alienation,
rejection, and thus suffering.

This is why the novelist creates a dramatic conflict between two opposing sides, standing at the
crossroads of two eras: one that harshly shows its face and one that retreats, leaving behind the bitter
legacy of people who cling to its remnants and live on its memories.

The first side represents Prince Abdelkader, who, although living in the past, expresses the future
through his thoughts, aspirations, and ambitions, especially through his project to awaken people
from their slumber, change mentalities, build a state, and unify people under one roof, far from tribal
authority. On the other side, we have his people, who are dominated by the sacred reference of the
past, clinging to it, and which is destined to fade away due to its isolation in the past.

This is clearly evident in the novel. The prince’s suffering did not stem from his struggle with the
enemy, France, but from his conflict with his cultural, intellectual, and religious environment.
Therefore, he sought to change everything on all levels, including religious ones. The narrator,
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speaking through the prince, says in a dialogue with the priest: "Give me some of your time so | can
learn about your religion, and if I am convinced by it, | will follow it."(Megal & Saad 2005, p. 130)

Even the concept of nationalism changed and became more about personal interest. Wherever
your rights and the rights of your children are guaranteed, there lies nationalism. This is what Colonel
Yusuf explained to Agha Ben Farhat when he mentioned the word "treason,"” saying: "Do not worry,
Agha. | too abandoned the Ottomans when | found it more beneficial to serve a strong state that
guarantees my rights and the rights of my children. Our generation, who have been educated, can no
longer bear the backwardness of our people and relatives.”(George, pp. 32-33)

The writer often tried to highlight the ongoing conflict between the "intellectual™ prince, who
reveres knowledge and scholars, and the environment in which he lives—an environment steeped in
ignorance, poverty, and backwardness. The novel does not present the prince as a warrior against an
enemy called France. Rather, all his battles are against his environment and his own people. Even the
war he waged against France was not his own choice; he was pushed into it, finding himself caught
between its grinding forces. He was always keen, after assuming leadership, to maintain peace and
defend it by seeking treaties whenever possible. The prince says in a dialogue with the priest: "The
meaning of jihad is not to kill everyone you encounter, but to raise the sword when the doors of peace
are closed.” (Hamid, p. 156)

Perhaps this passivity in the prince's character is intentional on the part of the novelist, aiming to
break free from the constraint of the ready-made character. His actions are presented as a reflection
of the actions of secondary characters. This is a technique that novelists have invented for dealing
with such types of characters. We often find them transforming the character into a secondary one
that hardly contributes to the direct event; rather, their role is depicted as a reflection of the actions
of imagined characters. A person who was a hero in history might become a secondary character in
the novel, and the opposite can be true as well.(Taha, p. 7)

The prince says, addressing the tribes that chose the path of war after Ibn Malik burned the Tafna
Treaty and passed through the Gates of Iron: "_If you want jihad and nothing else, as this is your will,
I bow before the decisions you have collectively made, and | cannot go against the group."

He also says: "_All the nobles, tribal chiefs, and officers refused to approve the annex of the July
4th Agreement, and | add my voice to theirs. | am, first and foremost(Wasini, p. 122), their servant
and nothing more. | see what they see and walk the path they take.” Then he addresses lbn Duran, the
"Jewish origin,” who was trying to convince him to reconsider his decision to go to war: "_O Ibn
Duran, do you think 1 am a supporter of war? | know that wars are destructive and that we will taste
the harsh bitterness. The allies are determined to go to war, and any action contrary to that will be
considered a departure from the faith." The narrator also says: The prince had chosen the heights of
Bani Saleh to conduct this war, which the tribes had chosen, and everyone adhered to it.(Abu Al-Aid,
1989, p. 106).

In any case, the writer uses the prince as the character who corrects the perspective of his
followers. He defends others and attacks the ideas of his family and surroundings. This has created
within him a sense of alienation and sufferings, making him live in constant anxiety about his
relationship with himself or with his surroundings. He finds no solace except in the book of divine
signs, specifically in the chapter about the stranger. The writer expressed these meanings when the
prince was being led to his prison on board his ship: "He leaned back, then opened the book that had
never left his hand, 'The Divine Signs," and paused for a moment at the chapter about the stranger,
which filled his heart and eyes: 'Oh you... where are you in relation to the stranger, whose exile in his
homeland has prolonged, whose fortune and share of his beloved and his dwelling have diminished?
Where are you from the stranger, who has no refuge but the homeland, and no strength to settle
anywhere?"

The prince and the model of the passive good hero: Perhaps the presence of the character in
the novel is highlighted through the expression of their instincts, desires, ambitions, thoughts, and
psychological disturbances. These are the blank spaces or gaps that the novelist fills, revealing their
method of dealing with pre-existing characters. In this part of the research, we focused on two main
characters in the novel: Prince Abdelkader and Father Debouche, as the novel alternates between
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telling their stories, and because they are symbolic characters, each representing a different
civilization, religion, and culture. They reveal the novelist's stance on both civilizations, and we
touched on some other characters that reflect the way the writer builds them, their stance, and
ideology, reinforcing the way the two main characters are constructed. As the critic Mohammed
Kamel Al-Khatib says in his book "The Novel and Reality," the novel contains ideological impurities
in the consciousness of its characters and in the consciousness of its author. However, there is a
dominant characteristic for this direction; this characteristic does not give itself directly, but requires
a lengthy process of analysis to reach it, to understand the true ideology behind the novel's work.
There is no doubt that every novel says something, and it is not a mere play on words to say that a
novel claiming to say nothing is, in fact, saying something specific.(Al-Araj:, p. 297)

The writer establishes his approach to portraying the character of Prince Abdelkader as a
civilizational dialogue between two men representing different religions. This type of dialogue is only
managed by educated characters, carrying different ideas and ideologies, where each side wants to
convince the other of their viewpoint. The novelist presents this in a calm artistic manner, so it can
be read by both opponents and supporters, making it acceptable to both simultaneously. This calm
artistic approach, which seems objective in managing the dialogue, in reality, portrays the prince with
an excessive humanistic tendency in his passivity. It is more of an invitation to a manipulative
dialogue, where the character appears shaky from within, devoid of will, mesmerized by the other
more than calling upon him, and is not determined to defend his land, which contradicts the nature of
the positive character—the prince as a leader, who is supposed to have been chosen for jihad and
resistance. These are the traits of the "passive hero,”" a model that has become common among most
contemporary literary heroes. He is helpless, estranged, possessing much awareness and
understanding, knowing the source of his pain and the cause of his troubles, but unable to take positive
steps to alleviate injustice or eradicate evil. He is a person who has vision but lacks the ability to act,
turning into an "alienated" hero who feels isolation and loneliness. While in literature, we try to avoid
subjective judgments and impressions as much as possible, there are objective indicators that point
to these judgments.

The following passage gives the impression that the prince had declared his surrender from the
very beginning through the expressions of defeat and retreat he often repeated: "How | wish this
misery would end and | could return to my books... the sword has begun to withdraw today in front
of gunpowder, the Lombard cannon, and the great horses, which are more authentic than the steam-
powered cars." On the other hand, the novelist mocks the tribes and the expressions of jihad that he
attributes to them, such as "the sale of the sacred house of Islam,” “jihad against the invaders.” The
strength and bravery of the prince's character are only evident when confronting those who defy his
authority, and they only appear in his small battles against his own brothers, even if they betray him.
This, despite historical records proving the opposite. This is not only true in his dealings with the
French army but also in his position with the Hashim tribe, which betrayed him. The case with the
tribe of Hashim serves as a prime example: despite their betrayal, deception, and seizing of his wealth
and palace after the fall of his camp, when he returned to them with a large force from Tafna, he
asked them about it. They apologized and returned his money, and he accepted it. He said to them,
"Go on your way; | have forgiven you and forgotten what happened. God wanted to teach you my
system once again. Keep whatever you have taken from me if it does not trouble you to eat what is
forbidden, but beware of doing so again. And know that Ibn al-Zahra is able to strike a thousand of
your heads again."(Al-Sadig, 2002, p. 39)

In contrast, we find that the psychological presence of the character of Depeche is stronger and
more dominant than that of the prince, who tends to submit and yield. This is evident through his
desperate efforts to defend the prince, stay up late to complete the book, and deliver it to the king.
This is an attempt by the novelist to present the side that serves France, as Depeche has a dual culture
and studies at one of its universities. This reflects the concept of nationalism, which he conveys
through the words of Colonel Yusuf, as mentioned earlier: "Do not worry, Agha, | too abandoned the
Ottomans when | found it more beneficial to serve a strong state that guarantees my rights and the
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rights of my children. Our generation, which has been educated, can no longer bear the backwardness
of its people and relatives.”

The strong presence of the priest is clearly seen in the realization of all the projects the novel
presents. He wished to return to the land he loved, even if dead, and he achieved that. As for the
prince, his wish remained suspended until it would be fulfilled in another novel. Meanwhile, the priest
succeeded in freeing the prince.

That promise he made to himself is something we read in the preface presented by the novel: "In
anticipation of doing what is more important, | believe it is my human duty to strive relentlessly to
support the truth regarding this man and to clear him of serious accusations that were falsely attributed
to him, perhaps hastening the removal of the ambiguity and the dark cloud that has enveloped the
face of truth for a long time, Monsignor Depeche."We also read it in the joy that overwhelmed the
prince after his release. At that moment, he thought of many people, and little by little, all the faces
shifted to reveal the features of Monsignor Depeche. He closed his eyes briefly, and when he opened
them, he had written the first sentence of his letter to Monsignor Depeche, who was still in Paris:
"Your Excellency, | can now tell you that your goodness has been completed, and God has guided
your steps, and what you have planted has grown."(Megal & Saad 2005, p. 46)

This presence is not limited to the main characters alone; even for the other characters present at
the heart of the battles, the novelist portrays them in a way that reflects a subtle feeling underlying
two different perspectives from both sides. The first perspective is represented by Colonel Yusuf, a
harsh character who lacks even the most basic ethics of war, always finding pleasure in delivering
the mercy shot to those who still have a chance at survival among the wounded, or ordering their
heads to be cut off. On the other side is the character of Maurice, who possesses high military ethics
and responded to Yusuf in one situation, saying: "War is harsh, but it has a minimum level of ethics,
Yusuf... Do not dare to cut off my enemy’s head while he is lying beneath my feet, wounded, unable
even to move, and stripped of any weapon."(Nidal, p. 236)

3- Reasons for Resorting to History in the Novel *"The Book of the Prince™:

It is impossible to read a literary work outside the context of the era in which it was produced or
the circumstances that gave rise to it, because a narrative work is a cultural artifact that may not
necessarily reflect the spirit of the era to which the adventure works belong,(Al-Farouk, May 17,
2005, p. 13) but rather reveals the spirit of the time in which it was created through methods that may
be more complex or at deeper levels of subtlety. From the perspective of cultural methodology, it is
part of a historical context that interacts with other components of culture such as institutions, beliefs,
power balances, and so on. From this perspective, many artistic, cultural, political, social, and
economic motives emerge, driving novelists to return to history. The most important of these is the
search for a lost self and the discovery of the meaning of continuity and belonging to something that
may have been lost forever, dusting off old images and reconstructing the past—these are all concepts
we recall when discussing historical fiction.(Y. Said, p. 49)

The novel "The Book of the Prince™ was written in 2004 according to the printing date, and the
author, based on his statements in the press, spent several years writing it. This period in the history
of Algeria was characterized by political, cultural, and social conditions, and therefore, the novel
carries a set of motivations that led the novelist to embark on a new experimental adventure, drawing
its material from history and using it as the foundation to build its imagination and construct its
horizon of expectations. In the following, we will attempt to identify the most important of these
motivations at all levels.

A. The Artistic Level: Looking at Al-Araj's previous experiences, where the imagination was
given more space, whether those that delve deeply into Arab heritage to engage with and oppose it
through a tone of sarcasm and biting humor (Taha, p. 9)(to build another reality upon its ruins), such
as in the novels Nawar al-Lawz, Raml al-Mayya, and The Seventh Night After a Thousand, or those
that draw their material from the reality of Algeria, its current circumstances, or its contemporary
history, such as the novels documenting the hardship of the 1990s, like Sayedat al-Magam, Harisat
al-Zalam, Miraya al-Dhareer, and others, the return to history in The Book of the Prince is considered
a new experimental adventure. In this work, the author introduces a new narrative form, building his
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imaginative work by diving deeper into modern Algerian history and retrieving that period linked to
the early stages of the establishment of the modern Algerian state. It is a complex experience since it
IS based on events tied to historical facts recorded in history books in the form of correspondence,
texts, and historical documents related to the life of Emir Abdelkader. This narrows the space for the
imagination and limits the novelist's freedom. The difficulty of the task lies in the construction of an
imaginative narrative that relies on a historical reference, while at the same time transcends mere
realism to create artistic freedom that does not say what history says but what the novel says. This
also includes how to portray historical characters in a way that responds to the author's ideology while
not detaching from their historical authenticity.

B. The Political Level: The novelist, in any case, cannot be detached from politics when
presenting his vision of the world and expressing his ideology, no matter how much he may try to
mislead us into thinking otherwise, such as hiding behind a deceptive historical framework
(Abdulwahab, p. 5). This is the case with The Book of the Prince, where the novel presents what is
possible and looks toward the future, even when recalling past events. The Book of the Prince explores
the international struggle between the great powers of the time, namely the French and British
empires, and their competition for interests in all parts of the Arab world, including Algeria, after the
collapse of the Ottoman Empire. Their aim was to subjugate Algeria and control its wealth. However,
the struggle continues into the present day, albeit in a different form.

On the other hand, this period in which the novel was written can be called the post-crisis phase
in Algerian history, or what is commonly referred to as the period of national reconciliation, which
came after nearly ten years of turmoil that ravaged the people of Algeria. Blood was spilled, honor
was violated, homes were destroyed, and fear gripped hearts and homes. However, the repercussions
of this crisis are still ongoing, despite the nation's urgent need for other circumstances that would
allow for the forgetting of grudges, putting aside conflicts, and closing all files related to the causes
and consequences of the unrest. Everyone would then contribute to rebuilding the country, amid the
worsening economic and social problems. Waciny Laredj tried to embody this phase through The
Book of the Prince, which can be called a post-crisis novel. It represents "a new phase in the
relationship with Algerian history, colonial history in terms of theme, content, and perspective, where
a different space is formed, with socio-cultural, historical, and political data that point to the idea that
history is full of living symbols and allusions. It is not useful to simply record it in a structured form,
but rather to discover the living and suggestive capacities of the person of the third millennium to
rebuild himself with a new awareness in his human relationship with the other."(Al-Araj, p. 253)

Laredj reconstructs modern Algerian history by changing the perspective on both the self and the
other. Therefore, from the beginning, the novel sought to establish the theme of "change," a path that
the prince followed in dealing with his people, his followers, and everyone under his command. The
change is seen in customs and traditions, ways of thinking, clothing, earning a living, dealing with
friends or enemies, and altering the heroic or Don Quixote-like mentality that had taken root in the
minds of a people still believing in victory without providing reasons. The novelist attempts to show
that, with his limited resources, the prince could not, even over centuries, defeat an army that thrives
on civilization, power, and order. Victory only comes through preparation, even by learning from the
French army’s military organization, and thus, our imitation of them became a source of strength, not
subordination.

The author brings us back to that period of Algerian history to draw lessons and shine a light on
certain human issues that recur in people's lives, lessons that future generations can learn from. One
of these issues is how a person deals with another, especially in the context of Islam. The novelist
expresses through the prince’s words: "What can I say to those who saw in us an example to follow,
especially towards prisoners? Here we are, returning to an Islam that only knows burning, destruction,
killing, and extermination, as this image was falsely attached to us. | spent all the years of the war
proving to others that we fought, but with honor and manhood. We drove our enemies back by
following our traditions, but in the blink of a knife, everything vanished with the wind."(Al-Araj, p.
168)
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The author's use of the verb "we returned" evokes two time periods: a past submerged in ignorance
and a present that repeats the same mistakes. The writer also holds religions responsible for
suppressing freedoms, equating them in this dark side of extremism, for example, what Catholics did
to Protestants on one hand and what Muslims did to each other on the other. These are the same
mistakes that can be applied to our contemporary reality, which still repeats itself due to the
extremism that a group of youth have adopted, inheriting a misinterpretation of Islam that focuses
only on the outward appearance of things. This belief has led them to the abyss. The novelist
embodied these meanings in a bold dialogue between the hungry child who refused to eat from the
French soldier's hand until he had performed ablution.(Al-Araj, p. 521)

The dominance of historical events over the present narrative in the novel implies that the
circumstances continue in the present, just as they were in the past. This is reflected in the phrases
the narrator repeatedly uses on the prince's lips in each section of the novel, stating that the Arab
tribes have not yet taken advantage of this and continue to stumble in the same conditions. This was
what the prince tried to achieve in his state, but he failed. Nonetheless, he hopes that future
generations will accomplish it, learning from the mistakes of those before them and changing their
perspective on the other, following his example to rebuild the self on scientific foundations and
enlightened certainties. The narrator, through the prince's words, says: "When people were digging
the earth, extracting soil, and transforming it into steam engines, warships, cars, and laws to govern
the country, we were sinking in certainties that later proved to be weak, and we were living in an era
that has since withdrawn and ended. Do we today have the ability to open our eyes to these truths and
teach our children from our deadly mistakes? I don't know, time is passing too quickly, and I fear it
will not leave us the opportunity to gather our fragments."

The word "today" likely does not refer to the prince’s era as much as it refers to the time in which
the story was created—a time that continues to repeat itself since the time of the prince or even before.
Along with it, the same circumstances and mistakes repeat. It is the prince’s will, or rather the writer's,
to future generations to reread history with caution and attention. The novel, in this sense, does not
merely recall isolated historical events from a distant past but rather reintroduces them to rebuild the
present and foresee the future. It does not write history, but casts its shadows over our contemporary
reality. "What the text suggests in its probable meanings is not only the reproduction of reality, but
also a reminder of the necessity to activate reality and move it forward, or in the best case, it warns
of an expected new movement for reality that surpasses the stagnant state that does not align with the
logic of history."(Hamid, p. 133)

C. Cultural Level: Culturally, the novel revisits the history of Algeria, represented in the life of
Emir Abdelkader, the founder of modern Algeria. It attempts to draw the attention of future
generations to this history and market it in a literary way, because novelistic writing compensates for
history by saying what history cannot say, as Carlos Fuentes expresses. The return to the past here is
meant to get to know the country, its regions, people, and ways of life. And if the novel today serves
as compensation for history, then the novelist is the true historian of many of the nation's events and
issues, through characters who suffer and struggle to deny the agonies of the self and achieve the
goals of society. It has today attained a high position in the art of storytelling.(A. Said, p. 8)

The novel, in returning to the past and recalling its events, does not do so in order to impose it on
the present. Rather, it questions it and re-reads it productively to create new knowledge that interacts
with both tradition and the era in which it was created, in order to rebuild a new reality. The novel
does not consider this tradition as a substitute for the era or its counterpart, as long as we understand
the era as that of the "other" (the West), and do not consider it a "heightening™ of our immediate,
backward, and defeated reality, nor a "salvation" from the burdens and problems that trouble our
nation. This view shifts our perspective of tradition, no longer as a text confined to the past or a
magical refuge, but as a reality that still exists among us, an essential part of our self, emotional, and
imaginative being.(Taha, p. 5)

The present that the novel "The Prince's Book™ seeks to rebuild is based on the principles of peace,
dialogue, and cultural exchange. The beginning of the twenty-first century marks the beginning of a
new way of thinking in the context of globalization. This thinking seeks to establish a civilizational
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dialogue, something that al-Araj attempted to lay the foundation for and anticipate through his
"Vision of Sidi al-Araj." The novel foresees events that would solidify this pattern of thought between
religions and peoples, with a focus on human issues as issues of humanity. A dialogue between Islam
and Christianity, between Prince Abdelkader and Father Debouche, begins in the prologue, where the
two men exchange language and each seeks to serve the other or serve humanity, regardless of faith,
nationality, or homeland.

This dialogue continues throughout the novel’s pages, which can be considered a message for
building states on peace, cultural dialogue, and changing the perception of the other by accepting
them as human. This is reflected in the words of Father Debouche after his arrival in Algeria and his
appointment as head of the Algerian church in 1838, where he expresses his deep sadness for arriving
in a land of war while he had come to this land as a messenger of peace.(Y. Said, p. 144)

This is the same sentiment we find with the Prince. Despite his victory in the Battle of Macta
against General Trézel, he did not feel the taste of victory. He did not appear to have the usual
familiarity, as if he had come from a battle where he was defeated and not victorious. At that moment,
the Prince felt as though he had buried someone dear and precious to his heart. He won the war but
lost the battle for peace.

Conclusion

In conclusion, we deduce that The Prince's Book novel, unlike al-Araj's previous works, employs
events of ascent or positive periods in history in order to transcend the current reality, which is mired
in backwardness and conflict, as determined by the period of crisis. It aims to rebuild a new reality
that benefits from the experiences of the past and looks forward to a future inspired by the ideas and
methods used by Prince Abdelkader in managing the affairs of his state, while also reassessing some
heroic behaviors and historical assumptions related to the perception of self and the other/the West.

There are also many ways in which the historical operates within the artistic, as the writer transfers
historical documents into the novel in various ways. One such way is by presenting information
through its reflection on the behavior and actions of people, or by having multiple characters narrate
the event and manage the information among them.

The writer's use of a cultured historical character creates a conflict between them and the reality
in which they live, making them experience a sense of alienation due to their inability to keep up with
the understanding of a people whose mentality is rooted in a connected heritage. This gives the
character a sense of passivity and fragility, which ultimately leads to surrender.

Research

All these factors have placed artificial intelligence at the forefront, making it the dominant force
in our daily lives, whether we like it or not. If we refuse to see it as an inevitability, we must at least
acknowledge it as a necessity.

Between the Inevitability and Necessity of Artificial Intelligence there is a broad consensus on
the immense importance and countless benefits that technology in general, and artificial intelligence
in particular, have brought to humanity. However, what may be disputed are the negative uses of a
number of artificial intelligence technologies and the various threats these technologies can pose to
human life and future in general, and to human values in particular.

And, ultimately, can
humans "educate” machines?

The issue we have raised seeks to explore the dual nature of artificial intelligence, its potential for
both benefit and harm. Therefore, it is essential to shed light on Al by examining its concept,
characteristics, and some of its capabilities and possibilities. More importantly, our focus is on the
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impact of Al on human values and ethics, particularly in an era where machines are becoming
increasingly dominant and autonomous. This raises critical questions about the ethical and moral
framework needed to guide Al development and ensure its responsible integration into society

Based on this, our central inquiry is as follows:

Does artificial intelligence embody human ethical values? What are the advantages and
disadvantages of Al1? And what ethical and legal safeguards or guidelines should be established
to prevent the unchecked dominance of machines?

On the other hand, this research paper aims to shed light on how to navigate technological
advancements, both their advantages and drawbacks, while emphasizing the need to strike a balance
between leveraging the significant benefits of artificial intelligence and confronting the challenges it
poses. Countries, institutions, and individuals must collaborate to develop an ethical framework that
regulates Al usage and safeguards individual rights.

These studies are considered serious and valuable, as upon reviewing them, we found many
positive aspects. They served as a guide for us in preparing this article. However, we noticed that
these studies primarily focus on artificial intelligence and its advantages while somewhat overlooking
the ethical concerns arising from its misuse and how to address them, specifically, the prospects and
solutions. In other words, these studies discuss the problems but do not delve into solutions and future
perspectives.

Therefore, our article aims to explore the challenges resulting from the irrational use of Al
technologies and propose potential solutions to curb the overwhelming dominance of machines.

1. The Emergence and Concept of Artificial Intelligence

1.1. Artificial intelligence definition:

Artificial intelligence (Al) is the simulation of human intelligence and the understanding of its
nature through the development of computer programs capable of imitating intelligent human
behavior. Al is present everywhere around us, from self-driving cars and unmanned aerial drones to
translation and investment software, facial recognition programs, and voice-based human
identification, among many other applications (Qalamain et al., 2021, p. 142).

Accordingly, Al is a branch of computer science that enables machines to function like humans,
that is, a computer with a mind.It is also defined as a set of behaviors with specific characteristics
exhibited by computer programs, where these characteristics simulate human cognitive abilities and
thought processes.

Among the most important characteristics of Al is its capacity for learning, reasoning, and
responding to situations it has not been explicitly programmed for. Al systems and devices mimic
human intelligence to perform tasks and can improve their performance autonomously based on the
data they collect (Hanaa Rizq Mohamed, 2021, p. 573).

Automation systems differ from Artificial Intelligence (Al) in their fundamental approach.
Automation relies on predefined rules set by programming, where the machine follows predetermined
logical sequences, meaning that symbol A logically leads to symbol B, and so on. In contrast, Al
involves teaching the machine to infer and determine on its own what it should or should not do.
Here, coding is not explicit; instead, the machine is granted a certain degree of flexibility and
maneuverability (Hanaa Rizqg Mohamed, 2021, p. 573).

Artificial Intelligence (Al) has several definitions, reflecting the diversity of perspectives among
experts in the field. John McCarthy, who introduced the concept of Al in 1950, defined it as the
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engineering of creating intelligent machines, particularly intelligent computer programs, or as a
branch of computer science aimed at developing intelligent machines (Al-Balgasim, p. 99).

Intelligence, as a concept, is difficult to define precisely. It can be considered the computational
component that enables us to achieve goals within our environment. According to this definition,
humans possess varying degrees of intelligence, as do animals and even certain machines.

In general, artificial intelligence is a term that essentially refers to the machine's ability to simulate
human intelligence in thinking, learning, problem-solving, and communication. Programmers design
these machines to mimic human actions, such as reasoning, learning, interacting, working, and
efficiently solving complex problems, doing so with speed, fluidity, and minimal cost.

Artificial intelligence (Al) can be defined in multiple ways, including:

« Al is the study of cognitive abilities through the use of computational models.

Al is the study of how to make computers perform tasks that humans currently execute more
efficiently.

o Al is the study and design of intelligent agents, where an intelligent agent is a system that
perceives its environment and takes actions that maximize its chances of achieving its objectives (Al-
Balgasim, p. 99).

Adel Abd Al-Nour defined Al as a science concerned with the creation of machines that exhibit
behaviors considered intelligent by humans. Its primary goal is to enable computers and other
machines to acquire intelligence, granting them the ability to perform tasks that, until recently, were
exclusive to humans, such as thinking, learning, creativity, and communication.

Today, computers possess the capability to solve the most complex mathematical operations
millions of times faster than humans. However, they still largely incapable of doing simple tasks that
young children perform effortlessly, such as communication, recognizing family members, or even
basic reasoning. A computer, as its name suggests, calculates and processes numbers, but it does not
think or comprehend.

The human brain consists of millions of interconnected nerve cells, forming an extremely
complex network. Many consider it one of the most intricate structures in the universe. Consequently,
attempting to replicate it surpasses human capabilities. However, imitating certain characteristics that
can enhance machine intelligence is a more feasible approach. Therefore, researchers in the field have
focused on two main objectives: the first is understanding how the mind processes acquired
information, and the second is exploring the fundamental principles of intelligence. (Adel Abdel Nour
Ben Abdel Nour, 2005, p. 7)

To achieve these two objectives, efforts have been combined over the past fifty years across
several fields, including philosophy, psychology, cognitive science, speech and linguistics,
mathematics, and biology.

In recent years, these efforts have begun to bear fruit, leading to remarkable artificial intelligence
applications. In 1986 alone, Al-related sales in the United States soared to $425 million. Around 150
companies in the U.S. adopted various projects in this field, with total expenditures reaching $1
billion. The Al team at DEC company alone had 700 employees. (Adel Abdel Nour Ben Abdel Nour,
2005, pp. 7-8)

Historically, the concept of artificial machines dates back to Greek mythology. However, their
actual emergence began with the establishment of research in 1956, specifically at Dartmouth
College. This was led by John McCarthy, Marvin Minsky, Allen Newell, Arthur Samuel, and Herbert
Simon, who succeeded in solving algebraic problems, proving logical theorems, and developing
English-speaking systems. The global historical timeline of artificial intelligence can be outlined as
follows (Ahmed Majid, 2018, p. 8):

- In 1822, Charles Babbage designed the first calculator in the world.

- In 1854, George Boole developed the theory of Boolean logic, based on the values “zero and
one."

- In 1921, the term "robot™ was used for the first time in the Czech play R.U.R. (Rossum's
Universal Robots).
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- In 1940, early attempts began to create simple electronic networks that primitively mimicked
neural cells.

- In 1948, the scientist Alan Turing introduced the first idea of machines capable of thinking like
humans.

- In 1958, John McCarthy invented the programming language LISP, which became the preferred
language for artificial intelligence.

- In 1980, Al research experienced a revival through the commercial success of expert systems
that mimicked human experts.

- In 1985, Al profits exceeded $1 billion, and governments began funding Al research.

- In 1987, the market for LISP machines collapsed, leading to a setback in Al research.

- In 1987, Al achieved greater success in logistics, data mining, and medical diagnosis.

2. Artificial Intelligence and its Ethical Risks

No one denies that the rise of artificial intelligence has brought countless positive outcomes. The
advancement of Al has changed many things, starting with solving complex problems that previously
took time, effort, and money. It has also increased business efficiency and technology through round-
the-clock work without a decline in performance levels, unlike simple manual work. Al has enabled
intelligent decision-making at an infinite speed and automated business processes by taking over
repetitive tasks that had become tedious for employees.

Despite these positives, Al faces significant ethical concerns arising from the capabilities of its
technologies, systems, and software.

Although these technologies, systems and software provide great opportunities to develop all
sectors without exception, they raise ethical issues at the same time. This has led major countries and
governments to attempt to create ethical laws and regulations that consider the benefits of these
intelligent technologies, while simultaneously protecting humans from the destructive risks posed by
their unethical use. Among these risks are the following:

2.1. Replacing Humans with Machines:

Several years ago, questions arose about whether artificial intelligence would eventually replace
humans. Today, however, the answer seems clear, especially with the tremendous development of
technology and the services it has provided that have marginalized humans. Al has significantly
reduced human effort, making jobs scarce and rare in certain fields, particularly in the technical ones.

In the age of artificial intelligence, humans have become increasingly dependent, especially when
it comes to making complex and intelligent decisions. This has led to rising unemployment and a
growing reliance on machines rather than humans. A striking example of this occurred a few months
ago when China introduced an Al-powered robotic news anchor on its state television network. This
robotic anchor was nearly indistinguishable from a human broadcaster in both appearance and voice
(Al-Asad Saleh Al-Asad, 2022, p. 374). This event raised several pressing questions at the time: Will
machines eventually replace humans?

2.2. Violation of Civilian Privacy by Artificial Intelligence Programs:

One of the most pressing ethical concerns today is the violation of individuals' privacy through
Al-powered surveillance, enabling the tracking and monitoring of people without their consent. This
intrusion not only undermines personal privacy but also disregards fundamental human freedoms and
rights. The issue goes far beyond mere surveillance and tracking; artificial intelligence technologies
have evolved to exert control and even pose threats. Since these systems can collect and analyze
detailed personal data, they effectively know every intricate aspect of an individual’s life.

China provides one of the clearest examples of this practice. The Chinese government has
implemented Al-driven surveillance programs equipped with a vast network of cameras spread across
cities and rural areas. These systems monitor citizens' movements and activities by matching real-
time footage with a vast database of stored images. Each citizen has a personal file in government
databases, and when Al-powered surveillance detects a suspicious action or behavior deemed
undesirable by the authorities, the system retrieves and displays the individual's full personal
information (Al-Asad Saleh Al-Asad, 2022, p. 374).
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This raises critical questions: Is this not a violation of human rights? Where do personal freedoms
stand in such a system? And how can democracy coexist with such intrusive surveillance practices?

The human rights violations caused by certain Al technologies have compelled many scientists
and thinkers to call for the establishment of laws that both curb the overreach of these technologies
and uphold values, freedoms, rights, and privacy. This is essential to counter the overwhelming wave
of negative Al applications.

2.3. Autonomous Weapons (Independent Weapons)

Autonomous or independent weapons are military systems that leverage advanced technology to
make combat decisions without human intervention. Once activated, these weapons independently
select, identify, and attack targets without requiring further human commands. They do not retreat
until their objectives are fully executed, even if their programmer attempts to override them. For this
reason, they are labeled (independent), as they operate beyond human control.

The greatest concern surrounding these weapons is the loss of human oversight, which poses both
legal and ethical dilemmas. This issue has become a growing source of anxiety worldwide.

In his book Opportunities and Threats of Artificial Intelligence in the Next Ten Years, Shadi
Abdel Wahab states:"Autonomous weapons are armament systems capable of independently
performing critical functions. They can search, detect, identify, track, select, and attack targets
without human intervention."(Abdel Wahab Shadi et al., 2018, p. 3).

The key question here is: How can we control weapons that are inherently uncontrollable and
beyond human oversight?

It is crucial to thoroughly examine the negative consequences of deploying these uncontrolled
weapons and to establish international laws that address their ethical implications, either by strictly
regulating or outright banning them. Their unpredictable and severe risks, especially for civilians,
make them particularly dangerous. A real-world example of this can be seen today in Gaza, Palestine.

2.4. Deepfake Technology

One of the most widespread issues today is the falsification of information, where individuals
who control Al technologies exploit its systems and software for negative purposes, such as creating
fake content that appears real. These manipulated materials can be so convincing, matching real
voices, visuals, movements, and even emotions, that non-expert may believe them without suspicion.
The primary motives behind deepfake creation are fraud, deception, blackmail, threats, and even
potential harm or assassination.

In today's world, deepfake videos of famous personalities, including football players, actors,
intellectuals, influencers, journalists, and even presidents and well-known politicians, are widely
circulated. These fabricated videos often depict individuals engaging in false, unethical, or scandalous
actions, completely unrelated to their real-life identities or professions. In reality, such videos are Al-
generated fabrications designed for defamation, manipulation, extortion, often driven by financial or
political motives.

The term deepfake refers to:“Video clips that have been digitally altered to modify a person's
image or voice, making them appear real, or a technique that uses artificial intelligence to
superimpose one person’s face onto another’s body using specific algorithms” (Ahmed Mustafa
Maawadh Mohammed Muharram, 2022, p.2528).

Deepfake technology is used in various fields, the most important of which are: Political
manipulation, identity fraud, distortion of facts, bank account breaches and violation of personal
freedoms.

Given its potential for deception and misinformation, deepfake technology is considered one of
the most dangerous emerging technologies today. It enables video manipulation, allowing false
statements and actions to be falsely attributed to individuals without their knowledge, making them
vulnerable to serious consequences.

3. How to Hold Machines Accountable — Principles and Laws:

Several attempts have been made to regulate artificial intelligence at the internationallevel,
particularly in the United States. Many Al-related organizations have called forthe establishment of
legal principles to govern Al operations. They are fully awarethat controlling the actions and
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decisions of Al will become increasingly difficult astechnology advances at an unprecedented pace.
This, in turn, poses a real threat tohumanity as a whole.

Accordingly, the need for a legislationto regulate artificial intelligence has become more
thannecessary. Such a law would either allow the use of Al within the framework ofhumanitarian law
or prohibit it entirely. Leaving these technologies without legalrestraint would lead to humanity’s
downfall, as only the law is capable of defining thefunctioning of software, identifying its risks, and
prevent any violations of fundamental human rights. Based on these considerations, laws havebeen
enacted stating that “can be no artificial intelligence if there are nospecific algorithms provided by
the manufacturer as a reference for learning, measurement, and reasoning to make decisions.
Moreover, artificial intelligence systems cannot make decisions without first being activated by
humans” (Ben Othman Farida, 2020, pp. 162-163).

Through these laws, we preserve human control over machines, preventing themfrom operating
autonomously beyond human supervision. Consequently, it is thehuman operator who is held
accountable if the machine under their supervisionmakes a mistake.

In this regard, some jurists have argued that liability for Al errors should not fall on the machine
itself but on its operator. They assert that “error not to the machine itself but to the supervisor
overseeing its operation, where thecustodian has the ability to direct, manage, and monitor it” (Ben
Othman Farida, 2020, p. 163).

However, a crucial question arises: what about Al programs that operate autonomously without
the need for custodians, supervisors, or controllers? Furthermore, what qualifications should a
custodian possess to guide a machine that may be more intelligent than they are? Should this custodian
be the manufacturer, the owner, or the user of the machine?

The difficulties in controlling artificial intelligence technologies have compelled manymajor
countries to adopt legal policies aimed at curbing Al's unchecked expansion. After the rapid
advancement of Al and the increasing difficulty of controlling its decisions, concerns have emerged
regarding who should bear responsibility for Al-related errors.

This led the European Parliament, in 2017, to establish specific rules for the civil liability ofrobots.
It was the most important legal initiative, marking the beginning of aregulatory framework for
artificial intelligence. The Parliament recognized theresponsibility of the so-called “human proxy”
responsible for the robot, who could bethe manufacturer, owner, or user. This responsibility depends
on thecircumstances of the accident caused by the robot and the degree of actual humancontrol over
it (Ben Othman Farida, 2020, p. 164).

We say that the machine has the potential to pose a danger to humanity, this is anundeniable fact,
however, the way we interact with it also influences the quality of thework it provides to humans.
Another undeniable reality is that humans themselvesuse artificial intelligence in unethical and illegal
ways. If such misuse continues unchecked, it could ultimately lead to the downfall of humanity.

The absence of human awareness and ethical responsibility in the use of Altechnologies will result
in serious consequences. Therefore, the danger does not liesolely in artificial intelligence; a
significant part of the responsibility falls on humans. Itis thus necessary to hold not only the machine
accountable but, more importantly, thehuman responsible for it.

This has led many thinkers to raise the question of accountability: Should we hold themachine
accountable or the human responsible for it? And when it comes to legalpenalties, should they apply
to the manufacturer, the owner, or the user of themachine?

3.1. Penalties for the Manufacturer

The manufacturer of artificial intelligence technology is the primary entity responsible for its
creation and, consequently, the main authority in programming and designing its operating systems.
These systems must adhere to specific standards that ensure safety and security in case control over
the technology is lost. Given its rapid development, Al may soon reach a high degree of decision-
making autonomy, making the manufacturer criminally responsible.

“Therefore, legislation must be enacted to oblige the manufacturer to comply withthese
regulations when developing such technologies and to impose penalties for non-compliance. These
penalties should be determined based on theseverity of the crime committed by the technology as a
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result of the manufacturer’snegligence in adhering to the prescribed regulations” (Mashael Massad
Al-Qaidi, 2020, p. 18).

In other words, the law holds the manufacturer, not themachine, responsible for the machine’s
faults, as it is humans who bearresponsibility for the machines they create. Therefore, the legal
framework placesliability on the manufacturer.

3.2. Penalties for the Owner or User

The one who benefits from the machine is its owner or user, making them directly responsible for
any errors. Since they are the ones managingand supervising the machine, any misuse “for personal
gain in a harmful mannermakes them fully accountable and subject to penalties, not anyone else (Al-
Tamizi, Sarah Amjad Abdulhadi, 2022, p. 18).

Accordingly, legal frameworks adhere to the principle of personal responsibility. Since a person
possesses intellect, awareness, understanding, and complete freedom, they must bear responsibility
for their actions. The fundamental rule of accountability is that no one should be punished for a crime
or mistake they did not commit. In other words, the manufacturer cannot be penalized if the fault lies
with the owner or user. Each individual is responsible for their own actions, Each individual must
bear the consequences of their actions, and the one who caused the error is the one who must be
questioned and held accountable.

“A person cannot be held responsible for crimes they did not commit. Therefore, artificial
intelligence entities cannot be legally accountable for specific offenses, asthey lack cognition and free
will, which are fundamental conditions for legalresponsibility. Al systems do not possess awareness
or understanding; their actionsare entirely controlled by human agents. As a result, only these agents
bearresponsibility and are subject to legal penalties” (Al-Tamizi, Sarah Amjad Abdulhadi, 2022, p.
18).

4.The Accountability of Artificial Intelligence

Humans is the only creature that Allah made His successor on Earth, and he was born to love
knowledge, questioning, and discovery by using his mind, intelligence, and intellect in all intellectual
fields throughout time and across ages since his existence.

However, the paradox arose during the Dark Ages, when everything changed completely, and the
unthinkable happened: the church became the sole thinking and decision-making entity, controlling
every aspect of life. Thissituation lasted for a long time, but as it is said, “Returning to one's essence
is a virtue” and the return of the human mind to the task of thinking is the greatest virtue. This rebirth
gave rise to a new era, an age of hope and liberation: the Age of Enlightenment, or modernity, as
some have called it.

Modernity restored human intellect to its rightful place. Humans then set out to research, explore,
and innovate in pursuit of progress and improved well-being. The experimental method, particularly
with Claude Bernard, allowed for an unprecedented and highly precise scientific advancement, while
the technological revolution brought about a massive transformation in human history.

This era is undeniably the age of technology, where technological advancements play the leading
role, leaving their imprint on all aspects of life.All of this was made possible by the restoration of
human thought to its legitimate position.However, this time, thinking was no longer exclusive to
humans: they created an intelligent machine capable of mimicking human thought and, in many cases,
surpassing it. This led to the emergence of instrumental thinking, achieved through a tool designed
by humans themselves.

No one can deny the high level of development that this machine has reached in various fields, a
development that has facilitated many aspects of life for individuals and societies. The pinnacle of
progress reached by the machine is that it can mimic human actions and even replicate human thought
and perception.

Many tasks that were once considered complex have now become simple and easy. Robots have
gradually taken on a significant role, replicating human work and, in some cases, human essence
itself. However, amid these extraordinary advancements, a disturbing question arises: Is human
existence under threat? Will there come a day when the existence of man will seem as though he
never existed? "Will passenger planes one day be entirely automated, with no pilots or flight
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attendants? And if so, what voice will we hear over the announcement system, male, female, or
gender-neutral?" (Peter Fleming, 2020, p. 65). These questions prompt an urgent reassessment of
artificial intelligence and the dangers it poses to humanity.

If this fear materializes in aviation, “Could a digital flight system rebel? Could it commit suicide
by crashing the plane into a mountain?” (Peter Fleming, 2020, p. 66). Artificial intelligence has
become a global obsession. Scientists are engaged in a race against time, a race toward perfection,
where tomorrow’s machines will strive to assert themselves against humanity. David Hanson claims
that "Al will soon change everything. One day, robots will reach the level of human consciousness
and creativity", while computer engineers predict that "in the near future, it will be difficult to
distinguish humans from robots. They will walk among us, care for our children, and become our
beloved companions" (Peter Fleming, 2020, p. 67).

But will machines truly care for individuals with the same human touch? Can we entrust our
children to a robot devoid of emotions and empathy? How can something devoid of emotions interact
gently with humans? Is it even possible to raise a robot that, in turn, raises our children?

These questions provoke astonishment and concern, leading some thinkers to regret having
underestimated artificial intelligence's potential. As Georg Lukacs described in “History and Class
Consciousness”, technology has alienated and objectified humanity. He expressed his aversion to
technology and its harm to humans, arguing that individuals have become estranged from their own
identities, trapped in isolation, and driven by excessive individualism and selfishness in pursuit of
progress.

Artificial intelligence has gradually stripped humans of their essential attributes, most notably
their ability to think, question, and critique. It has infiltrated every field: education, justice, warfare,
espionage... Education, in particular, is one of the most affected sectors, as it serves as the foundation
for shaping future generations. But how can a machine assume the role of a teacher, let alone that of
an educator?

Given the rapid advancements in artificial intelligence, humanity now finds itself forced to
coexist with a machineof their own creation that competes with it in dominating the world. Bit by
bit, robots are replacing human intelligence, outperforming human memory and data
processing capabilities, which will inevitably lead to a competition between humans and Al-driven
machines. As robot intelligence continues to increase, so too does the number of people relying on
it, rather than on human intellect, a trend that is growing exponentially (Gregory Paul, Earl Cox,
2000, p. 87).

Today, we hear of drones, unmanned aircraft carrying lethal bombs, machines that facilitate
colonial expansion, spread corruption, and incite fear and panic in developing and weaker
nations, exposing them to direct destruction. In the economic and banking sectors, Al facilitates cyber
theft and fraud. It has even infiltrated human intimacy, posing a threat to personal relationships.
How could this be, whenGod designated humans as His successors on Earth? And yet, with the
advancement of Al, we now see machines designed for sexual interactions, programmed with
feminine attributes, a phenomenon that seems absurd, if not insane. Where is this alarming progress
leading us?

Given the relentless advancement of artificial intelligence, particularly its evident and undeniable
achievements, it is time to ask: Should Al be held accountable? Should it be regulated? Will
humanity stand by idly while this looming threat grows, both in the present and in the future? What
standards must be set to ethically regulate Al technologies? Can Al be disciplined or controlled to
ensure that it does not overstep human boundaries or take over human roles?

Science has reached the pinnacle of its progress, and modernity continues to glorify the
experimental method, often neglecting legal and ethical considerations. **"We no longer trust
science and technology with a sense of reverence because human life now demands justification.
The possibilities available to mankind raise fundamental issues, such as the problem of choice, the
problem of freedom, and the problem of purpose.” (Gregory Paul, Earl Cox, 2000, p. 89).

The arrogance of the modern world has led it into a reckless pursuit of
technologicalsuperiority, disregarding the consequences. The race to create the most advanced and
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perfect Al continues, but competitors have long since passed the finish line, yet they keep
running. This reckless ambition has stripped them of their ethical consciousness, highlighting the
urgent need to establish clear ethical and legal boundaries for Al development.

5. Results and Discussion

¢ The technological revolution that has amazed everyone in our era brings numerous advantages.
One of the most significant technological advancements is artificial intelligence (Al), which has now
permeated all aspects of our daily lives. The positive impact of Al is undeniable, as it has significantly
transformed the way we live, learn, and work. Moreover, it has facilitated interactions between
people, making them more flexible and seamless, especially with the advancement of digital tools
such as computers, robots, virtual platforms, facial recognition technology, and self-driving cars.
These advancements have made Al a dominant force in our daily routines.

e However, just as Al has numerous advantages, it also has drawbacks, particularly due to its
negative applications. These have begun to pose athreat to human existence, identityand the future,
given the overwhelming expansionof machines and their growing independence from humans.

e Humanity must learn to navigate technological advancements, both theirbenefits and their risks,
while ensuring a balance between harnessing Al’svast potential and addressing the challenges it
presents. Governments,institutions, and individuals must work together to establish ethical
policiesthat regulate Al usage and safeguard human rights, as human well-beingmust always come
first.

¢ Although artificial intelligence serves as a tool for enhancing humancapabilities and functions
across various fields, this does not mean thathumans should be replaced by machines. Al technologies
are meant to assistin improving efficiency, not to marginalize or eliminate human roles.

e One of the key findings is that Al technologies will further complicate ethical dilemmas.
Therefore, technology experts must carefully integrate ethical considerations into both the design and
operation of Al systems. Machines should be developed and programmed in a way that aligns with
human values and moral principles, ensuring a human-centered approach.

o Ultimately, Al technologies must always remain under human control. Granting full autonomy
to machines could lead to disastrous consequences. Therefore, responsibility should always rest in
human hands, not in those of the machines.

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Family Guidance as a Mechanism of Reforming in the United

Abstract

This study aims to highlight the approach of the United Arab Emirates in formulating wise
solutions to familial disputes and conflicts, with the goal of achieving the highest possible level of
family reconciliation. This stems from a firm belief that the loss of family cohesion inevitably leads
to a severe breakdown in social relationships, which in turn results in the collapse of society at all
levels. This is due to the fact that the individual is fundamentally the primary capital in any social or
civilizational structure. To address this issue, the structure of this research paper is divided into two
sections: the first focuses on the measures taken by UAE governmental institutions in the field of
family counseling as a mechanism for reform, while the second addresses the measures adopted by
civil institutions.

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Introduction

The family is the cornerstone upon which the structure of society is built. It is the foundation of
its progress and prosperity. The more cohesive and healthier the family is, the stronger the fabric of
society becomes, the firmer its pillars, the more mature its ideas and the better preserved its religion
and identity. This also leads to societal stability, a better quality of life and a sense of security. This
is the result of a series of integrated and mutually influential interactions between the health and
cohesion of the family on one hand and the health of the family and society on the other.

However, the family may be shaken by conflicts and crises that disturb its emotional core, threaten
or destroy its stability, sow resentment within hearts, and create alienation among its members. This
weakens its bonds, scatters its thoughts, and marks a critical turning point in its path—disrupting its
functions and distancing it from its mission and reason for existence. This is especially true in today’s
world, which is witnessing a wave of malicious globalization aimed at uprooting constants and values,
distorting beliefs, stripping away cultural references, and erasing identity—posing a serious threat to
the future of the Arab family. Arab societies have recorded alarming rates of divorce and domestic
violence, with numbers rising significantly each year. This is despite the fact that most family disputes
leading to separation stem from issues that could be resolved without resorting to courtrooms—spaces
that, once entered, make it difficult to reunite the family again. These alarming indicators have
compelled many countries to urgently seek solutions to rebalance family dynamics, address the
disruptions affecting them, and steer families toward psychological and behavioral stability.

Research

This has been pursued by enacting measures and policies at both governmental and civil levels
aimed at raising family awareness, alongside the need to focus on all personal status laws and
legislation. It also involves learning from the best practices in the field of family reform, guidance,
and counseling—especially within the Arab world—where family education has now become a vital
social necessity, particularly in light of the significant rise in divorce rates in Arab countries, (Khalifa,
2019) which have ranged between 40% and 42 (Ahmad & Walaa Abdel Fattah, 2/4/2022, p. 748)%
In some of these countries, one of the most prominent examples of a nation that has paid great
attention to family counseling and activating its role is the United Arab Emirates. The country aims
to empower families to perform their functions effectively in light of various and rapid changes,
which in turn positively impacts the quality of human resources. This also ensures the enhancement
of social, psychological, economic, and health-related functions, thereby facilitating the achievement
of the desired sustainable development and securing its stability.

This raises the question: What are the measures and procedures adopted by the United Arab
Emirates in the field of family counseling as a mechanism for reform?

1. Measures taken by government institutions in the United Arab Emirates in the field of
family counseling as a mechanism for reform

The United Arab Emirates is considered one of the leading countries in establishing both official
and non-official institutions specialized in family counseling. Below are the most prominent
governmental institutions involved:

1.1 Measures taken by the Ministry of Social Affairs, the Ministry of Interior, and the
Marriage Fund Foundation in the field of family counseling as a mechanism for reform

First: Measures taken by the Ministry of Social Affairs: The Ministry has implemented a series
of activities and initiatives, all aimed at supporting family stability and strengthening cohesion among
all family members (Albrithen A, 2023, pp. 230-243), Among the most notable of these initiatives
are the launch of electronic family counseling services, in addition to telephone counseling services,
(Mustafa, p. 58) and the launch of the “My Family, My Nation” initiative.One of the key projects
adopted by the Ministry is:

« The Family Counseling Offices Project: The Ministry exercises close supervision over these
offices (Al-Mahrazi).

e The Smart Family Happiness Advisor Project: This project is one of the most prominent
initiatives of the second edition of the 10X Initiative, implemented jointly by the Community
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Development Authority and Dubai Courts in collaboration with relevant government entities. The
project introduces a new model for utilizing artificial intelligence technologies to meet family needs
by providing family counseling services at all times. These services are delivered with high
efficiency, based on accumulated expertise, advanced scientific frameworks, and complete
confidentiality(Authority, 18-4-2019).The project aims to provide a round-the-clock family advisor
for all family members, offering them social counseling services, suitable plans for social training
and rehabilitation, and regular follow-up on their cases to ensure their stability and provide the
necessary support when needed (News, 2019).

Second: Measures taken by the Ministry of Interior: The Ministry of Interior gives special
attention to the family by establishing Social Support Centers in 2005 as a modern initiative within
the Abu Dhabi Police. The aim was to support police stations in the city, help resolve conflicts and
cases that do not require legal intervention, raise public awareness, and participate in conferences by
offering workshops and lectures to enhance legal and social awareness.The centers include various
departments: a department for family disputes and domestic violence, a department for children and
youth, a department for school-related problems, a department for crime victims, and a department
for community affairs. All of these departments operate within three main axes: the first is dealing
with minor cases; the second focuses on providing psychological and social support to victims,
especially women and children; and the third concerns crime prevention by raising community
awareness. Family disputes are among the most common cases received by the center.The center is
also tasked with other responsibilities, including overseeing child custody visits, enforcing court
rulings related to marital and personal status matters, executing special rulings, caring for released
juvenile offenders through psychological and social follow-up programs, and providing support to
drug addicts and their families in coordination with the relevant authorities.(Khalifa, 2019)

Third: Measures taken by the Marriage Fund: The Marriage Fund is tasked with counseling and
guidance to support the family and build society through conscious and continuous plans and
operations, in addition to training. The Marriage Fund gives special importance to those preparing
for marriage and newlyweds by organizing awareness campaigns and striving to rationalize marriage
expenses. It relies on the following:

o Preparation Program: A series of training courses for individuals preparing for marriage who
benefit from the Fund’s grant. The program is based on the principle of building a stable and cohesive
Emirati family.

e Youth Advisory Council: This aims to conduct regular dialogues with young people, enabling
the Fund to understand their issues, aspirations, and vision. These insights are integrated into the
Fund’s policies, work plans, marketing and media campaigns, as well as its awareness workshops and
lectures, ensuring that these programs respond to their trends and ideas.

This project is the first of its kind in the UAE, and it aims to contribute to the development of
leadership skills among young people, particularly in the areas of family management and guidance,
which enhances family stability. It also provides a model for social work based on social participation
in shaping and developing the programs and activities offered by various state agencies. Additionally,
it benefits from the Advisory Council to serve the Fund’s purposes, particularly in conducting
research, collecting data, organizing mass weddings, and inviting young people to participate in the
lectures and workshops regularly organized by the Fund (Khalifa, 2019).

1-2 Measures taken by the Ministry of Justice, the Judicial Institute in Dubali, and the
Community Development Authority in the field of family counseling as a mechanism for
reform.

First: Measures taken by the Ministry of Justice : A family guidance department was established
under the Department of Justice in the UAE in 1998 with the goal of reuniting families and resolving
family disputes amicably. (Family Guidance in the UAE, 8-12-2023) This was done through the
following procedures:

e The Ministry of Justice issued Ministerial Decision No. 1 of 2011, which included 32 articles
regarding the family guidance regulations. It also established a department in the Sharia courts of the
country, consisting of one or more committees for family reform and guidance concerning issues
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related to the family that fall under the Personal Status Law. The main role of the mediator is to
manage constructive negotiations to help the parties communicate positively, discuss the details of
the dispute, and understand it impartially and objectively. The aim is to help the parties choose the
solutions and options that suit them, with awareness and maturity. Additionally, it is the mediator's
responsibility to identify obstacles and barriers that hinder fruitful communication, using effective
techniques such as active listening, body language, reframing, summarizing the idea, and ensuring
the dignity of all parties to create an atmosphere of comfort, mutual respect, and sufficient trust.
(Khaled, p. 152)

The law requires the establishment of one or more family guidance committees in the Personal
Status Court, as determined by the head of the court. Each committee is supervised by judges and is
responsible for considering personal status disputes, excluding urgent temporary cases.
(Abdulrahman, 4-4-2023) The committee is also tasked with providing opinions and advice regarding
the status of the parties involved in personal status cases or specific cases upon the request of the
competent court handling the case. This decision will contribute to spreading and solidifying the role
of family reform and guidance, studying the issues and phenomena faced by families, developing
appropriate solutions, raising awareness about the culture of resolving family disputes amicably, and
cooperating and coordinating with both official and non-official institutions in the community
regarding family matters. This will enhance the principle of effective partnership between institutions
with shared goals. (Al-Mahrazi)

« Family Arbitration Initiative: Family guidance and reform offices are considered an alternative
mechanism to traditional litigation. The United Arab Emirates requires parties to resort to family
reform offices and present their disputes to these offices before approaching the competent court. (Al-
Harbi, p. 25) According to Article (16) of the explanatory memorandum of Federal Law No. (28),
divorce proceedings in the Personal Status Court should not be heard unless they have been referred
to the family guidance committee. (Abdulrahman, 4-4-2023)

Family guidance committees can begin their work only with the personal presence of the client
or through communication technology (*remote communication”). The primary task of the arbitrator
is to remove discord between the spouses and seek reconciliation if possible. The meeting with both
parties takes place at a location they specify. Arbitration proceedings begin with a court order issued
by the judge, and the Personal Status Department announces the appointment of the arbitrator. The
announcement includes the phone numbers of the plaintiff and defendant, the name of the other
arbitrator, and their contact number. The arbitrators then contact both parties by phone to set a meeting
date, review the case, and hear statements during multiple sessions with the spouses or anyone else
influencing the progress of the reconciliation.If reconciliation is achieved between the spouses, it
must be documented in the court record, and both parties sign it. It is then approved by the competent
judge. The memorandum also mentions that the reconciliation agreement has the force of an executive
order and cannot be challenged in any way unless it violates the law.

If reconciliation is not possible between the parties, the committee issues an electronic or paper
certificate to that effect. Additionally, the committee specifies the requests that were previously
discussed. Finally, if no dispute arises within two months from the date of registration, the committee
archives the case.(Al-Mahrazi)

The Family Guidance Department of the Judicial Department in Abu Dhabi offers its services to
everyone, regardless of their religious beliefs.(Program, p. 5)

Family guidance in the UAE is considered part of public order; it is one of the reasons for the
invalidity of a judicial ruling if it is found that the case was not presented to the family guidance
office.(Yahya, p. 22)

« Family Program for Divorce Requests: This is a system adopted by the Abu Dhabi Judicial
Department in 2020, making it the first of its kind in the Gulf Cooperation Council region. The
program includes workshops enriched with multimedia, featuring presentations, sharing personal
experiences, and working papers on self-reflection. It offers opportunities for participation in group
discussions through interactive exercises. It is worth noting that some studies have shown several
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benefits of this program for families and society, including reducing the likelihood of future legal
disputes between the parties.(Program, p. 7)

Second: Measures taken by the Judicial Institute in Dubai: The Dubai Judicial Institute has
qualified family arbitrators with expertise in Sharia and law through the "Family Arbitrators
Qualification Diploma" program, the first of its kind in the country. This program is carried out in
cooperation with the Dubai Women's Renaissance Association and is taught by a select group of
judges, trainers, and experts who have previously practiced arbitration according to the Quranic
methodology and the traditions and customs of the Emirati society.(Khalifa, 2019)

The experience of the Dubai Courts is distinguished as the first department to implement its family
guidance and reform initiative. It stands out from other similar experiences due to its
comprehensiveness and innovative elements, as it focuses on highlighting the new positive role of
the court as a social clinic and an awareness-raising institution, in addition to being a judicial entity.

This unique experience in the country is characterized by several innovative elements that helped
enrich family members by reducing the need for litigation, saving time and effort by creating
agreements that are immediately enforceable. Additionally, it facilitates direct communication with
the disputing parties without the mediation of their legal representatives, ensuring quick resolution
between them. The program aims to resolve marital disputes both before and after divorce and is open
to all nationalities and groups residing in the emirate, offering continuous follow-up and guidance to
the involved parties.

The family guidance program at the Dubai Courts resolves family disputes between children,
parents, and extended family members, not limited to marital conflicts. It also extends to supporting
newly married couples by preparing them for family compatibility through a specialized training
program and promoting family culture. This initiative has ultimately led to a decrease in the divorce
rate among newly married couples from 16% to 6%.

The family guidance and reform program relies on an integrated electronic system linked with
other departments in the Dubai Courts, from the initial registration and information entry to
generating statistics, correspondence, and reports. Additionally, there is a webpage containing weekly
social articles, and participation in several Arabic and international websites offering family
counseling.

It has been implemented with a high degree of professionalism and excellence, which has allowed
it to lead regionally and globally. It is considered a model and a comprehensive reference in its field,
with 12 Arab and foreign judicial institutions benefiting from this experience. This success is
attributed to the use of the latest psychological and therapeutic methods in reform sessions, such as
neuro-linguistic programming. and suggestion therapy. Since its establishment, the family guidance
and reform program at the Dubai Courts has achieved multiple results, including a 23% decrease in
the number of personal status cases.(Al-Mahrazi)

One of the most important results achieved was a 33% decrease in divorce cases, making the
Emirate of Dubai the lowest in the country and the Arab world in divorce rates compared to marriage.
Additionally, it contributed to providing flexible and distinguished services to clients by offering
various methods for reform sessions, such as phone calls, internet, fax, and visiting case locations
when needed. The department also contributed to reducing the number of cases and divorce rates by
eliminating the need for eight job positions, including judges, clerks, registrars, and secretaries,
saving the equivalent of 2.1 million dirhams annually in salaries and allowances. Furthermore, it
encouraged some commercial institutions to sponsor its programs and social events.

The family guidance and reform program also contributed to creating positive competition with
the Human Rights Care Department at Dubai Police in the field of family reform. This was achieved
by providing social guides in police stations for reconciliation between disputing parties and
preparing training programs for those responsible for the reform process.(Al-Mahrazi)

Third: Measures taken by the Community Development Authority: The Community
Development Authority in Dubai works in collaboration with various entities to provide its programs
and services, set policies, regulations, and standards for social service providers, aiming to raise the
standards of services in Dubai and activate the role of Emiratis in society. The vision of the Youth
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and Community Development Authority is to provide a leading social sector that drives and develops
sustainable development in the UAE. Its mission is to invest resources and energies optimally to build
effective partnerships with the non-profit private sector to develop a distinguished social sector that
aligns with the ambitions of the Dubai government. It also aims to make the community happy,
strengthen national identity, and provide empowerment and community participation opportunities
for citizens.

All of the Authority's services and programs are focused on improving the lives of individuals
and communities, strengthening family bonds, and providing social care for families, children, and
youth.(Community Development Authority in Dubai, 9-12-2023)

Wafaq Project: A national official project under the Community Development Authority in
Dubai, offering marriage facilitation services exclusively for Emirati citizens, aimed at helping adjust
the demographic structure due to the rising rate of marriages to foreigners, and preserving national
identity. The service is free of charge at all stages, from registration to the final stage of
reconciliation.(Al-Mahrazi)

1-3 Measures taken by the Supreme Council for Family Affairs and the Family Development
Foundation in the field of family counseling as a mechanism for reform

First: Measures taken by the Supreme Council for Family Affairs: It works to enhance family
welfare in the Emirate of Sharjah by contributing to empowering family members to achieve their
stability, security, and effectiveness within the community. Its goal is to activate the role of the family
in society, enabling it to perform its functional roles according to contemporary developments, while
adhering to Islamic values and culture.(Page)

Second: Measures taken by the Family Development Foundation: It is an independent, non-
profit government organization that specifically focuses on instilling religious values and nurturing
authentic Arab traditions to ensure the continuity of the family and the cohesion of society. The
Foundation works on supporting women and enhancing their status to enable them to actively
contribute to economic and social development. It adopts innovative methods to implement policies
aimed at caring for, developing, and empowering women and children in alignment with the state's
social policy. It also develops strategies and plans, and executes specialized programs related to the
family.(Family Development Foundation )

2. Measures Taken by Civil Institutions in the United Arab Emirates in the Field of Family
Counseling as a Mechanism for Reform

2-1 Measures taken by the General Women's Union: Among its initiatives

 Vision Office Initiative: The objectives of this initiative are summarized in the office's
pathways, which include developing family dialogue skills, fostering positive communication with
the child's guardians, facilitating the implementation of court decisions regarding visitation and the
transfer of the child to and from a safe family environment, and preparing a comprehensive strategy
aimed at creating plans, programs, and mechanisms. This includes conducting exploratory and
analytical studies to understand the reality of these children, their psychological and health needs,
and everything that ensures their family stability and care within the family.

* Hotline Service: (In cooperation with the Fatwa Department of the Judicial Department) The
hotline service began operating in 2008 as part of the implementation and achievement of the Vision
Office's objectives.(Al-Mahrazi)

» Email Service: Through the electronic connection of the Vision Office website with the Fatwa
Department of the Judicial Department, which in turn responds to inquiries from callers via email.

» Wathiq and Wafa Project: The program consists of two parts: the first is raising awareness and
educating divorced individuals about the negative effects of divorce and its impact on children. The
second is the preparatory program for a successful marital life.

* "Know Your Rights" Encyclopedia: In cooperation with the Fatwa Department (Judicial
Department), it is distributed free of charge.

2-2 Measures taken by women's associations in the country, family counseling centers, and
independent counselors:
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* Measures taken by women's associations in the country: These associations, spread across all
emirates of the country, provide family counseling and guidance services. Their goal is to raise
awareness about the importance of family counseling and guidance by helping individuals perform
their social roles, as well as offering counseling, treatment, and intervention in family crises, whether
on an individual or family level.

* Family counseling centers: These are independent social-oriented centers specifically
established to address family issues and provide the necessary guidance and solutions.

* Independent counselors: These are individuals who have been well-trained to possess family
counseling skills. They do not work under an official umbrella of the state, but instead, they work
voluntarily and can be contacted for their opinions.

In conclusion, the family counseling experience in the United Arab Emirates represents one of
the effective mechanisms in developing societal culture and stabilizing marital relationships in light
of the current and future challenges facing families (Government).

Conclusion

The experience of the United Arab Emirates in the field of family counseling is a pioneering one,
demonstrating that adopting family counseling as a mechanism for family reform is one of the most
important strategic goals in achieving family stability, which in turn is closely linked to achieving
social stability and sustainable development. The results achieved in this field, which are highly
satisfactory, show the country's serious efforts in spreading the culture of reform, a practice that is
both a legal and ethical virtue with positive impacts on all levels—individual, collective, personal,
and national. It strengthens family cohesion by addressing the causes of conflict and dispute.

From this, it can be said that family counseling is a complement to the judiciary and a branch of
swift justice, as well as a resource for sustainable development. This outstanding experience should
serve as an inspiration for other countries to follow its path and benefit from its results in guiding
families towards safety and stability, and communities towards progress and prosperity.

Given the limited practical studies addressing the role of family guidance and counseling offices
and the effectiveness of their performance in Algeria, a set of recommendations has been proposed
to develop this vital sector. These include: benefiting from the experiences of leading countries both
Arab and Western, considering the family as the nucleus of society and the foundation of human
investment; establishing graduate programs and specialized research centers in family counseling;
creating training and development plans for specialists within recognized academic institutions;
enhancing the exchange of expertise and scientific studies both within the country and internationally
using digital means; expanding family counseling offices across the country and not limiting them to
courts; establishing clear strategies and standards for practicing the profession, enacting legislation
to regulate it; establishing counseling offices in every family court with branches outside of them,
comprising specialists in Sharia, law, social work, and psychology, with mandatory recourse to them;
granting reconciliation minutes the status of enforceable judgments; establishing a government
agency responsible for family centers and integrating family counseling into national family policies;
and finally, creating an association for practitioners to monitor societal and professional
transformations.
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Abstract

The paper brought out the aspect of budget transparency in regard to Algeria, which the
researchers set out to establish at what level Algerian financial statements comply with IPSAS 24 in
regard to the presentation of budget information in the financial statement. Thus, this research study
intended to evaluate the accuracy and transparency of the financial information disclosed by Algeria
through assessing the level of compliance that would result in increased transparency by upholding
international standards. The approach employed in this study was an analytical one of the Algerian
system of accounting, benchmarking the same against IPSAS 24 with those of the Algerian NCE.
The outcome established that the Algerian system was less transparent and financially disclosure-
weak because it had stuck to a cash basis as opposed to an accrual basis, hence a deficiency that
constrained the production of financial information that is accurate and comprehensive. This study
recommends that financial disclosure requirements be improved and accounting systems be updated
to meet international standards so that transparency and accountability in the management of public
financial resources will increase.

Introduction

Budget transparency is crucial for ensuring good governance and achieving a sustainable
economy (Dracea et al., 2024). It plays a significant role in enhancing accountability and building
trust between the government, citizens and investors (Bastida & Benito, 2007). Given Algeria's
transitional phase, it is essential to assess the adequacy of financial data and compare it with the
international standard IPSAS 24 to ensure the provision of accurate and transparent financial
information. This is where the importance of this study lies, in evaluating the accuracy and
transparency of Algerian financial data in light of international standards (Folscher & Emile, 2012).

The problem statement of the study revolves around assessing the extent to which Algerian
financial statements align with IPSAS 24, which relates to the presentation of budget information in
financial statements, and the impact of the current Algerian accounting system on the transparency
and accuracy of this information. The hypotheses suggest that the Algerian accounting system, based
on cash accounting, lacks the capability to provide accurate and comprehensive financial information.
Additionally, Algeria's non-compliance with international accounting standards, such as IPSAS 24,
leads to a deficiency in financial transparency and disclosure.

Research

The study aims to assess the accuracy and transparency of Algerian financial information,
focusing on the extent of its compliance with IPSAS 24, and to offer recommendations for improving
budget transparency by aligning the Algerian accounting system with international standards.

The study employed an analytical methodology, comparing IPSAS 24 with Algerian national
accounting standards (NCE) to determine the extent of compatibility and differences between them,
and to assess the impact of this on financial disclosure transparency in Algeria.

1. Theoretical and Practical Significance

1-1Background and Importance of Budget Transparency

Transparency in financial budgeting is one of the key factors in building trust between the
government and the public, ensuring transparency and accountability in managing financial resources
(Cuadrado-Ballesteros & Bisogno, 2022). The importance of this transparency lies in its role in
achieving sustainable development and stimulating the economy (Montero & Le Blanc, 2019). This
study is an attempt to assess the accuracy and transparency of Algerian financial data compared to
international standards, with the aim of enhancing transparency, accountability, and building trust in
the financial data presented.

Financial transparency is a fundamental concept in the context of financial budgeting, referring
to the ability to provide financial information in an honest and clear manner to the public (Honore et
al., 2007). Financial transparency is a primary tool to ensure transparency, accountability, and
integrity in the management of public financial resources (Wehmeier & Raaz, 2012). Additionally,
achieving financial transparency contributes to building trust between the government, citizens, and
investors, making financial transparency a crucial tool for achieving sustainable development and
strengthening confidence in the financial system.

Financial transparency is defined as the ability to provide accurate and clear financial information
that the public can understand and rely on (Kaufmann & Weber, 2010). The importance of financial
transparency is linked to providing reliable and transparent financial information to beneficiaries and
the public, with the aim of ensuring integrity, accountability, and building trust. Therefore, enhancing
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financial transparency is essential to ensure the sustainability of financial systems and achieve
economic development (Krah & Mertens, 2023).

1-2 Fiscal Budget in Algeria

The financial budget is a plan prepared by the government or any public authority that includes
estimates of revenues and expenditures for a specific future period, typically a fiscal year. The budget
aims to set priorities by allocating financial resources based on national priorities, control spending
to ensure it does not exceed expected revenues, conduct long-term financial planning to achieve
strategic goals, and enhance accountability and transparency by providing clear and detailed
information on how public funds are used.

The financial budget in Algeria faces significant challenges related to economic fluctuations, lack
of transparency, and overspending (Larabi & Nassour, 2021; Merghit, 2018). However, ongoing
efforts aim to improve the accounting system by implementing international accounting standards,
enhancing transparency, and diversifying the economy. For greater success, Algeria needs to invest
in training personnel and updating financial and accounting systems to ensure the preparation and
execution of an efficient and transparent financial budget.

Financial transparency involves providing accurate, comprehensive, and up-to-date information
about the public budget to the public, enabling them to assess the government's performance in
managing public funds and achieving specified financial goals (Barth & Schipper, 2008). Financial
transparency includes several aspects, such as financial disclosure, which involves presenting
periodic and detailed financial reports that compare estimated amounts with actual ones, and
accountability, which means justifying discrepancies between estimated and actual amounts and
explaining the reasons behind any changes or budget overruns (McCarthy, 2007). It also includes
making financial information accessible to the public and regulatory bodies in a manner that is easy
to access and understand.

Based on the reality of public accounting in Algeria, several factors affect the transparency of the
Algerian budget (Khlif et al., 2020). One key issue is that public bodies, especially local communities,
are not required to disclose budget information in financial statements, meaning that the financial
information provided may not fully and accurately reflect the entity's financial situation. Additionally,
Algeria relies on a specific accounting system and administrative procedures, such as presenting
administrative and management accounts, which may limit the public's and regulatory bodies' ability
to access comprehensive and up-to-date budget information (Medles & kameli, 2024).

Furthermore, the absence of requirements to present comparisons between estimated and actual
amounts in financial statements reduces the transparency of financial information and limits the
public's ability to assess the entity's financial performance. Given these points, it can be said that the
current Algerian financial data may not be sufficient to achieve the desired level of financial
transparency (Lograda, 2023). To enhance transparency, it may be necessary to strengthen financial
disclosure requirements and provide comprehensive financial reports that include comparisons
between estimated and actual amounts with justifications for the differences. Additionally, measures
should be adopted to make this information easily accessible and clear to the public.

1-3 Algeria's Public Accounting System

The public accounting system in Algeria is based on a comprehensive legal and regulatory
framework, which includes a set of laws and regulations that govern the preparation and execution of
public budgets. Among these is the Organic Budget Law, which outlines the fundamental principles
for the preparation and implementation of the state’s general budget, as well as public accounting
laws that establish the accounting rules and procedures that public entities must follow when
recording financial transactions.

Algeria primarily uses the cash basis of accounting in the public sector, where revenues and
expenditures are recorded when cash is actually received or paid. This basis is characterized by its
ease of application and oversight, allowing for precise tracking of cash flow. However, the cash basis
may not provide a complete picture of the financial situation, as it does not account for receivables
and future liabilities.
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Transition to the Accrual Basis: Algeria is currently attempting to shift its public sector
accounting system from the cash basis to the accrual basis, which recognizes revenues and
expenditures when they are earned or incurred, regardless of cash flows.

Adoption of IPSAS: Algeria is working towards implementing some International Public Sector
Accounting Standards (IPSAS) to enhance transparency and accountability in the public sector.

Challenges of Transition: This shift requires investments in training and updates to accounting
systems and may face resistance from staff and accountants. For a successful transition, Algeria needs
to invest in training and technology, make legal adjustments, and conduct awareness campaigns to
encourage staff to adopt the new system.

International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS) are standards issued by the
International Federation of Accountants (IFAC) through the International Public Sector Accounting
Standards Board (IPSASB) (Jensen, 2023). These standards aim to improve the quality and
comparability of financial information in the public sector internationally by setting rules and
procedures for preparing financial reports, including measurement, presentation, and disclosure
requirements for financial transactions and events. IPSAS seeks to provide reliable and fair financial
data that enhances transparency and accountability in public institutions.

The Algerian Accounting Standards (NCE) are a set of accounting rules developed to meet the
needs of public sector accounting in Algeria (al-Halla et al., 2024). These standards aim to organize
and unify accounting processes in government bodies, ensuring accurate and transparent financial
data that reflects the true financial position of the state. The NCE standards include requirements for
preparing and presenting financial statements, recognizing revenues and expenses on an accrual basis,
managing fixed assets, recording financial liabilities, and preparing cash flow reports. They also seek
to enhance transparency through detailed financial disclosure.

The IPSAS 24 standard provides specific and detailed guidance on how to present budget-related
information in financial statements (Heiling, 2019). It addresses the fundamental principles for
presenting financial information about the budget and outlines the optimal method for presenting this
information clearly and understandably. This standard helps public financial institutions in Algeria
improve transparency and clarity in budget presentation, thereby increasing confidence and
transparency among stakeholders and the government (Khlif et al., 2020). The standard includes
requirements for displaying estimated and actual amounts, providing explanations for significant
discrepancies, and making budget information available to the public in accessible and
understandable ways.

2. Analyse data

2-1 A comparison between IPSAS 24 and the NCEG6 accounting system: Presentation of
budget information in financial statements

This comparison aims to analyze the differences and similarities between IPSAS 24 (International
Public Sector Accounting Standard 24) and the Algerian national accounting standards (NCE6 -
National Accounting System) concerning the presentation of budget information in financial
statements. We will detail each standard and provide statistical tables that highlight the strengths and
weaknesses of each.

To determine the extent to which the Algerian National Accounting System (NCE) aligns with
IPSAS standards, several factors can be considered. These include the degree to which NCE's
financial reporting requirements match those of IPSAS, the level of financial disclosure and detail
provided, the ease of making information available to the public, and the level of financial
transparency and accountability as per NCE compared to IPSAS. Transparency and accountability
are crucial factors, highlighting how each system addresses these aspects and identifying gaps and
opportunities for improving alignment with international standards.

IPSAS 24 provides comprehensive and clear guidance on how to present financial information,
ensuring full alignment with international presentation requirements. Complete adherence to these
standards enhances the quality of financial reports and increases stakeholder confidence in the
financial data provided by the government. To achieve these benefits, it is essential to continue
training staff to ensure their full understanding of IPSAS 24 requirements and to update accounting
systems to align with international standards. In contrast, the Algerian National Accounting System
(NCE) partially complies with presentation requirements, covering some essential aspects but not all.
This partial compliance can lead to inconsistencies in financial information presentation among
different entities and may make it challenging to compare Algeria's financial performance with other
countries that follow international standards. To improve the situation, efforts should focus on
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enhancing alignment with IPSAS standards by adopting more of these standards and providing better
training for staff on understanding and implementing presentation requirements.

IPSAS 24 requires financial information to be made available to the public in a transparent and
comprehensive manner. Making information accessible under this standard can enhance citizen
participation in decision-making and increase public trust in government and its management of
financial resources. To achieve these goals, it is recommended to use modern technology to
disseminate financial information in accessible ways and to organize awareness campaigns to educate
the public on how to access and use this information. In contrast, the National Accounting System
(NCE) provides a low level of public accessibility to information, which may result in reduced
transparency and public engagement and weaken trust in government financial data and resource
management. To improve this situation, policies for information accessibility should be enhanced to
ensure that the public can easily access financial data, and electronic platforms should be developed
to publish this information in easily accessible formats.

IPSAS 24 requires full and comprehensive financial disclosure covering all aspects of financial
performance and budgets. This disclosure contributes to enhancing transparency by providing
detailed information to citizens and investors and strengthens accountability through accurate and
comprehensive reporting. Therefore, it is recommended to amend national legislation to ensure full
compliance with disclosure requirements and to intensify efforts to publish financial information in
ways that are easily accessible and understandable to the public. On the other hand, the National
Accounting System (NCE) provides a relatively low level of financial disclosure, which may lead to
certain financial aspects remaining undisclosed, thus weakening transparency and accountability in
managing public funds and reducing citizens' and investors' trust in government financial data.
Consequently, it is recommended to improve financial disclosure requirements to enhance
transparency and to train employees on better understanding and implementing these requirements.

IPSAS 24 focuses on enhancing transparency and accountability by providing comprehensive and
accurate financial information, which contributes to improving financial governance and strengthens
the ability to prevent corruption by offering clear and detailed data. Therefore, it is recommended to
enhance financial oversight mechanisms to ensure full compliance with transparency requirements,
as well as to encourage internal and external audits to bolster accountability. Conversely, the National
Accounting System (NCE) provides a low level of transparency and accountability, which could lead
to weakened financial governance and increased risks of corruption, along with a decline in public
trust in the government and its financial management. Thus, it is recommended to increase
transparency requirements within the national accounting system to enhance accountability, and to
encourage government bodies to disclose financial information in clear and accurate ways. In
comparison, IPSAS 24 demonstrates a much higher level of compliance with presentation
requirements, financial disclosure, public access to information, transparency, and accountability. To
achieve significant improvements in Algeria's public accounting system, the focus should be on
aligning with IPSAS 24 through staff training and development, updating accounting systems,
improving financial disclosure policies, and increasing transparency and accountability.

The calculated percentage indicates that the Algerian National Accounting System (NCE) applies
only about 38.75% of the requirements and standards of IPSAS 24 related to presenting budget
information in financial statements. This shortfall in compliance reflects the need for greater adoption
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of IPSAS standards to enhance financial transparency, disclosure and public access to information in
Algeria.

3-2 Obstacles to Implementing IPSAS 24 in Algeria

1.High Implementation Costs

o Updating Accounting Systems: Implementing IPSAS 24 requires updating current accounting
systems to be able to collect, analyze, and present the required information.

o Training and Professional Development: Employees and accountants need intensive training to
understand and apply the standard’s requirements, which increases costs.

2. Lack of Specialized Accounting Expertise

o Advanced Accounting Knowledge: The standard requires advanced accounting knowledge, and
there may be a shortage of qualified accounting professionals in Algeria.

o Hiring International Experts: Implementing IPSAS 24 may require bringing in international
experts for training and guidance, which increases costs and reliance on external expertise.

3. Resistance to Change

o Cultural Change: Implementing the standard may face resistance from employees and
accountants accustomed to the current national accounting system.

o Motivation and Awareness: Overcoming resistance requires organizing awareness campaigns
and motivating employees to adopt the new standard.

4. Technical and Administrative Complexity

o Complex Procedures: The standard requires preparing detailed and comprehensive financial
reports, which adds to administrative complexity.

o Standardization: Applying IPSAS 24 requires standardizing accounting practices across all
public entities, which can be a significant administrative challenge.

5.Compliance with National Laws

o Regulation Adjustments: Implementing the standard may require amending existing national
laws and regulations to align with IPSAS 24 requirements.

o Coordination with Legislative Bodies: Coordination with legislative and regulatory bodies is
needed to achieve legal compliance.

3-3 Weaknesses in Algerian Financial Statements

o Lack of Financial Disclosure: Public entities in Algeria suffer from a lack of disclosure
regarding budget information in financial statements, affecting transparency and accountability.
Organic Law No. 15/18 requires entities to maintain budgetary accounting alongside accrual-based
accounting, but practical implementation faces challenges.

o Incomplete Adherence to IPSAS: Despite the move towards adopting IPSAS standards,
challenges remain in fully applying them at all levels of financial management, leading to
inconsistency in financial reports. Some public entities present administrative and management
accounts differently, affecting the uniformity and technical quality of financial reports.

o Difficulty in Understanding Financial Data: Some financial information may be complex and
difficult for non-specialist users to understand, reducing the general public’s ability to benefit from
financial reports. A lack of transparency in some information can make it difficult for users to
accurately assess financial performance.

3-4 Potential Improvements

To improve the quality of financial data in Algeria, several steps can be taken: enhance financial
disclosure by providing clearer budget information and detailed reports on all financial aspects;
standardize the application of IPSAS across all government entities and offer continuous training for
financial staff; improve access to information by simplifying data presentation and using advanced
techniques for clearer analysis; invest in updating accounting systems and provide intensive staff
training; and organize awareness campaigns to promote the adoption of international standards.
Coordination with legislative bodies to amend laws and regulations to align with IPSAS is also
essential. These measures collectively aim to boost financial transparency and accountability in
Algeria.
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3. Discussion

Based on the provided analysis, it can be concluded that Algerian financial data exhibits several
deficiencies in comparison to IPSAS 24. There is a notable lack of transparency in financial
disclosure, as public entities, particularly local governments, are not required to provide
comprehensive budget information in their financial statements. This shortfall results in reduced
financial transparency. Additionally, the current accounting system and administrative procedures,
such as the presentation of administrative and management accounts, restrict the public's access to
comprehensive and updated budget information. The absence of comparisons between estimated and
actual amounts further diminishes the transparency of financial information and hampers the public's
ability to assess financial performance accurately.

To address these issues and align more closely with IPSAS 24, several steps should be taken.
Public entities should be mandated to provide detailed budget information, including both estimated
and actual amounts, and explain any discrepancies in their financial statements. The accounting
system and administrative procedures need to be updated to deliver comprehensive and current
financial information, incorporating an accrual-based accounting system. Additionally, presenting
comparisons between estimated and actual amounts and justifying any differences would enhance
transparency and allow the public to better evaluate financial performance. These measures will help
improve the adequacy of Algerian financial data and foster greater financial transparency and
accountability.

Conclusion

Transparency in financial budgeting is crucial for ensuring good governance and sustainable
development. By enhancing financial disclosure requirements and updating the accounting system,
Algeria can achieve greater alignment with IPSAS 24, thereby improving transparency and
accountability in the management of public financial resources. These steps are essential for building
trust between the government, citizens, and investors, and for achieving sustainable economic
development.

The study results reveal that the Algerian accounting system, based on cash accounting, exhibits
clear deficiencies in achieving the required financial transparency and is not sufficiently aligned with
IPSAS 24 regarding the presentation of budget information in financial statements. This shortfall
results in a lack of accuracy and comprehensiveness in the financial information provided, limiting
the effectiveness of financial oversight and accountability in managing public financial resources.
The study confirms that the current system cannot meet the requirements for comprehensive financial
transparency and disclosure. It indicates that improving financial transparency requires aligning the
national accounting system with international standards, particularly transitioning from cash
accounting to accrual-based accounting. Accordingly, the study recommends the broader adoption of
IPSAS standards and updating the Algerian accounting system to enhance transparency and
accountability in financial management.

Introduction

The current stage of society’s digitalization requires not only applied developments with a purely
practical focus, but also serious theoretical research that synthesizes practice and enriches legal
doctrine. Legal science plays a significant role in addressing this challenge, as the concept of the rule
of law obliges us to “saturate” all phenomena with legal content, to frame them within a legal
structure, and to ensure they reflect a system for protecting fundamental rights.

The difficulty of treating technologies as subjects of legal reflection lies in the fact that they cannot
be considered traditional objects that merely receive external regulation. The logic of applying digital
technologies often requires users to adapt to them—to a certain extent, to submit to them. This
indicates a profound feedback effect of technology on the state itself as the primary producer of law.
The development of computer science led to the emergence of distributed ledger technology, which,
in turn, became the foundation for the evolution of smart contracts in their most widely understood
form.

Blockchain technology is a system for organizing a distributed database. One of its main
advantages is that it functions as a public digital ledger, where every user action is visible to their
counterparties and transactions cannot be altered or reversed retrospectively. Blockchain also enables
online payments, helps optimize costs, allows for real-time verification of customer or transaction
data, supports the registration of deals, and maintains transaction records.

Research

Although blockchain is not yet widely used in commercial operations, many large companies are
actively testing its capabilities. In particular, the technology enables the creation of automated “smart
contracts”—computer programs that come into effect once specific conditions are met. When parties
enter into such a contract, its execution begins automatically and without direct involvement, which
is undeniably another major advantage of this technology.

Blockchain technologies, in the form of smart contracts, enable decentralized legal contract
automation without intermediaries. With accelerating adoption, regulatory clarity is now a
prerequisite for innovation and investment. Divergent international approaches result from variations
in legal traditions, policy preferences, and political institutions.

1. Smart Contracts

Smart contracts are digital agreements that can operate autonomously, allowing parties to
transparently and conflict-free transfer digital and physical assets as well as other valuables (Hewa et
al., 2021). Nick Szabo is considered the author of the smart contract concept. In 1994, he defined a
smart contract as a computer protocol that independently executes transactions and controls their
performance using mathematical algorithms. Satoshi Nakamoto also substantiated the idea of the
smart contract in 2008 in the article “Bitcoin: A Peer-to-Peer Electronic Cash System” (Nakamoto,
2008). The number of bitcoins in circulation and the authority to create and transfer bitcoins are
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tracked and controlled by a distributed database that runs on smart contract software. According to
Nick Szabo, just as vending machines replaced human vendors, smart contracts are capable of
displacing intermediaries in various industries.

First of all, it is important to note that the term “smart contract” can be defined both from a
technical and a legal perspective. As noted by French researcher Gaétan Guerlin, a distinction should
be made between the program (the smart contract), which operates on a blockchain platform, and the
traditional legal contract. As a result, the smart contract appears to be layered on top of the traditional
civil-law agreement (Gaétan, 2017, p. 512).

When there is a need to conclude a complex transaction involving a significant amount of money,
we typically seek advice from a lawyer or notary, pay for their services, and then wait for the task to
be completed and the contract terms to be fulfilled (Vatiero, 2023). Until the lawyer confirms that all
the documents are properly executed, we cannot gain access to the funds or property. However, by
placing a bitcoin in the ledger, one can instantly obtain a deed, contract, product, driver's license—
anything stipulated by the smart contract.

Smart contracts act as a software intermediary between the consumer and the blockchain
repository (Ferreira, 2021). They execute an algorithm necessary to provide a complex service upon
the client’s request, including actions such as status and identity verification and task completion.
They allow users to store data in the blockchain repository and access it without the need for search.
Access to the core structures of the blockchain repository is provided through a computer interface
(Bandara et al., 2019).

The description of the terms and execution algorithm of smart contracts is written in a
programming language and uses mathematical tools (such as public-key cryptography), which
eliminates the grounds for discrepancies in the interpretation of the transaction terms.

Execution is also carried out automatically through the operation of pre-defined programs in a
computer system, without the involvement of the parties, once specific conditions coded into the
program are met. Records of obligations and completed transactions are stored with timestamping,
cannot be altered by anyone, and are maintained in a distributed manner.

Experts from The Chamber of Digital Commerce identify several models for structuring a smart
contract:

- External model: In this approach, the program code used by the parties does not replace the
agreement itself but merely automates the performance of obligations under the contract.

- Internal (or embedded) model: This model involves formalizing the relationship between the
parties in one of two ways. The code either fully replaces a natural language contract or serves as an
integral part of such a contract.

In this context, researchers introduce two distinct terms: smart contract and legal smart contract.

A smart contract refers to computer code that, upon the occurrence of certain conditions or states,
is capable of executing automatically in accordance with predefined functions. This code can be
stored and processed on a distributed ledger and can record any resulting changes directly into it.

A legal smart contract, on the other hand, refers to contract terms that are both legally compliant
and automated through programming code, forming a legally binding agreement between two or more
parties.

A similar approach is reflected in a joint study by the International Swaps and Derivatives
Association (ISDA) and Linklaters, where the terms legal smart contract and smart contract code are
used to distinguish between the legal aspects of the agreement and the technological execution layer
(ISDA Linklaters, 2017).

Thus, a smart contract as a technical phenomenon is essentially a piece of computer code. From
the standpoint of technical sciences, a smart contract is a software code fragment designed to perform
specific tasks when a pre-defined condition encoded in the program is met.
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Regarding the legal nature of smart contracts, various perspectives are expressed in legal
literature. The dominant group of researchers associates the concept of a smart contract exclusively
with distributed ledger technologies, particularly blockchain platforms.

In the context of using blockchain platforms, a smart contract can be concluded in two ways:

- In the form of an application using an electronic signature, executed pursuant to a framework
agreement established upon entry into the blockchain;

- Through a click-wrap agreement, where the terms are accepted by ticking the "Agree" box.

Interaction between the parties occurs in an electronic environment and is aimed at transferring a
digital asset, which may include cryptocurrency (e.g., Bitcoin). In order to enable transactions to be
executed via a smart contract, it is sometimes necessary that the asset subject to the agreement be
linked to a virtual unit operated by the computer program.

To achieve this, material or immaterial assets must be "moved" into the virtual environment and
represented in a digital form. These virtual units, used as conditional units of value, are called tokens.

There are several types of smart contracts, such as legal smart contracts and Ricardian contracts.
Smart contracts can be used in various business processes, asset trading, and other types of
transactions, with the specific details determined by the parties involved, depending on the level of
cooperation and desired outcomes (Ji et al., 2023; Ante, 2021). Any event or situation—such as
changes in financial market indicators or a user's GPS coordinates—can trigger the execution of a
smart contract either by the parties themselves or on their behalf (Wang et al., 2023a). When the
conditions of the computer program are met, it is executed automatically without human intervention.
Communication between smart contract participants can be verified and securely transmitted in
encrypted form (Kirli et al., 2022).

Currently, the most widely used platform for creating and executing smart contracts is Ethereum,
although other blockchain-based cryptocurrencies like EOS, Neo, Tezos, Tron, Polkadot, and
Algorand also support smart contract functionality (Liu et al., 2023). After the execution of a smart
contract, each server in the network updates the record reflecting the current operational state of the
network. Once uploaded to the blockchain and verified, the document cannot be altered. The issue of
authenticity in international trade contracts can be effectively addressed through the immutable and
distributed nature of blockchain (Wang et al., 2023b).

The Ethereum Virtual Machine (EVM) manages the execution of smart contracts on the Ethereum
blockchain (Liu et al., 2022). Before a smart contract can be executed on a particular blockchain, a
transaction fee, known as the “gas fee”, must be paid. The more complex the operations of the smart
contract, the higher the gas fee. This mechanism is designed to protect the EVM from overload caused
by overly complex or numerous smart contracts.

“Gas” can be metaphorically described as the driving force that powers the execution of Ethereum
smart contracts. A shortage of gas can prevent the network from processing transactions. Each
transaction incurs a gas fee, and its execution depends on how contracts are distributed across the
network. A significant amount of computational resources is required to complete these transactions,
and the complexity of the computation determines the amount of gas required.

Based on the positions presented, it can be concluded that the fulfillment of obligations by a party
under a smart contract occurs upon the occurrence of certain conditions—some of which may depend
on the will of the party, and some of which may not.

Regarding the question of whether a smart contract can be qualified as an adhesion contract, it is
important to consider that the terms of a smart contract may be predefined and publicly accessible to
all potential participants, as they are recorded in a publicly available blockchain. However, it should
also be taken into account that some blockchain platforms are public, while others are private and
allow participation only by certain individuals or companies.

In the latter case, the classification of a smart contract as an adhesion contract may differ: in a
private platform, the typical features of an adhesion contract—such as the unilateral establishment of
terms by one party—may not be present.
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Referring to foreign practice, it is also evident that the definition of the nature of smart contracts
is closely linked to their functioning within blockchain platforms.

One of the most notable early examples of a smart contract in action occurred in the autumn of
2016, when a $100,000 cheese and butter supply deal was executed between an Israeli producer,
Ornua, and a Seychelles-based company. The buyer used a letter of credit for payment, facilitated by
blockchain technology.

The goods were shipped by sea, and the containers were equipped with special geolocation
sensors. As soon as the vessel entered the destination port, the sensors sent a signal to the blockchain
system, indicating that the bank could release payment to the seller.

Thanks to blockchain, the entire transaction was completed in just 4 hours, compared to the usual
10 days under traditional conditions. Moreover, there was no need to exchange physical documents,
and the risk of document forgery was completely eliminated.

It is also worth noting that smart contracts can be used for lending purposes. For example, one of
the largest banking institutions in Spain, Banco Bilbao Vizcaya Argentaria (BBVA), issued a €75
million corporate loan using a smart contract on the Ethereum blockchain network. The use of
distributed ledger technology (DLT) and smart contracts significantly reduces fraud risks and
minimizes time-related transaction costs. This particular operation took only a few hours, whereas
traditional mechanisms would typically require several days.

Another notable example is the German insurance company Allianz, which has implemented
smart contracts to automate insurance payouts in the event of natural disasters. This use of
blockchain-based automation improves efficiency, speeds up response time, and reduces
administrative overhead in critical situations.

2.Legal Integration of Smart Contracts

A smart contract can be integrated into a transaction in one of the following ways:

- Fully in programming language — the contract is written entirely in code, with no version in
natural language.

This method is the least suitable for comprehensive transactions, as such contracts often include
terms that do not require automation—such as choice of dispute resolution venue, representations, or
warranties.

- Duplication model — the contract is written in programming code and also has a full copy in
natural language. This ensures both machine-readability and legal clarity for human interpretation.

- Hybrid model — the contract is drafted in natural language, but some of its provisions are
implemented and executed via code. This model is the most common in practice, as it combines legal
expressiveness with the automation of specific clauses.

The most logical model today is the hybrid model, where part of the contract is written in natural
language, and part is implemented as a smart contract.

For example, the algorithm may define the pricing mechanism and set triggers that initiate
payment. Meanwhile, other provisions—such as dispute resolution procedures, representations and
warranties, product descriptions, or force majeure clauses—are drafted in natural language.

Over time, another form of hybrid automation may gain popularity: one where natural language
complements the code, rather than code being embedded into a paper contract. This approach is useful
in cases where it is not feasible to codify all aspects of the agreement at an acceptable level of clarity.

Currently, such functionality is offered by the Corda blockchain developed by R3. In Corda, smart
contracts include both a code-based component and a feature called Legal Prose—an embedded
section of natural language text that provides legal context directly within the contract’s framework.

When choosing the hybrid model for legally integrating a smart contract, the question arises: how
to formally reflect the smart contract’s terms within the main agreement. This reflection must affirm
the genuine intent of the parties to be bound by its automated execution.
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One option is to reference an external source in the agreement that contains the smart contract—
such as a URL or address on a blockchain platform. An alternative approach is to duplicate the
algorithm’s logic in natural language within the contract.

Regardless of the method chosen, the natural language contract should ideally include the
following elements:

- A statement that a specific part of the agreement is automated and executed via a program (smart
contract), along with a description of the program’s characteristics; this may include details on how
the program interacts with the parties;

- An acknowledgment by the parties that they recognize the legal validity of such automated
execution;

- A clause defining the precedence between the code and the natural language text in case of
conflict;

- A mutual agreement to use electronic communication and to transfer assets via the smart contract
system.

These provisions help ensure that the smart contract is properly embedded in the legal framework
of the overall transaction, and that its execution reflects the parties' legal obligations.

In the hybrid model, the parties sign a natural language agreement that includes a reference to the
smart contract. Additionally, a hash of this document can be stored in the distributed ledger, serving
as a secure and immutable verification of the agreement’s contents.

The smart contract itself can also be programmed to require signatures from specific participants.
Before executing any actions, the program will prompt for and verify the required signatures from
the designated parties.

Signature mechanisms vary across different blockchain platforms, depending on the underlying
protocol and cryptographic framework. Some use basic public-private key encryption, while others
incorporate multi-signature schemes, zero-knowledge proofs, or threshold signature systems to
enhance security and enforce participation rules.

For example, on the Ethereum blockchain, a signature is generated by the user through their
private key, which is created using the system’s cryptographic protocol. Each transaction, including
those involving smart contracts, is signed with this private key and then broadcast to the network for
validation (Zhai et al., 2019).

In contrast, Hyperledger Fabric offers a more flexible approach. It allows users to upload and
manage their own signing mechanisms (e.g., through hardware security modules or external
cryptographic services). This is possible because Fabric is designed as a permissioned blockchain,
giving organizations more control over identity management, access rights, and security protocols
(Antwi et al., 2021).

Among those who need to understand the content of smart contracts are not only the contracting
parties, but also regulatory authorities.

Currently, the law does not provide for any special procedures for presenting agreements
involving smart contracts to regulatory bodies. As such, these contracts can be submitted in the usual
manner, following standard document protocols.

In practice, there may be challenges in interpreting the logic embedded in a smart contract, as
well as in assessing whether the algorithm truly reflects the intent of the parties and their actual
relationship. However, the mere integration of a smart contract into a transaction does not obstruct
the understanding of its legal substance.

At present, regulatory authorities have all the necessary means to obtain relevant information and
to determine what the parties have agreed upon.

Nevertheless, it is important to remember that the use of smart contracts does not eliminate the
obligation to prepare primary documentation in traditional form—such as invoices, shipping records,
or other formal documents required for accounting and compliance purposes.
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3. Smart Contracts in European Union

On April 11, 2018, for more comprehensive regulation, twenty-two European countries signed an
agreement to establish the European Blockchain Partnership (EBP). This coalition includes nations
such as the Netherlands, Germany, France, Norway, Spain, and others. The declaration states
(Liakopoulos, 2024):

“In order to harness the opportunities of blockchain technologies and to avoid a fragmented
approach, the signatories of this declaration agree to cooperate in creating a European Partnership
for the development of blockchain infrastructure, which will help improve trustworthy and user-
centric digital services within the Single Market.”

The EU countries committed to sharing expertise and knowledge in both technical and regulatory
domains, and to preparing for the launch of unified EU-wide applications that utilize distributed
ledger technology (DLT) for use in both the public and private sectors.

According to Mariya Gabriel, the European Commissioner for Digital Economy and Society,
blockchain represents an excellent opportunity for Europe and its member states to rethink their
information systems, enhance user trust and personal data security, promote new business
opportunities, and develop new areas of leadership for the benefit of citizens, public services, and
business entities (Maslova, 2018).

The concept of an “e-resident” first emerged in Estonia in 2014. People from around the world
participated in a digital program, becoming digital residents and registering companies in Estonia. In
contrast to this centralized model, a blockchain movement arose, aimed at decentralizing services. As
a logical next step, Estonia’s E-Residency Program was integrated with blockchain technology.
Today, the E-Estonia program operates on the Ethereum blockchain.

Although the official preparation for launching Initial Coin Offerings (ICOs) in Estonia is still
underway, the digital currency ESTcoin was created to add a new dimension and convenience to the
e-residency program. Looking ahead, the e-residency ecosystem is expected to undergo further
enhancements (Kim, 2023).

On March 14, 2023, the European Parliament approved new data control measures as part of a
major legislative package on data privacy. The bill is aimed at addressing the protection of digital
privacy without hindering innovation.

According to the new provision in the Data Act, all smart contracts are now required to include
an "emergency kill switch." In the event of a security breach, IT professionals can use this kill switch
method to immediately shut down the system. When a critical flaw or attack is detected, the kill
switch embedded in the smart contract’s code can either terminate the contract’s execution
immediately or suspend it, fix the issue, and restart the contract.

Legislation on smart contracts and the Internet of Things was approved by the European
Parliament on March 14, 2023, as part of the Data Act, with an overwhelming majority (500 votes in
favor and 23 against). The goal of this legislation is to promote the development of business models
that foster the emergence of new industries and employment opportunities.

Article 30 of the Data Act outlines the core prerequisites related to smart contracts for data sharing
(Casolari et al., 2023). Starting in 2024, corporations offering goods or services to consumers within
the European Union must comply with the new rules. Although the content of the law has already
been approved by the European Parliament, it is currently under final discussion. Once adopted, there
will be a 12-month implementation period.

Implementation of the Data Act requires the establishment of effective termination mechanisms
for smart contracts. These mechanisms may include internal functions that allow for the cancellation
of the contract or issue a command to terminate it. The law demands a clear definition of the
conditions that justify termination or suspension of a smart contract. In the IT domain, administrators
frequently use a "kill switch™ mechanism to shut down a device, network, or software in response to
a security threat (Philip & Saravanaguru, 2022). In the context of smart contracts, this kill switch
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should either terminate the contract or initiate a process of suspension, correction, and potential
reactivation if a critical vulnerability or violation is detected (Chu et al., 2023).

The Data Act is a landmark initiative aimed at increasing data accessibility in line with EU
principles and rules. It forms a core component of the European data strategy, significantly
contributing to the digital transformation objectives outlined in the “Digital Decade” initiative.

Compliance with the core principles will be assessed by the developer or provider of the smart
contract, who will be required to submit an EU declaration of conformity and bear responsibility for
ensuring compliance with essential requirements. However, the exact interpretation of the term
“responsibility” in this context remains ambiguous, and it is still unclear whether users of smart
contracts will bear any civil liability. In cases of non-compliance with regulatory requirements,
consequences will be determined by the legislation of the relevant EU member state.

4. Smart Contracts in the UK

As part of the UK government’s “Innovate UK” program, the sale of Blockchain as a Service
(BaaS) technology began on August 3, 2016. The UK’s HM Revenue and Customs (HMRC) is
exploring the potential of blockchain, along with other technical tools, to improve the tax, customs,
and excise systems (Alexander, 2022).

In May 2016, the Parliamentary Office of Science and Technology (POST) published a brief
report on financial technologies, focusing on four innovative areas, one of which was Distributed
Ledger Technology (DLT). In January 2018, POST released a follow-up document titled “Areas of
Interest,” identifying DLT as a field that requires further research. The UK Department for Work and
Pensions, in collaboration with the company GovCoin, conducted a study examining the potential of
blockchain technology to enhance the welfare system (Hughes et al., 2018).

According to a report prepared by the UK Government Office for Science, several critical
considerations and recommendations have been outlined regarding the legal and practical
implementation of smart contracts. The report emphasizes the following key points:

- Smart contracts are contracts whose terms are written in programming code. This definition
highlights that their enforceability and logic are embedded directly in code rather than in natural
language.

- Criteria must be developed to determine the jurisdiction applicable to a smart contract. Given
the cross-border nature of blockchain, clearly defining which legal system governs a smart contract
is essential for dispute resolution and enforceability.

- Mechanisms should be developed to validate transactions without exposing their full content,
and there is a need to establish legal regulation for data provided by oracles. Oracles, which deliver
external data to blockchain systems, present a legal and technical vulnerability. The authenticity,
reliability, and legal accountability of these data inputs must be addressed.

- Effective identification and authentication protocols must be implemented for both individuals
and organizations. Ensuring that participants in smart contracts are properly identified is crucial for
security, fraud prevention, and regulatory compliance.

- Security standards should be established for wallet providers. Digital wallets used to manage
blockchain assets need to comply with robust cybersecurity standards to protect users from theft,
hacking, or unauthorized access.

- In consumer-related smart contracts, the design should require minimal technical knowledge
from the consumer. There should be a limited number of choices and configurations, and consumers
must be given a clear understanding of the consequences of entering into an agreement via a
programmatic algorithm.

In 2019, the UK Jurisdiction Taskforce (UKJT) concluded that the enforceability of smart
contracts depends on the specific circumstances of each case. The Law Commission was tasked with
evaluating the adequacy of existing legal frameworks in relation to smart contract governance,
identifying legal ambiguities, and recommending new or updated legislation if necessary (Ferro et
al., 2023).
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However, despite ongoing legislative efforts, there remains a lack of research assessing the
effectiveness of these regulatory measures (Blaszczyk, 2023).

According to the Thirteenth Program of Law Reform, issued under the direction of the Lord
Chancellor, the Law Commission was tasked with conducting research and analysis in the field of
legal smart contracts. In November 2019, the UK Jurisdiction Taskforce published an official
statement on crypto-assets and smart contracts, affirming that smart contracts have the potential to
create legally binding obligations that can be enforced according to their terms.

Following this, the Ministry of Justice requested the Law Commission to conduct a
comprehensive review of the existing legal framework governing smart contracts. The Commission
undertook further analysis to identify any legal gaps or uncertainties and determine whether additional
research is necessary either now or in the future.

When legal disputes arise over smart contracts, courts rely on a specialized interpretive guidance,
which states that the meaning of the code used in the contract should be assessed from the perspective
of a rational programmer with relevant expertise, considering all contextual information available to
the parties at the time the contract was formed. The Law Commission emphasized that even legally
binding agreements composed entirely of code should be subject to legal interpretation, as there can
be a discrepancy between the intended meaning of the code and its actual execution. This stems from
the difference between the semantic interpretation of code and its practical application.

Incorporating code into the framework of legal interpretation may lead to challenges in
understanding contractual intent. To address this, the Commission recommends using the standard
legal test, which bases interpretation on the understanding of a reasonably informed expert in the
relevant field (Durovic & Willett, 2023). This method is currently the dominant approach in contract
interpretation.

The importance of legal certainty cannot be overstated. Notably, English law has been recognized
as capable of incorporating smart contracts, ensuring legal protection for parties involved in
international commercial agreements executed via digital technologies—provided these contracts fall
under the jurisdiction of English law. The Law Commission's report also outlines key factors that
contracting parties should consider, which is especially relevant for stakeholders in the decentralized
finance (DeFi) sector.

5.Smart Contracts in the USA

The United States was one of the first countries where smart contracts became the subject of
legislative initiatives. Several states have introduced or enacted laws recognizing the legal validity of
blockchain-based contracts and digital signatures, laying the groundwork for the broader adoption of
smart contracts in legal and commercial contexts. In the United States, the legislation of several states
provides specific regulations governing relationships involving the conclusion and execution of smart
contracts (Ferreira, 2021).

Arizona was an early leader in this area, legally recognizing the enforceability of signatures stored
on the blockchain. Under Arizona law, smart contracts and blockchain-based signatures have the
same legal status as traditional contracts and electronic signatures. According to Arizona law, a smart
contract is defined as a program triggered by real-world events, operating within a distributed,
decentralized, multi-user, and replicable ledger. The contract is capable of managing and transferring
assets within this ledger environment.

In New York a bill has been introduced aiming to establish legal definitions relevant to blockchain
technology. The proposal includes the incorporation of terms such as:

- “Blockchain technology”

- “Smart contracts”

- “Digital signatures stored on blockchain”

These definitions are to be added to New York’s technology law, providing a formal framework
for the legal treatment of smart contracts.
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In Florida, blockchain ledgers and smart contracts are legally recognized as valid methods for
data storage, provided they do not violate existing laws and regulations. Key provisions include:

- A signature recorded on a blockchain qualifies as a valid electronic signature.

- If the parties agree to use blockchain for data storage, that source is deemed legally admissible.

- Notably, Florida law states (Plass, 2020):

“A contract shall not be denied legal effect or enforceability solely because an electronic record
was used in its formation or because the contract contains terms recorded as a smart contract.”

Tennessee has adopted clear recognition of blockchain-protected signatures, stating:

“A signature secured through blockchain technology is considered an electronic signature and
constitutes a digital electronic signature.”

Additionally: “A record or contract that is secured using blockchain technology is considered an
electronic record” (Credle et al., 2025).

Tennessee also recognizes the legal validity of smart contracts or self-executing agreements,
provided they activate upon the fulfillment of predefined conditions.

Furthermore, legislative initiatives related to smart contracts are actively being considered in other
states, including Delaware, Nebraska, and VVermont.

Vermont is considering a bill that would allow blockchain records to be used as evidence in court.
A blockchain record is considered authentic if it is supported by a written statement or certification
that includes the date and time the record was entered or received. This initiative aims to enhance
legal recognition and evidentiary value of blockchain data in judicial proceedings.

Nebraska has recognized the validity of using smart contracts in commercial transactions.

« The legislation explicitly states:

“A smart contract or a contract that contains a smart contract provision may be used in
commerce. Such a contract shall not be denied legal effect, validity, or enforceability solely because
it is a smart contract or contains a smart contract provision” (Plass, 2020).

However, a blockchain entry qualifies as a digital signature only if all parties to the agreement
have expressly agreed to use such an electronic mechanism.

Delaware has proposed legislation to use blockchain for maintaining business entity records and
to manage corporate records via smart contracts. The bill promotes the use of distributed ledger
technology in corporate governance, enabling corporations to handle tasks such as shareholder
records, board resolutions, and ownership structures more efficiently and transparently.

These efforts reflect a national trend toward formalizing the legal status of blockchain-based
agreements and expanding their application across digital transactions and decentralized platforms.
These state-level initiatives illustrate the decentralized legislative approach of the U.S., where
individual jurisdictions tailor blockchain and smart contract laws to their economic, legal, and
technological priorities. Together, they signal growing institutional acceptance of blockchain
applications in law, commerce, and corporate governance.

6. Smart Contracts in China

China, which is actively digitizing its judicial system nationwide, has taken a leading position in
the regulatory development of blockchain and smart contract technologies. The actions of the Chinese
government appear more consistent and comprehensive compared to many other countries, reflecting
a strategic and centralized approach to legal innovation.

A clear example of this can be seen in a landmark court case:

In January 2017, the Chinese media company Huatai Yimei filed a lawsuit against an IT firm
from Shenzhen for intellectual property infringement. As part of its evidence, the plaintiff submitted
blockchain records, having registered all of its digital content on a blockchain platform (De Ledn &
Santamaria, 2022).

The Hangzhou Internet Court ruled in favor of the plaintiff, recognizing the blockchain entries as
valid legal evidence. This decision marked the first case in China’s judicial practice where blockchain
was accepted as proof in a copyright infringement dispute.
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Since then, many Chinese legal experts have acknowledged blockchain as a "reliable, efficient,
user-friendly, and cost-effective tool™ for evidence preservation and rights protection. The case set a
precedent and accelerated the formal integration of blockchain technology into China's legal
infrastructure, particularly in areas such as digital copyright, contract enforcement, and online dispute
resolution.

In June 2018, the Hangzhou Internet Court in China, which specializes in internet-related cases,
issued a landmark ruling stating that data uploaded to a blockchain can be used as evidence in legal
proceedings (Papagianneas, 2024).

To assess the reliability of electronic evidence stored on the blockchain, the court conducted a
thorough examination of the integrity of the uploaded data. It concluded that:

« Electronic data preserved and protected by technical means, such as blockchain, must be
evaluated and determined on a case-by-case basis.

« Courts should not reject technologies like blockchain or apply higher evidentiary standards
simply because these tools are innovative or technically complex.

« Atthe same time, the standard of evaluation should not be lowered merely because blockchain
IS resistant to tampering or deletion.

The court emphasized that the transparency and immutability of blockchain make it particularly
valuable not only for litigation evidence but also as a tool for protecting unregistered intellectual
property rights.

Indeed, blockchain-based registration can document and make publicly accessible key details
related to the creation of a work, such as the time of creation, rights holder's identity, and ownership
chain. Furthermore, while it is typically difficult to distinguish between different copies of the same
copyrighted work, the use of a unique cryptographic hash function enables tracking the individual
distribution history of each copy via the blockchain.

In this way, blockchain presents itself as a promising tool to enhance the efficiency and
transparency of the intellectual property market. However, the court acknowledged that significant
tensions remain between the technical design of blockchain systems and their legal framework, which
still needs further development and harmonization.

This regulation formally integrates blockchain evidence into the judicial process, reinforcing
China's position as a global leader in legal and technological innovation in the digital era.

7. Comparative Insights

The European Union operates on a harmonized rules-based system and aims to harmonize
member state laws into comprehensive legislation such as the Markets in Crypto-Assets Regulation
(MiCA) and the Data Act. These legislations provide legal certainty for smart contracts, including
requirements for Kill switches and data access protocols, and promote innovation using regulatory
sandboxes and the EU Blockchain Observatory.

In contrast, the United States possesses a fractured and case-based system. Legal recognition of
smart contracts heavily depends on state actions (e.g., Tennessee, Arizona) since federal
organizations like the SEC and CFTC implement blockchain applications differently. Though the
U.S. enjoys high private sector innovation, regulatory unpredictability—most notably concerning
crypto integration—contributes to the uncertainty and hinders legal foreseeability.

China has a centralized, policy-oriented system. Cryptocurrency is prohibited for public use, but
blockchain and smart contracts are promoted in state-controlled domains like the Blockchain-based
Service Network (BSN). Blockchain data have already been recognized by courts as evidence, and
the government actively promotes blockchain for administrative and judicial applications, with high
legal certainty maintained under tightly controlled limits.

The United Kingdom, with its common law background, is a principles-based and evolutionary
strategy. Judicial finding and institutional contribution, like that of the UK Jurisdiction Taskforce and
the Law Commission, are propelling legal certainty and have established the enforceability of smart
contracts and explored their use in contract law. Innovate UK and the application of blockchain to
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company governance (e.g., in Delaware-style initiatives) represent some of the rising institutional
action (Table 1).

This radar chart visually compares the regulatory landscapes of the EU, US, China, and the UK
across six key dimensions of blockchain and smart contract governance. It can be observed from the
chart that:
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e The EU scores high on legal certainty and harmonized smart contract enforceability.

e The US excels in innovation support and public-private collaboration but is weaker in
regulatory coherence.

« China has strong centralization and legal certainty but limited crypto integration and innovation
freedom.

« The UK balances legal clarity with adaptable enforcement and strong collaboration, sitting
between the EU and US models.

The stacked bar graph shows considerable divergence in how the European Union, the United
States, China, and the United Kingdom address the legal and technical aspects of blockchain adoption.
The EU has a wide-ranging and forward-thinking approach, covering most key areas, including
intellectual property protection, legal recognition of smart contracts, consumer protection, and
regulation of oracles. This reflects the EU's style in developing a ordered and harmonized digital legal
framework.

The United States is patchier and more selective. While smart contract recognition and the
admissibility of blockchain records into evidence in court are resolved in some states, other key areas
like consumer protection and oracle data governance are undeveloped or nonexistent. The patchiness
is in line with the US's decentralized regulatory framework, under which individual states do their
own thing on blockchain policy.

China stands out in its judicial embrace of blockchain, especially in embracing it as legal evidence
and in enabling IP protection through distributed ledgers. Nevertheless, despite such prowess,
consumer protection and public crypto use rank limited, echoing the state's fixation on centralized
control at the expense of innovation flexibility.

The United Kingdom presents a balanced profile. It has adopted legal norms recognizing
blockchain as a method of IP protection, enforcement of smart contracts, and court evidence, and has
also facilitated crypto regulation and consumer protection regimes. However, the legal handling of
oracle data remains less advanced, indicating one direction in which regulatory elaboration can be
focused going forward.
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Overall, the chart evidences a spectrum of regulatory maturity, with the EU and UK showing
broad and deep engagement, the US proceeding apace in pockets, and China at the forefront of
centralized legal integration but with pinpoint constraints.

Figure 3 Illustrates regulatory intensity by feature and jurisdiction.

The heatmap in Figure 3 visually compares the regulatory intensity of blockchain-related features
across the EU, US, China, and the UK on a scale from 0 (none) to 3 (high).

EU and UK show invariably high regulatory engagement across most dimensions, namely
intellectual property protection, smart contract recognition, and consumer protection. This shows that
they have robust institutional efforts to integrate blockchain within conventional legal frameworks.

The US is moderately advanced in the areas of smart contract recognition and admissibility of
blockchain evidence but lags behind in consumer protection, crypto regulation, and legal certainty
around oracle data. This echoes its decentralized, state-led legal evolution.

China performs highly in blockchain legal evidence and IP protection but less highly in crypto
regulation and consumer-friendly legal support, consistent with its centralized but narrow scope
blockchain approach.

The chart readily discloses the UK's and EU's evenhanded and forward-looking approach, China's
strategic but constrained application, and the US's patchwork regulatory framework supported by
fragmented jurisdictional authority.

Together, these jurisdictions present four different but complementary models of integrating
blockchain and smart contracts into legal systems: the EU's codified uniformity, the U.S.'s
decentralized experimentation, China'’s strategic centralization, and the UK's adaptive pragmatism.

Conclusion

Cross-regional analysis of smart contract regulation in the European Union, United Kingdom,
United States and China demonstrates the emergence of four divergent yet linked models of legal
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governance for the digital age. Each portrays more significant institutional philosophies, legal
traditions and policy responses to the integration of blockchain technology.

The European Union is a harmonized and codified approach built on large legal documents such
as the MiCA Regulation and Data Act to codify the standards for smart contracts, digital assets, and
distributed ledger infrastructure. Its process is rooted in legal certainty, cross-border consistency, and
promoting innovation through regulatory sandboxes and observatories.

The United States, in contrast, demonstrates a decentralized and fragmented regulatory
environment where states like Arizona, Tennessee, and New York take the lead in legislation but
federal consensus remains elusive. This patchwork model encourages rapid innovation and
experimentation in some jurisdictions but undermines national consistency and legal certainty,
notably in consumer protection and crypto regulation.

China offers the case of strategic centralization, where blockchain technologies like smart
contracts are fully implemented within a highly controlled framework. Legal certainty is reflected in
court recognition of blockchain evidence and institutional incorporation into administration systems.
However, application scope remains restricted by a ban on public cryptocurrency use and central
management over digital infrastructures.

The United Kingdom, with a common law heritage, illustrates a principles-based, evolutionary
model of legal adaptation. Through research sponsored by government (e.g., UKJT and the Law
Commission), judicial interpretation, and targeted regulatory guidance, the UK leaves private
innovation room with the dignity of public guidance. It reaches a clear balance between legal
enforceability and regulatory minimalism, thereby emerging as an adaptive jurisdiction for emerging
digital contracting models.

Together, these regimes provide four alternative models—the EU's centralized rule-making, the
US's decentralized innovation, China's highly controlled integration, and the UK's dynamic legal
development. If each finds its foundation in differing national priorities, they as a whole lend richness
to world debate over how blockchain technology and smart contracts can coexist with legal norms,
institutional arrangements, and democratic government. In the future, global conversation, mutual
legal recognition, and technical standardization shall have vital roles to play in combining these
models into a single global legal framework for decentralized digital systems.

Qarabag bolgasi tarixon Azarbaycan srazisinin ayrilmaz hissasidir vo Conubi Qafgazin an godim
Vo strateji ohomiyyatli torpaqlarindan biri hesab olunur. Osrlor boyu mixtalif ddvlatlorin
hakimiyystino tabe olan bu orazi ham siyasi, hom do modoni baximdan regionun tarixindo
Ozlinamaxsus yer tutmusdur. Aydindir ki, Qarabagin sorhadlari vo onun tarixi-cografi mévgeyi ilo
bagli etibarli molumati XIX osr Azorbaycan tarixgisi Mirzo Camal Cavansir Qarabaginin
“Qarabagnama” adli asarinds tapmagq olar. Muollif bu asarinds Qarabagin conubdan Araz gayi,
sorqden Kiir ¢ay1, simaldan Goran gay1, qorbdon iss Qarabag daglari ilo homsarhad oldugunu geyd
edir. Bu tasvir bolganin tabii cografi xiisusiyyatlorini vo kegmisdaki inzibati sarhadlarini dagiglikls
misyyan edir (Mirza, 2006, s. 122).

Qarabagin tarixi-madoni irsi

Azorbaycanin Qarabag bolgasi 2000 illik tarixi olan an gadim insan maskanlarindan biri olan
Azix diisorgasinin sakinlorinin yasadigi orazidir. Qarabag orazisi paleolit dovrinin Qurugay
modaniyyatinin yaradicilarinin, eloca do bir-birini ovoz edon kdgkunlorin, Kir-Araz (Araz) vo Xocali
tunc vo domir ddvriinds movcud olan Gadoboy madaniyyatlorinin davamgilarinin yasayis yeridir.
Qarabag orazisinin dagliq va diiz hissalorinds askar edilmis godim das abidalar - Xocalida dolmenlar,
Xankoandida kromlexlor, elaca do Qarabagin miixtalif yerlorinds tapilmis das qutular soklinds godim
dovro aid gabirlor o dovriin ideologiyasini vo diisiinco formasini oks etdiron maddi-madani
niimunalardir.

Tadgiqat

Qarabag abidoalarinin buginki taleyino galinca, XX asrin sonuna gadar Ermonistanin hoyata
kecirdiyi diversiya foaliyyoti, miinaqiso Vo miharibo Azarbaycanin Qarabag bolgosindoki maddi
modoniyyat abidolorinin taleyini tohliiko altina qoyub. Miihariba oroafasindo abidolora qaygi
gostormok belo miimkiin deyildi. Muzey eksponatlarini va kitabxanalar1 ko¢tirmak mimkin deyildi.
Davam edon vandalizm Azarbaycanin osrlor boyu saxladigi tarixi abidslarin oksariyyatini mohv edib.
XX asrin an boylk faciosi - Xocali faciosi toradildi. Ermani va rus harbi birliklori Xocalida qirginlar
torodiblor. Ocdadlarimizin tarixi xatirasini oks etdiron Xocali gabiristanligi texnika ilo mahv edilib.
Susada vo Xocalida separatgilar mashur Xocalinin gadim besiyini - Gadabay madaniyyatini tomsil
edon Xocali kurganlarin1 vandalizmi ifrat hodds ¢atdiriblar. Susada Azorbaycan mutoafokkirlorinin
abidolori avtomatdan atoso tutulub. Susa muzeylori dagidildi. Azix magarasit bogoriyyatin
besiklarindon biridir, Ermonilorin doylis sursati anbarina ¢evrilmisdir. Miisalman abidoalori yerlo
yeksan edildi, alban xristian abidslori tamamilo saxtalasdirildi. Yelisey mobadinds, Hasanriz
mobadinds va digar abidalords Alban yazilari silinib. Albanlara maxsus va bu tikililords olan asyalar
talan edildi. Alban krali III Vagaqanin mazar1 vo monastirindaki yazi tamamilo mohv edildi (Thomas,
2003, s. 144).

Qarabag turizmin ahamiyyati

Qarabag bolgasi zanginliyina va muxtalifliyina gora turizm tgiin shomiyyatli potensiala malikdir.
Bdlganin tabii gozalliyi, unikal iqlim soraiti, zongin flora vo faunasi, asrarangiz dag moanzaralori,
godim tarixi abidoalori vo milli-madani irsi bir araya golorak hom daxili, ham do beynolxalg turizm
bazarlari ii¢iin colbedici mokana cevrilir. Qarabag bolgasi minilliklor boyu ¢oxsayli sivilizasiyalarin
moaskani olmusdur. Bolgads yerlosan godim alban mabadlori, orta asrloro aid galalar, tirbalar,
moscidlar vo karvansaraylar bu srazinin madoani va dini muxtslifliyini niimayis etdirir. Bu baximdan
Susa sohari xiisusi yer tutur. “Qafqazin Konservatoriyasi1” kimi do adlandirilan Susa Azarbaycanda
musiqi besiyi kimi tanmir vo Uzeyir Haciboyli, Biilbiil, Xan Susinski kimi taninmis sonatkarlarin
vatonidir. Susada yerlogon tarixi-memarliq abidslori, 0 climladan Govhar aga mascidi, Yuxart Govhor
aga mascidi vo Xursidbanu Natovanin evi boyuk tarixi shamiyyasto malikdir (Olirzayev, 2010, s. 124).

Qarabagm relyef vo iqlim xususiyystlori ekoturizmin inkisafina sorait yaradir. Rayonun
topoqrafiyast meso massivlari, caylar, solalolor vo dagliq orazilords unikal tobist monzaralori ilo
xarakterizo olunur ki, bu da hom istirahat, hom do ekoloji turlar {igiin genis imkanlar yaradir. Mineral
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ehtiyatlarm, Istisu kimi sofal1 bulaglarin, Lagin, Kolbacar, Zongilan kimi rayonlarda dag bulaglarmin
olmasi ilo regionda saglamliq turizminin inkisaf potensiali gz qabagindadir.

Yagsil turizmin Qarabag potensial

Azorbaycan iqtisadiyyatinda turizm sektoru siiratlo genislonir va golir vo moasgulluq imkanlar
yaratmaq potensialina malikdir. Buna baxmayaraq, miiasir turizm siyasatlori davamliliq vo otraf
mihito tosir baximindan geyri-adekvatdir. Ona gora do Azarbaycan turizmini yasil iqtisadiyyat
noqteyi-nazarindan tahlil etmok mitloqdir. Bu kontekstdo Azorbaycanin turizm sektorunun yasil
igtisadiyyat perspektivindan tohlili 6lkads dayaniqli turizm siyasatinin inkisafina tohfo veracok.
Igtisadi nodqteyi-nozordon turizmds davamliliq uzunmiiddotli galirliliyin yaradilmasimi, masgulluq
imkanlarini, golir artimini v rifahin adalstli boliisdiiriilmasini shats edir. Ekoloji baximdan bu, tabii
ehtiyatlarin qorunmasini nazords tutur. Sosial noqgteyi-nazordon madani irsin, yerli anonalarin va
orijinalligin qorunmasini shats edir (Malheiro va bagqalari, 2020, s. 15546).

Yasil turizm, turizmin maraqli toraflorinin tobisto hérmat edon vo otraf miihiti qoruyan sokilds
horakat etmali oldugu osasina asaslanir. Aydindir ki, yasil turizm ikili tasiro malikdir; birincisi,
ekoloji stiurun artirilmasina xidmat edir, ikincisi, sayahot edonloar iigiin xos tocriibalor taqdim edir.
Bundan slave, o, CO2 emissiyalar1 va turizm, ¢irklonmo, barpa olunan enerji va tullantilarin idara
edilmasi naticasinda yaranan iglim doayisikliyi kimi ekoloji problemloari hall edir (Chien-Hung, 2019,
s. 164; Lenzen et al. 2018, s. 522; Streimikiene et al. 2021, s. 260).

Prezident ilham Bliyev Azorbaycanda 2024-cii ilin “Yasil diinya namino homroylik ili” elan
edilmasi ilo bagli 2023-cii ildo dekabr aymin 25-ds soroncam imzalayib. Seroncamda geyd olunub ki,
Azorbaycan beynolxalq ictimaiyyatin etibarli vo masuliyyatli zvi kimi iglim dayismasinin
fosadlarina qarst miibarizoys 0z tOhfasini verir. Azorbaycanin 2030-cu ilo godor sosial-igtisadi
inkisafa dair bes milli prioritetindon biri “Tomiz otraf muhit vo yasil artim 6lkosi” kimi miisyyan
edilmisdir. Homin prioritets uygun olaraq, otraf miihitin saglamlasdirilmasi, yasilliglarin barpasi vo
artirilmasi, su ehtiyatlarindan va dayanigli enerji manbalarindan samarali istifadonin tomin edilmasi
istigamotinda islor aparilir. Buna Kesik¢idagda aparilan yasillasdirma islarini niimuna gatirmok olar

Azorbaycanin qarsisinda prioritet hadaflor mévcuddur: “©Onanavi enerji manbalarinin inkisafina
xususi diqgeat yetirilir, azkarbonlu texnologiyalarin totbiqi, metan emissiyalarinin minimuma
endirilmosi, istehsal vo hasilat proseslorindo karbon dioksid emissiyalarinin atmosfera atilmasinin
azaldilmasi, enerji somaroliliyinin illik orta axmnini bir ne¢o dofo artirmaq istigamotindo addimlar
atilir. Eyni zamanda, bir sira sirkotlorlo borpa olunan enerji monbaolarinin inkisafina da diqqot ayrilir.
Azorbaycan regionda yasil enerjiyo kegiddo 6ndo olan dovlstlordondir. Hom Sargi Zongoazur, hom
Naxgivan, hom Baki-Abseron iqtisadi rayonlarinda yasil enerjinin inkisafina nail olmagqla, ananavi
enerji monbalorindan artiq galan hacmlari beynalxalq bazarlara yonsldacayik. Magsadlarimiz eyni
zamanda marhoalali sokilds “yasil” iqtisadiyyati inkisaf etdirmok, “yasil” investisiyalar1 6lkoya calb
etmok, bu sahado aparict dovlatlordon birina ¢evrilmok, alds olunan yasil enerji hacmloarinin bir
hissasini Avropa, Qara daniz hovzasi 6lkalarina ixrac etmokdir”.

Azorbaycan hékumati torafindon 2021-ci ilin noyabr ayinda Qlazqo soharinds kegirilmis BMT-
nin Iglim Dayisikliyi Konfransinda (COP26) baza ili ilo miigayisads 2050-Ci ilo godor istixana qaz1
emissiyalarinin 40%-o qodor azaldilmasi vo isgaldan azad edilmis orazilorde &quot;xalis sifir
emissiya&quot; zonasi yaradilmasi niyyati bayan edilmisdir. Qubadli, Zongilan, Cabrayil va Fizuli
rayonlarinda giinas enerjisi layihalori Gglin alverisli potensial mévcuddur va bu texniki potensial 7200
MVt-dan artiq olaraq qiymatlondirilir. Eyni zamanda, ilkin arasdirmalara asason, Lagin vo Kalbacarin
dagliq orazilorinda kilok enerjisinin 2000 MVt hacminds texniki potensialinin olmasi miiayyan
edilmigdir (Bilinyadov, 1994).

Isgaldan azad edilmis orazilorin borpasi prosesinin miihiim torkib hissasi kimi enerji
infrastrukturunun qurulmasi va enerji tohliikasizliyinin tomin edilmasino xususi shomiyysat verilir. Bu
hodofo uygun olaraq elektrik enerjisinin istehsal giiclorinin barpasi ¢argivasinds Laginda, Koalbacarda
Vo Sugovusanda barpa edilon 20.2 MVt gliciinds 4 su elektrik stansiyasi artiq istismara verilmisdir:
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* “Giilobird” SES - 8 MVt;

* “Suqovusan-1" KSES - 4,8 MVt;

* “Suqovusan-2” KSES - 3,0 MVt;

* “Koalbacor-1” KSES - 4,4 MVt.

Eyni zamanda, Cabrayil rayonu arazisinds, Araz cay tizarindo imumi glicii Azarbaycan torofi
uclin 140 MVt (100 MVt &quot; Xudafarin&quot;, 40 MVt &quot; Qi1z Qalasi&quot;) olmaqla, iki
su elektrik stansiyasinin tikintisi hazirda davam etdirilir.

Birlogmis Millatlor Toskilatinm iqlim Doyisikliyi iizro Corgive Konvensiyasi kontekstinda iglim
doyisikliyinin tasirlorinin aradan qaldirilmasi magsadilo Azarbaycan sorhadlori daxilinds bir sira
layiholorin icrasina baslanilib. Layihoalordon birinin asas mogsoadi neft-qaz sektorunda tosirlori
azaltmaq idi. SOCAR sirkati ilo tikinti, nagliyyat vo qaz tutma sektorlarinda enerji somaraliliyi
todbirlari hayata kegirilmigdir (Qasimli va b., 2022, s. 162).

Birlosmis Millotlor Togkilatinin Bas Assambleyasi (BMT GP) vo Azorbaycan Hokumaoti kond
tosarriifatt biomiixtalifliyinin qorunmasi vo davamli sokilda istifadasi mogsadi ilo layiha zorinds
omokdasliq edir. Biiyiiksor goliinds 100 kVt-liq tizon glinas elektrik stansiyasinin tikintisi davam edir
va 50 MVt glcilindos texniki-igtisadi asaslandirma aparilib. Bundan slavo, Fiizuli, Cabrayil, Zongilan
vo Qubadlida gilinos enerjisi potensiali miioyyon edilmisdir. 230 MVt giiciindo Qaradag Gilinos
Elektrik Stansiyasinin 2023-cii ilds foaliyyato baglamasi planlasdirilir.

Natica

Mbohz Qarabag rayonu 0z tarixi, maddi-madani abidoalori ilo, zongin odabiyyata, incasanats,
musiqi modaniyystino malikdir. Qarabaglilarin badii tofokkiriing, madaniyystins vo yaradiciligina
g0zal tobiat, iglim va tabii Sarvatlorin bollugu boyiik tosir gostormisdir. Qarabaglilarin zangin
yaradiciliq ilhaminin an miihtim manbayi onlarin hayat1 va glindalik hoyati ilo bagli xalq sonotkarligi
yer tutmaqdadir. Tabii ki, moaisat xususiyyatlori, estetik zévqu, bir sozlo, xalqn milli simasi va
layagati bu sanatkarliq névlarinda xtisusile aydin sokilds 6zuni gostermisdir. Tarixi manbalar gostarir
ki, bu oraziys dair iddialarin formalagmasinda asason ii¢ miithiim amil rol oynamisdir: tarixi
saxtalagdirmalar, etnik doyisikliklor vo xarici tosirlor. Lakin genis elmi aragdirmalar, rosmi Sanadlor
vo maddi-modoni abidolor Qarabagin, xiisusilo do Qarabag bolgasinin Azorbaycanin ayrilmaz bir
hissasi oldugunu agiq sokilda slibut edir. Bu sababdon do bélgenin tarixi vo modani bitévIliyinin
qorunmast zaruridir.

Qarabag yalniz tarixi vo monavi baximdan deyil, hom do 6lkonin turizm sektoru iigiin strateji
ohomiyyato malikdir. Bolgonin zongin madoani irsi, fiisunkar tobioti vo iqtisadi potensiali, Qarabagin
hom yerli, hom do beynslxalq soviyyads turizm istigamoti kimi toqdim olunmasima imkan verir.
Azarbaycan dovlati torafindon hoyata kegirilon barpa va inkisaf programlari, Qarabagin beynslxalq
sorgilorde tanidilmast va infrastruktur layiholori bu prosesi siirotlondirmokdadir. Qarabagin turizm
imkanlar1 yalniz iqtisadi inkisaf {i¢iin deyil, eyni zamanda milli-modoni dir¢oligin osas dayaqlarindan
biri kimi qiymatlondirilir.

Todgigatin asas mogsadloarindon biri do Azorbaycanda Qarabag turizm sektorunu yasil
igtisadiyyat cargivasinds giymatlondirmakdir. ©hamiyyatli sayda global tadgiqatlar dayaniqli turizm
Vo ya imumilikda ekoturizm Uzarinds comlansa ds, bu tadgiqgat xtsusi olaragq Azarbaycan kontekstina
Vo onun yagsil iqtisadiyyat yanagmasina diqqat yetirir. Qarabag zonasinin yasil iqtisadiyyat olaraq
inkisaf etmasi onun yasil turizminn inkisafina va 6lkonin igtisadi béyumasina kdmok edacokdir.

Introduction

The concept of corporate reputation is a concept that is not visible and can vary depending on the
parties and has become a widely used concept among both academics and practitioners today. In
management literature, it is assumed that businesses create a sustainable strategic competitive
advantage in the eyes of their primary stakeholders such as shareholders, opinion leaders, employees,
and customers, within the scope of their invisible assets. The concept of social responsibility brings
the understanding that businesses have responsibilities not only to their shareholders but also to their
other stakeholders. In developed countries, the internal decisions of businesses and external factors
have been effective in establishing the concept of corporate social responsibility. The fact that
businesses see corporate social responsibility practices as a part of their competitive strategies can be
considered as internal decisions. In an environment where creating a difference has become a
necessity in order to create a competitive advantage, it is a very important differentiation element for
businesses to have corporate social responsibility awareness.

Research

Corporate reputation is defined as the sincerity, reliability and responsibility of the business
within various functions or the face of the business in its activities. Thus, corporate reputation is most
often shown as a result of the general corporate strategy of the business. Reputation is the expression
of the accumulated knowledge of the business's past and present actions. On the other hand, image
creates the perceptions of the company's products/services in the minds of the stakeholders with the
effect of the promotion and planned process created by the process. Although there is a clear
difference between image and corporate reputation, there are still different disciplines among some
academicians about the correct use of these two terms. For example, although most researchers in the
literature have stated the distinction between these two concepts, other researchers have emphasized
that these terms are different but related. While image is concerned with the society's latest beliefs
about a business, reputation creates value judgments about the qualities of the business. These
judgments continue by focusing on how the business behaves and what it does.

Application directions of corporate social responsibility

Social responsibility means a voluntary response to the problems that arise in society. Corporate
social responsibility has a special importance in increasing the competitiveness of a business
organization.

It is clear that personal values stand before the problem of social responsibility. We know that
personal values stand in front of the problem of social responsibility. Debates about the role of
business in society have formed a number of arguments against and in favor of social responsibility.
The important arguments in favor are (Edward, 2011):

1) in the short term, when allocating money to social forecasts leads to a decrease in profit, it will
help to raise its profit potential in the medium or long term, in the direction of the formation of a
positive opinion about this type of behavior organization;

2) each organization has sufficient financial resources to be socially responsible. We are talking
only about the desire to allocate money to social forecasts;

3) Since the 20th century, social expectations have arisen in the socially disadvantaged sections
of the society. Arguments against social responsibility are:

1) Since spending money on social visions leads to a decrease in the company's competitiveness
through a decrease in profits, many companies try to raise the price of their products to restore this
situation and hit consumers;
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2) As long as the society "does not differentiate between good and bad" I will not be socially
responsible;

3) While our national entrepreneurs have well mastered the management of production,
commercial activities and other types of activities, they have still poorly mastered many issues related
to the allocation of money to social visions and the fulfillment of social functions.

Therefore, they do not want to take economic risks. At the same time, business ethics does not
reflect the problem of socially responsible behavior. It also reflects a wider range of managerial and
even managerial behaviors. Corporate Social Responsibility means a culture of voluntary behavior
aimed at the protection and development of society and the environment (Quliyev, 2017).

Corporate social responsibility is one of the responsible concepts on the activities of local
communities, customers, shareholders, employees and others, which involves the interests of society
with the help of enterprises. This obligation goes beyond the obligations established by law, and the
company freely implements a number of measures to improve the standard of living of employees
and even their families, as well as local communities and society. The practice of corporate social
responsibility has been subject to numerous discussions and also criticisms. Advocates argue that
there is a very simple economic rationale for corporate social responsibility, and that corporations
can derive many benefits from it. Some critics argue that corporate social responsibility largely
ignores the important economic importance of business, some point out that this activity is
embellished, while others say that this effort will be invaluable in the role of government controlling
the direction of multinational corporations. The process of evolution of the concept of corporate social
responsibility was mainly formed by 3 main conditions (Gibassier, Adams, Jerome, 2019).

Despite the growing interest in CSR, at the same time there is no single standard of CSR. A
number of experts consider socially responsible behavior mainly in its ethical form, while others
consider it as a legally responsible concept.

Archie Carroll noted that CSR is multifaceted and can be depicted as shown in figure 2.

A. Carroll's pyramid form has been criticized recently. Critics pointed out that ethics is the most
basic element of all levels of CSR according to A. Carroll (Quliyev, 2017).

Considered by A. Carolla, CSR is one of the business obligations that make a voluntary
contribution to the development of the society at the same time in the economic, social and even
environmental fields. The necessity of corporate social responsibility is that it emerges by providing
the resource base of the demand of corporations for the purpose of its activity as a social economic
system. These are, first of all, labor resources and are one of the main factors of their (corporations)
development in competitive conditions. New trends in the economic relations of corporations indicate
their upward dynamics. The rise of competition, improvement of technology, struggle for the
consumer, as well as the quality of the product forces the company to re-examine management issues
in a complex form. At a time when the processes of globalization, integration and international
competition are strengthening, the processes of international market diversity are taking place. As a
result of the penetration of new technologies into the management sphere and the increase of the
social responsibility of managers, the requirements towards the employee have changed. The main
thing here is the high social responsibility of all employees of the company, especially managers
(Kolk, Kourula, Pisani, 2017).

The goals of realizing social responsibility are the following:

- forming the basis for making management decisions and at the same time acting in accordance
with business ethics in the social sector;

- creation of staff behavior;

- creation of collective group spirit among employees;

- impact on the content of marketing activities, including the social sector.

The managers of the corporation are responsible for production and at the same time for the
development of social values.

In order to realize the concept of corporate social responsibility, the company demonstrates social
activity by developing and implementing social programs both internally and externally. The social
programs of the internal direction, the voluntary activities of the staff development organization, the
formation of a favorable working environment, as well as the adoption of important decisions for the
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achievement of the company's goals, and the stimulation of their interests. An important criterion at
this time is compatibility with the program mission, goals and business development strategy. The
mission of a socially responsible organization is the officially formulated position of the organization
regarding its social policy (Suarez, 2010).

Distinctive features of social programs are voluntary, systematic nature of their implementation
and connection with the company's mission and development strategy. The organization's external
corporate social responsibility includes the following (Hopkins, 2018).

- Active sponsorship, as well as implementation of corporate philanthropy.

- Interaction with local authorities and society.

- Active participation in various crisis situations.

- Help to protect the environment.

- Providing responsibility to consumers (quality product release) for manufactured goods or
Services.

These directions guide the company's head to carry out charity projects for children and youth,
(those in need of talent as well as help), pensioners, war veterans, disabled people. The main part of
philanthropic support is carried out in socially vulnerable population groups, thereby reducing the
risk of poverty and social tension in the regions where the company operates. Assistance can be both
long-term and one-time. The change in approaches to management in companies leads to the fact that
philanthropic activities are more diverse, new social technologies called modern approaches are
emerging (Kolk, Kourula, Pisani, 2017).

Current Activities Related to Corporate Social Responsibility

The current state of corporate social responsibility in Azerbaijan cannot be considered
satisfactory. Thus, the social activity of companies in Azerbaijan is limited to two of the 6 existing
types of activities, which consist of sponsorship or charity events. SOCAR, the state oil company, as
one of the main large companies distinguished by its CSR activities, has signed a number of projects
in this direction. According to the company's social report, the "Neftchi" Sports and Health Center,
which has an important role in the promotion and development of sports, was established, and within
the framework of humanitarian measures, it provided food aid to the internally displaced persons
located in Aghdam region on the occasion of Eid. Within the framework of regional events, the
company carried out repair and restoration works in schools and kindergartens. One of the largest
companies in the country, distinguished by its activity in the field of CSR, is "BP Azerbaijan", which
operates the "Azeri-ChiragGunashli" oil and "Shah Deniz" gas fields (Suarez, 2010).

The company has implemented projects related to social, economic and educational development,
and has taken charitable measures. "BP-Azerbaijan™ established a Project Management School in
2010. The school mainly develops the project management skills of individuals in the private and
public sectors. In addition, the company opened five new laboratories at the Caucasus University in
2011 for the faculty of chemical engineering. It has prepared scholarship programs to support local
students in the petroleum engineering faculty of universities in Azerbaijan and Turkey. Banks are
also active in the field of CSR in the country. Thus, the social report of "Bank Technique" states that
in May 2013, the bank organized a blood donation campaign for children with thalassemia, held a
chess tournament and a football championship in connection with the 90th anniversary of National
Leader Heydar Aliyev. implemented the "Now" project in order to support talented young people
with skills in the field. Pasha, who received an award in the nomination "The best CSR program in
Europe", said that according to the information of the public relations and marketing department of
the bank, the bank has achieved great achievements in the field of CSR in a short period of time
(Tischer, & Hildebrandt, 2011).

Educational, sports and cultural projects were implemented. In its activities, "Atabank™ pays
special attention to corporate social activities, sports, culture and education projects. Within the
framework of humanitarian activities, the Bank held a drawing competition among orphaned children,
visited orphanages on the eve of Nowruz holiday, and held a Hockey Championship for the sake of
sports. Among the mobile operator companies, first of all, the CSR activities of Bakcell should be
mentioned. Thus, within the framework of cooperation of "Bakcell" company with UAFA, in

connection with the Children's Protection Day on June 1, he visited orphanages in many regions of
Azerbaijan and held events. The company has not spared its support to SOS children's villages. He
developed the "Children's Tolerance Education” project and signed the "Sports for Women" project
related to sports and physical education of women in Azerbaijan, as well as the development of their
activities in this field. Charity is at the forefront of CSR activities of another mobile operator - Nar
Mobile. In 2012, the company held a blood donation campaign together with "Savab dunyasi”
Thalassemia Association. Nar Mobile's CSR policy is dominated by projects aimed at education and
youth. So, as part of the career week, the company met with young people at the Azerbaijan
Diplomatic Academy and informed them about the company's activities and career opportunities
there. In general, it seems that the corporate social responsibility projects implemented in Azerbaijan
are mostly implemented by oil companies and banks. It is appropriate to include mobile operators in
this list (Yakovleva, Kotilainen, Toivakka, 2017).

Current Issues in Corporate Social Responsibility

According to our research, there are several factors that prevent the unsatisfactory situation of
corporate social responsibility in Azerbaijan. Thus, the current problems for the development of CSR
are the following: First of all, it is appropriate to emphasize the absence of a legislative framework
that would regulate the CSR activities of companies in the country. In addition to being a motivating
factor for CSR activities, the legislative framework creates a foundation for organizations to approach
such activities with special care. As a result of the lack of law in this area, companies do not take
social responsibility seriously, do not apply it in their work because they do not consider it important.
No matter how badly the lack of legal framework affects the development of CSR, the lack of
sufficient information of entrepreneurs speaks for itself in the development of this field. So, they are
mainly interested in the financial side of the business and expanding their business. But at the same
time, they forget that having more prepared and open-minded people join their organization can help
them a lot. Unfortunately, their perception of the concept of CSR consists only of charity and
sponsorship activities. Their activities are more advertising in nature. The lack of local personnel for
CSR also hinders the development of the field. CSR is not taught in educational institutions in the
country, specialists are not trained. But this is not the only problem that exists for the cultivation of
specialists. The other side of the issue is the lack of informative materials and books in the Azerbaijani
language. One of the points that aggravates this problem is that companies engaged in CSR activities
do not participate in activities such as exchange of experience with each other. All this not only does
not help the development of CSR, but even hinders it (Yakovleva, Kotilainen, Toivakka, 2017).

Steps Toward Solving Current Problems

In order to achieve the development of CSR, a number of steps are taken in the direction of solving
current problems. ASR Consulting and Research Group offered consulting services for the purpose
of wide and effective implementation of CSR, formulation of social action strategy, issuing of social
report, and training of specialists in this field, taking into account the company's resources. The
Council of State Support to NGOs under the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan aims to form a
legal base in this field, to create cooperation between business and Civil Society Organizations. In
2011, an attempt was made to prepare a draft law on CSR by the State Support Council for NGOs.
This law was aimed at ensuring the joint cooperation of business, government and NGOs. Although
the draft law was discussed, the Milli Majlis did not see the need to adopt it. According to the opinion
of the Milli Majlis, there is no concept of law in this field in the world experience. It is considered
more appropriate to accept the draft law as a charter and create other mechanisms in this regard
(Correia, 2014).

The State Support Council for NGOs has not yet informed about the next steps regarding the
adoption of the charter. In order to create a normative legal framework for the development of CSR,
a Corporate Code of Ethics for Azerbaijani companies was prepared based on the experience of the
world's leading companies in an event organized with the cooperation of the Ministry of Economic
Development and the International Finance Corporation. The Code reflects the fact that companies
should treat their employees with respect, not only to the companies they cooperate with, but to
society as a whole. Compliance with the Code is important for companies. Otherwise, they are obliged
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to explain why they did not comply with the conditions. One of the main factors during the
implementation of all these projects is compliance with the principle of accountability. The advantage
of the Code over legislative acts is that it is possible to make additions and changes to it continuously.
However, the code has not yet been presented. For the development of the legal framework, the
Ministry of Economic Development has also developed Corporate Governance standards (Mahzan,
2017).

In 2012, the creation of the first social company - "CSR Azerbaijan™ - was an important step
towards the elimination of existing problems in CSR. Promoting CSR, offering professional CSR
services and achieving sustainable development are the main principles of this company. To date, the
company has carried out many projects to eliminate various social problems, including the campaign
against smoking, the "KreAktiv" project to reveal the creative activity of young people, and the
holding of an intercompany football tour. The establishment of the company creates hope for the
elimination of CSR problems in the future (Tischer, Hildebrandt, 2011).

Corporate volunteering in Azerbaijan

Some major Azerbaijani companies actively adhere to international social responsibility
requirements. For example, SOCAR has an agreement on socio-economic development in the capital
and regions. The main funds are currently directed to the following programs:

- "Support for education and unleashing the potential of youth": repair of schools, financing of
social and recreational activities, competitions, socially oriented useful grants and initiatives, etc.

- "Social support to the population™: social support for veterans and veterans, financing of social
infrastructure facilities, housing construction, etc.

- "Preservation of cultural and historical sites™: financing of cultural events, exhibitions, museum
expositions, cultural centers, memorials to war victims, etc.

- "Raising a healthy generation™: financing of sports events, repair of hospitals, purchase of
medical equipment, etc.

- construction of houses, kindergartens, boarding schools, middle schools and high schools;

- citizens, veterans, people in difficult living conditions;

- public associations, enterprises and organizations, youth policy and sports in education. In
addition, the Oil Company and its subsidiaries carry out relief work and receive one-time financial
assistance from the authorities:

- construction of houses, kindergartens, boarding schools, middle schools and high schools;

- citizens, veterans, people in difficult living conditions;

- public associations, enterprises and organizations, youth policy and sports in the field of
education (Edward, 2011).

Corporate volunteering has traditionally been part of international corporate social responsibility
worldwide. However, in Azerbaijan, support has been provided mainly in the form of business
donations to non-social security groups. This is important, but corporate volunteering is a more
targeted and effective way to address important community issues. Corporate volunteering is part of
the corporate culture and assumes the voluntary work of employees for the well-being of society.
Volunteering is not only a good thing, but also contributes to the solution of the problems of the
region and the participation of employees in the solution of public issues. In other words, local activity
sees social investment as a free and sensible option. It is clear that the need to assess the effectiveness
of social investment is not limited to government officials, social policy experts and even journalists
and the business community. The vast majority believe that such an assessment is necessary for the
population, the business itself, its founders and managers. From this point of view, it is necessary to
recognize that the business understands its role in society and is ready for direct partnership and
dialogue (Yakovleva, Kotilainen, Toivakka, 2017).

Moreover, some believe that social investment is necessary for business as a means of
communication with the authorities and the local community. Some see it closely associated with
market expansion, while others see an increase in capital investment and an effective way to gain
competitive advantage in social investment. However, a very small part of them says "profitable”.
Therefore, it can be concluded that the location of modern local and small businesses is relatively
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rational in comparison with social events, and their choice is absolute. The survey conducted among
the population shows that Azerbaijanis expect from business the creation of new workplaces (65%),
the provision of an additional "social package" to their employees (33%), a place in the construction
of urban social facilities (24%), the development of cities and towns (19%). Azerbaijanis do not
expect money from work, they just want serious efforts in the social sphere of work. All the above
facts confirm the interest of business in concrete technologies and types of social responsibility. Only
5% of the population is interested in general information about social investment. However, the
interest rate of social programs, the optimal orientation of social investment and social investment in
the development of human capital are almost the same (from 15% to 20%).

Conclusion

Currently, when establishing any close business relations with our national entrepreneurs and
businessmen from foreign countries, sometimes they encounter many difficult and equally
complicated moments in the process of making and making decisions because they do not know the
principles of the western management system. Because foreign investors, when establishing relations
with local companies and organizations, first pay attention to factors such as trust in the company, its
compliance with international standards and local rules and laws, gaining reputation among the
population. From this point of view, the concept of business ethics is more relevant. In many
developed countries of the world, they approach this issue more carefully and more responsibly.
Because, without considering the competence of the company in the field of business ethics, it is
impossible to establish commercial and economic relations between the states in a normal form. The
concept of "Business Ethics™ in business management brings regularity to the relations of employees
with each other or with managers, directly helps to increase productivity and the quality of the work
done. When we say business ethics, we understand the ethical norms and rules of conduct designed
and developed for the activity of a company. However, this issue has other important aspects. This
"Business Ethics" consists of laws and indicators that show that this organization is a big family and
that every employee working within the enterprise is a part of this organization (family).

It is explained by the situation or the opposite effect given to the violation of our moral rules and
laws by the positions held by people dealing with ethical issues. Those who pursue the profit-seeking
interests of business firms think that if this is a problem, it can best be solved through self-
responsibility. According to critics of such a position, it is important for people to regulate their
behavior from the outside. Unfortunately, in rushing directly to the regulation of individual behavior,
both proponents and critics of the strictest self-regulation of their behavior largely overlook the very
specific issue of what constitutes the most appropriate behavior in the workplace. In conclusion, most
of the popular literature on business ethics has no role for people who decide to research how to
behave responsibly in the ambiguous situations that arise during the performance of service duties.

Taking into account all this, the following is proposed for the development of CSR in the country:

1. Planning and implementation of stimulating measures, application of tax benefits, tax credits
and tax holidays;

2. Raising awareness;

3. Participation of public and private sector companies in international challenges;

4. Promotion of social responsibility code, implementation of corporate management standards,
promotion of increasing social accountability of companies;

5. The government and local self-government bodies determine and announce their annual
priorities in the field of CSR;

6. Foreign transnational corporations and local companies prefer cooperation with local civil
society institutions when implementing CSR policy;

7. To eliminate the weakness of CSR culture, publishing literature in Azerbaijani language,
teaching CSR subject in economic faculties.

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Directions of State Support for the Development of Tourism in the
Garabagh Region

Abstract

The liberated territories of the Garabagh region have a unique natural and cultural heritage and
have a wide potential for the development of the tourism sector. However, in the post-conflict period,
complex support mechanisms of the state are of great importance for the realization of this potential.
The article analyzes the priority policy directions implemented by the state for the development of
tourism in Garabagh as well as examines the main mechanisms such as effective management,
infrastructure provision and investment incentives.
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The liberated territories of the Garabagh region have a strategic position in the future tourism
development of Azerbaijan with their rich natural and landscape features, unique historical and
cultural heritage and health tourism opportunities. Since the region has suffered serious infrastructure
losses as a result of occupation and conflict for many years, the development of tourism can be
possible not only through market mechanisms, but also through complex state intervention and
support. In this regard, the measures taken by the state in the field of tourism are multidirectional and
purposeful. The article comprehensively analyzes the main directions of the state policy aimed at the
development of tourism in the Garabagh region - restoration of transport and social infrastructure,
investment incentives, protection of historical and cultural monuments and application of innovative
technologies. At the same time, mechanisms such as the model of mutual partnership between the
state and the private sector, the involvement of the local population in tourism activities and the
integration of the region into the international tourism market also become the subject of research.

The conducted analyses show that the full use of the tourism potential of the Garabagh region can
be realized only with a comprehensive approach, strategic planning and continuous state support. The
article ultimately shows that the main goal of state policy in the post-conflict period is the formation
of a safe, innovative and sustainable tourism model inGarabagh.

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Factors Affecting Compliance With Tax Obligations

Abstract

Tax compliance is a complex and multidimensional concept that is not limited to economic and
financial factor but also encompasses psychological, social and legal aspects. The behaviors and
attitudes of individuals and businesses toward voluntarily fulfilling their tax obligations are
influenced by a wide range of factors, which may vary depending on a country’s socio-economic
development level, legal infrastructure, cultural values and governance quality. Primarily, factors
such as an individual’s income level, the fairness and equity of applicable tax rates, the severity of
penalties for non-compliance, the likelihood and intensity of tax audits, the clarity and simplicity of
tax legislation, existing legal loopholes and contradictions, as well as the prevailing tax culture and
public opinion within society, all significantly affect tax compliance. In addition, the transparency,
accountability, and fairness of the state and tax authorities represent critical psychological and
institutional factors that shape citizens' trust in the tax system.
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On the other hand, periodically implemented financial amnesties or tax debt write-offs, while they
may have short-term positive effects, can lead to perceptions of injustice and mistrust in the system
over the long term. Consequently, enhancing tax compliance requires not only effective fiscal policies
but also the implementation of multidimensional measures, such as public awareness campaigns,
legal reforms and increased transparency in governance.

Bu sabobdon, vergi
uygunluguna tosir géstoron miixtalif faktorlarin 6yronilmasi vo tohlili, daha effektiv vergi siyasotinin
formalagdirilmasi ti¢lin mithiim elmi va praktiki ohomiyyat kasb edir.

Ddévlot gorarlarinin neco gobul
edilmosi, vaotondaslarin bu proseslora no dorocods calb olunmasi, ictimai resurslarin neco istifado
olunmasi insanlarin dovloto olan inamini birbasa formalasdirir. Ictimai xorclorde lazimsiz
biirokratiya, vosait israfi vo ya korrupsiya kimi neqativ hallar vergi 6dayicilorinin verdiklori vergilorin
ovozinds haqq aldiglarina dair gonastloring tosir gostorir. Homginin ictimai xidmatlorin keyfiyyati,
bu xidmatlorin gostarilma torzi, dovlatin legitimliyi vo fordlorin dovlst hakimiyyatine baglhiligr kimi
faktorlar vergi uygunlugunu basa diismok {i¢iin insan-dovlot miinasibatlori ¢arcivasinde nazarden
kecirilmolidir (Karaca, Oktay, Yemez, 2020).

Igtisadi voziyyat votondaslar vergi ilo baglh miinasibotlorino birbasa tosir edir. Umumilikdo
Olkonin rifah soviyyasi, qiymat artimlarinin insanlarin giindslik hayatina tosiri va dovletin xarclarinin
na daracads magsadauygun oldugu barads qabul edilon fikirlor verginin onlarda yaratdig: toasstirat
miioyyan edir. ©gor insanlar maddi ¢atinlik ¢okir vo ya vergilorinin diizgiin istifads olunduguna
inanmirlarsa, vergi 6domak istayi zaifloys bilor.

Bu iso vergilorini diizgiin 6doyon soxslor {izorinds slava yiik
yaradaraq onlarin vergi 6domaya olan koniillii bagliligini azalda bilor. Noticods vergi sistemina olan
inam zadoslonir vo bu soxslor do zamanla vergi qagaqe¢iligina meyllons bilorlor. Bu zaoncirvari tasir
comiyyet lizro vergi uygunlugunu ciddi sokildo menfi tesir edir.

The idea of sustainable development has become increasingly significant worldwide as countries
acknowledge the importance of balancing economic growth with environmental and social factors.
Azerbaijan, traditionally reliant on its natural resources, finds itself at a pivotal moment as it seeks to
transition towards a more diversified and sustainable economic framework. This research is pertinent
as it explores the nation’s efforts to lessen its reliance on oil and gas, broaden its economic base, and
tackle the environmental issues arising from resource extraction.

Research

The goal of this paper is to assess Azerbaijan's current trajectory towards sustainable
development, emphasizing the challenges and opportunities within key sectors such as agriculture,
renewable energy, and technology. Additionally, the study examines the continued influence of the
oil and gas sector on the country's economic structure and the implications this has for long-term
sustainability.

Sustainable Economy Background

Sustainable economy is a concept born out of the need to address the long-term consequences of
economic activities that damage the environment and disrupt social equality. Traditionally,
economies have prioritized short-term growth, often neglecting the environmental and social costs of
this growth. However, the growing realization of finite natural resources, environmental degradation,
and social inequity has led to the development of models that aim to balance economic prosperity
with environmental stewardship and social justice.

The Brundtland Commission's 1987 report, Our Common Future, introduced the modern
understanding of sustainable development, defining it as development that "meets the needs of the
present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.” This shift
in thinking has guided global sustainability initiatives, including the United Nations' Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs), which emphasize interconnectedness in achieving economic,
environmental, and social sustainability.

A sustainable economy is one that strives to balance these elements while maintaining natural
resources for future generations. It involves the adoption of policies that promote efficiency, equity,
and environmental responsibility. For countries like Azerbaijan, which have relied heavily on natural
resource extraction, transitioning to a sustainable economy is both a challenge and an opportunity to
build a more resilient future.

Azerbaijan's Economic Landscape

Historically, Azerbaijan's economy has been heavily reliant on its oil and gas sector, which has
been the main driver of its economic growth. With abundant reserves in the Caspian Sea, Azerbaijan
has generated significant revenues from exporting oil and gas. In 2022, oil and gas accounted for
nearly 90% of the country's total exports (State Statistical Committee of Azerbaijan, 2022). These
revenues have allowed for considerable investments in infrastructure, public welfare, and economic
modernization.

However, the fluctuations in global oil prices have made Azerbaijan’s economy vulnerable to
external disruptions. For instance, the dramatic fall in oil prices during the 2020 COVID-19 pandemic
had a major impact on the country's economic stability (World Bank, 2020). Similarly, the 2014 oil
price drop highlighted the dangers of relying too heavily on a single industry, which led the
Azerbaijani government to recognize the importance of diversifying the economy (International
Monetary Fund, 2014).

Since 2021, the government has made significant efforts to reduce this dependence, focusing on
diversifying the economy by investing in sectors like agriculture, tourism, and information
technology (IT). For instance, in 2022, the non-oil sector made up more than 60% of the gross
domestic product (GDP) (Central Bank of Azerbaijan, 2022). The agricultural sector saw a growth
rate of about 5.5% in 2021 (Ministry of Agriculture of Azerbaijan, 2021), while the tourism industry
experienced a strong recovery in 2022, with nearly 3 million foreign visitors to Azerbaijan, nearing
pre-pandemic levels (State Tourism Agency of Azerbaijan, 2022).

Azerbaijan also possesses considerable potential in the renewable energy sector. In 2023, the
country allocated $2 billion to renewable energy projects, making significant progress in the
development of solar and wind energy (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023). These initiatives
are expected to play a key role in supporting the country’s long-term sustainable economic growth.
Ongoing renewable energy projects are expected to contribute significantly to both environmental
conservation and economic diversification.As a result, Azerbaijan's economy is gradually shifting
away from an oil-dependent model, embracing a more diverse and sustainable future.
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Challenges of Economic Diversification in Azerbaijan

Although Azerbaijan has made some progress in diversifying its economy, it continues to face
significant challenges. These challenges can be better understood through practical examples:

Institutional Inefficiencies:While there are policies in place to support economic diversification,
the implementation of these policies is often hindered by bureaucratic obstacles and a lack of
coordination between different government bodies. For example, in the agricultural sector, despite
government programs aimed at supporting growth, delays in the distribution of subsidies, improper
allocation of resources, and inefficiencies in reaching farmers have been problematic (Ministry of
Agriculture of Azerbaijan, 2021). This hampers the ability to stimulate real growth in non-oil sectors.
As a result, financial resources designated for these areas are often misallocated, slowing down
overall economic development (State Statistical Committee of Azerbaijan, 2022).

Infrastructure Challenges:The agricultural sector holds significant potential for diversification,
but it faces several infrastructure-related issues. Outdated farming techniques, insufficient irrigation
systems, and low adoption of modern technologies restrict productivity (Ministry of Agriculture of
Azerbaijan, 2021). Additionally, the sector’s competitiveness in global markets is undermined due to
these infrastructural shortcomings. Similarly, Azerbaijan's tourism sector struggles with a lack of
adequate infrastructure. For instance, the underdevelopment of accommodation and transportation
facilities in popular tourist areas limits the country’s ability to fully capitalize on its tourism potential,
especially when compared to neighboring countries with better infrastructure (State Tourism Agency
of Azerbaijan, 2022).

Dutch Disease Effect: Azerbaijan’s economy suffers from what is known as the "Dutch Disease,"
a phenomenon where the strength of the national currency, driven by oil exports, reduces the
competitiveness of other sectors. In the early 2000s, the country benefited greatly from oil revenue,
which strengthened the economy but weakened other sectors (International Monetary Fund, 2014).
As oil prices rose, the national currency appreciated, making non-oil exports more expensive and less
attractive in global markets (Central Bank of Azerbaijan, 2022). This has made Azerbaijan's
agriculture and manufacturing sectors less competitive, with higher production costs resulting from
the stronger manat. This situation has slowed down diversification efforts and made it difficult to
stimulate growth in non-oil sectors (International Monetary Fund, 2014).These challenges present
significant hurdles for the Azerbaijani government, highlighting the need for further reforms and
stronger measures to accelerate economic diversification.

Sustainable Development Initiatives in Azerbaijan

Azerbaijan has acknowledged the importance of sustainable development and has taken
significant steps to align its national priorities with global sustainability frameworks. In 2021, the
Azerbaijani government introduced the Azerbaijan 2030: National Priorities for Socio-Economic
Development document, which outlines the country’s key goals for achieving sustainable growth.
These priorities emphasize innovation, infrastructure development, and regional integration as critical
components of Azerbaijan’s long-term development (President.az, 2021).

Among these priorities, reducing the economy's dependence on oil and gas, promoting green
technologies, and advancing renewable energy projects are especially important. Since 2020,
Azerbaijan has made notable efforts to develop non-oil sectors, including agriculture, tourism,
information technology, and clean energy (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023). The country is
particularly focusing on the growth of renewable energy to diversify its energy mix and decrease
carbon emissions.

In line with these goals, the government has made significant investments in wind, solar, and
hydroelectric power. One of the most prominent examples is the Garadagh Solar Power Plant, which
was commissioned in 2023. It is now one of the largest solar energy producers in Azerbaijan, playing
a crucial role in increasing the share of renewable energy in the country’s energy mix (Ministry of
Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023). This initiative not only promotes the production of environmentally
clean energy but also helps diversify the country's economy.

In addition, Azerbaijan is working on expanding its wind energy capacity. Several wind energy
projects are being developed in the northern and western regions of the country. These projects aim
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to optimize the use of Azerbaijan’s natural resources while increasing energy independence (Ministry
of Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023). Furthermore, the government has set ambitious targets to double the
country’s wind energy production capacity from 500 MW to 1,000 MW by 2022, with new wind
farms under construction.

Moreover, Azerbaijan is making strides in the field of hydroelectric power. The capacity of
existing hydroelectric plants is being increased, and new projects are being implemented on various
rivers. These efforts not only contribute to the country's energy security but also play a vital role in
reducing carbon emissions and preserving the environment (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023).

Azerbaijan’s sustainable development initiatives, particularly in renewable energy, are critical
steps toward achieving both local and global environmental and economic sustainability. The
government’s primary aim is to expand the potential of renewable energy sources, both domestically
and on the international stage, to make the economy stronger and more resilient. These steps are also
enhancing the country's competitiveness in the global energy market, solidifying Azerbaijan’s
position as a key energy supplier internationally (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023).

Oil and Gas Dependency

The oil and gas sector continues to play a vital role in Azerbaijan’s economy, contributing a
significant share to its GDP and exports. In 2022, approximately 90% of Azerbaijan’s total exports
were from oil and gas products (State Statistical Committee of Azerbaijan, 2022). However, this
dependency also brings risks. The global energy market is volatile, and fluctuations in oil prices can
directly impact the country's economic stability. For instance, the collapse of oil prices in 2014
exposed the vulnerabilities associated with over-reliance on a single sector (International Monetary
Fund, 2014). Additionally, environmental concerns related to oil extraction and resource management
have become increasingly important issues (World Bank, 2020).

To address these challenges, Azerbaijan must focus on diversifying its economy to reduce
dependence on oil and gas. While the oil and gas sector will remain important in the foreseeable
future, the country must also create new sources of economic growth to ensure its long-term
prosperity (Ministry of Economy of Azerbaijan, 2021).

Opportunities in Renewable Energy

Azerbaijan's renewable energy sector holds substantial potential. The country’s economically
viable and technically feasible renewable energy resources are estimated to have a total potential of
26,940 MW. This includes 3,000 MW from wind energy, 23,040 MW from solar energy, 380 MW
from bioenergy, and 520 MW from hydroelectric power from mountain rivers (Ministry of Energy of
Azerbaijan, 2023).

Several renewable energy projects have been implemented to harness this potential. A significant
portion of Azerbaijan's renewable energy potential comes from wind energy, particularly in the
Khizi-Absheron region. The ""Khizi-Absheron™ Wind Power Plant, one of Azerbaijan’s largest
wind energy projects, has a capacity of 240 MW. Located in the Khizi district along the Absheron
Peninsula, the station takes advantage of the area’s strong winds to generate electricity (Ministry of
Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023).

This project represents a key step in strengthening Azerbaijan's non-oil sector and increasing its
share of renewable energy production. The energy produced by the ** -Absheron Wind Station meets
the local demand and also contributes to the country's energy independence by supplying power to
the global market. In addition, it plays a significant role in reducing carbon emissions, further
supporting Azerbaijan's environmental goals (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan, 2023).

Moreover, the ""Garadagh' Solar Power Plant is another major renewable energy project with
a capacity of 230 MW. This plant is crucial for increasing the use of solar energy in Azerbaijan and
contributes to the country’s broader efforts to diversify its energy sources (Ministry of Energy of
Azerbaijan, 2023).

In addition to wind and solar power, hydroelectric power projects are also critical to Azerbaijan's
renewable energy landscape. The ""Khudafarin' and " Giz Galas1" hydroelectric power stations are
examples of important projects contributing to the development of the renewable energy sector. The
Xudaforin Hydroelectric Power Station, commissioned in 2022, is located on the border between
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Azerbaijan and Iran. With a capacity of 50 MW, it is built on the Khudafarin Reservoir and
strengthens the energy supply in Azerbaijan’s southern region (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan,
2022). This project not only enhances energy supply but also promotes efficient use of water
resources and environmental protection.

The Giz Galas1 Hydroelectric Power Station, launched in early 2023, has a capacity of 35 MW.
Located on the Araz River in eastern Azerbaijan, it contributes to meeting the energy needs of the
local population and positively impacts the regional economy (Ministry of Energy of Azerbaijan,
2023). This project also helps increase clean energy production and reduce carbon emissions, further
contributing to Azerbaijan's sustainable development goals.

These and other renewable energy projects are making significant contributions to Azerbaijan’s
energy security. They enhance local energy production while providing environmentally clean
energy. These initiatives are key drivers of long-term economic diversification and sustainable
development in Azerbaijan.

Conclusion

Azerbaijan is at a crossroads in its economic development. While its reliance on oil and gas has
driven substantial growth, the country faces significant challenges in building a sustainable future.
Economic diversification, particularly through investments in renewable energy, agriculture, and
technology, offers a path to reduce Azerbaijan's dependence on oil and ensure long-term prosperity.

By continuing to invest in non-oil sectors and promoting sustainable practices, Azerbaijan can
position itself as a leader in sustainable development in the region. The government’s commitment to
diversifying the economy and embracing green technologies will be crucial for building a resilient
and sustainable future for the nation.

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Sociological Views of Azerbaijani Enlighteners at the End of the
19th Century - in the Beginning of the 20th Century

Abstract

The sociological views of Azerbaijani enlighteners at the end of the 19th century and the
beginning of the 20th century are characterized by the formation of national self-awareness and the
enlightenment movement. During this period, Azerbaijani intellectuals accepted the ideas of
enlightenment as the main means of developing society and actively discussed various social issues
in order to modernize society. Their main goal was to raise the level of education of the people, form
national consciousness and spread the ideas of enlightenment based on modern sciences.
Enlightenment scholars tried to achieve the progress of society by discussing topics such as social
justice, equality, human rights and social welfare. Azerbaijani enlighteners — Hasan bey Zardabi,
Mahammad Amin Rasulzadeh, Jalil Mammadguluzadeh, Alimardan bey Topchubashov and others —
through their works and activities highlighted the social problems of society, promoted the ideas of
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enlightenment and fought to increase the level of education of society. They discussed problems such
as social injustice, women’s rights, poverty and education, and saw enlightenment as the main means
of solving these problems.

The sociological views of the enlighteners were also related to the formation of national identity
and strengthening national unity. They tried to enrich the worldview of the Azerbaijani people by
preserving the national culture, language and traditions. The enlighteners believed that the progress
of society is possible only through the development of science, enlightenment and education.

The sociological views of the enlighteners of this period played an important role in the
modernization of Azerbaijani society and the strengthening of national self-awareness and left a deep
mark on future generations.

XIX asrin sonu va XX asrin avvallori Azarbaycan tarixinds maarifcilik harokatinin yiiksolisi vo
milli 6zunudarkin formalasmasi ila Saciyyalonan bir dovrdir. Bu dovrda Azarbaycan ziyalilar: vo
maarifcilori xalqin tohsil saviyyasini artirmaq, milli siiuru giiclondirmok va comiyyati miasir biliklora
osaslanan bir muhits ¢evirmok magsadilo foal foaliyyat gostorirdilor. Maarifgilik ideyalarinin asasini
comiyyatin sosial, madani va intellektual saviyyosinin inkisafi toskil edir vo bu istigamotds genis
foaliyyat gostoron ziyalilar xalqin maariflondirilmasi tgln muxtalif Gsullardan istifads edirdilor
(Rustamov, 2011).

Maarifgilik horokatinin osas ideoloji prinsiplori tohsilin genislondirilmasi, modoni dayarlarin
gorunmasi, qadin hiiquglarinin miidafiasi, sosial adalstin tomin edilmasi vo elmin inkisafi ilo bagh
idi. Azorbaycan maarifcilori arasinda Hoson bay Zardabi, Calil Mammadquluzads, ©limoardan bay
Topgubasov, Mahammod Omin Rasulzads kimi soxsiyyatlor xiisusi yer tutur. Onlarin asarlori vo
foaliyyati yalniz milli kimliyin formalagmasina deyil, eyni zamanda comiyyatin sosial siiurunun
inkisafina da boyiik tohfo vermisdir (Mammadquluzads, 1906-1931).

Bu dovrdo maarifcilorin sosiloji baxislari comiyyatin inkisafini vo toroaqgisini tomin etmoyin
yollarini arasdirmaq moagsadi dasiyirdi. Onlar tohsilin comiyyatin inkisafi ti¢lin asas vasits oldugunu
gobul edir, xalq1 savadlandirmagqla sosial problemlorin hallina nail olmagi qarsilarina moagsod
goyurdular (Mammadova, 2010).

O, tohsilin shamiyyatini
vurgulayaraq, insanlarin elmlo mosgul olmasinin comiyyatin inkisafin1 tomin edocayini bildirirdi
(Oliyev, 2001).

Colil Mammoadquluzads iso "Molla Nasroddin" jurnali vasitasilo comiyyatdoki sosial problemlori
Vo odalatsizliyi satirik dilds tonqid edirdi. O, xalqin maariflondirilmasi vo sosial adalstin tomin
edilmasi Ugln tohsilin vo savadliligin zaruriliyini mudafis edirdi (Sliyeva, 2015).

Olimoardan bay Topgubasov iso milli moktablorin yaradilmasini dostokloayarok, tohsilin milli dil
Vo madaniyyat Uzorinds qurulmasmin vacibliyini vurgulayirdi. O, comiyyatin inkisafinin milli
Ozlinudorkdon bagladigin1 vo bu 6zinudorkin iso maariflondirmo yolu ilo tomin edilo bilacayini
bildirirdi (Sliyev, 2001, s. 6).

Vo qadin hiiquglar1 masalalarinds do foal mévge tutmusdular. Onlarin asarlarinds vo magalalarinds
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qadinlarin hiiquglarinin miidafissi, sosial adalstsizliklorin tongidi vo kasibligin aradan qaldirilmasi
kimi movzular genis sokilds oks olunurdu (Quliyev, 2016):

Mohammod Omin Rasulzads milli stiurun inkisafini tahsilin asas vozifasi kimi giymatlondirir,
milli maktablarin va tadris vasaitlorinin ana dilinds hazirlanmasinin vacibliyini vurgulayirdi. Onun
fikrinco, xalqmn milli kimliyi yalmz tohsil vasitssilo guclondirils bilordi (Sliyev, 2001).

Hoson bay Zordabi ana dilinin tahsil sistemi vo maarifgilik foaliyystinds osas rol oynamali
oldugunu bildirir, xalqin 6z dilinds tohsil almasinin milli 6ztintidarki gliclondiracayini geyd edirdi
(Mammodova, 2018).

In modern
societies, the intensification of intra-family tensions, the increase in misunderstandings between
family members and the rising divorce rates have heightened the relevance of this issue in the field
of social work. Young families, in particular, face psychological, economic, and social challenges
that negatively affect their relationships. The study analyzes the causes and consequences of conflicts,
as well as the methods used by social workers to address issues within these families. Additionally,
the role of social workers in conflict resolution, preventive and intervention strategies and appropriate
support mechanisms are examined. This approach aims to strengthen the family institution and
improve social welfare

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Hayat tocriibasinin azlig1, emosional yetkinliyin tam formalasmamasi, valideynlik rolu ilo bagli geyri-
miuoyyonliklor, sosial dostok mexanizmlorinin zoifliyi kimi faktorlar gonc ailolordo miinagisoalorin tez-
tez bas vermasino sobob olur. Bu sobobdon, gonc ailolordo miinaqisolorin arasdirilmasi vo sosial igin
miidaxilo imkanlarinin 6yronilmasi aktual vo zoruri mosalalordondir (Mommadova, 2022).

(Giddens, 2013).

Sosial is elmi insan rifahini tomin etmays, sosial problemlarin qarsisint almaga va ehtiyac i¢cinda
olan fordlora, ailolors va qruplara dostok gdstormaya yonolmis peso sahasidir. Sosial ig¢ilar ailolorlo
isloyorkon onlarin ehtiyaclarini vo problemlorini miioyyon edir, fordi vo qrup soklinds psixososial
dostok gostarir, konfliktlorin sabablorini askara ¢gixararaq onlarin aradan qaldirilmasi ti¢lin miixtolif
metodlardan istifads edirlor.

Sosial is bu ciir ailolorlo isloyarak onlarin
yasadiqlar1 problemlori diizgiin analiz etmok, miinasibatlori barpa etmok va toroflor arasinda saglam
iinsiyyot qurulmasini tomin etmakls miinaqisolorin garsisini almagi v ya onlart minimuma endirmayi
qarstya moagsad gqoyur (WHO (World Health Organization, 2016).
